—The Legislature of Vir-
ginia on yesterday closed its special session and
aljourned finally. The important measures
which rendered an extra session necessary
were disposed of, and no doubt the members
are as much delighted as are their constituents
that they can now return to their homes. In
justice to many members who were constantly
present, performing the duties which their leg-
islative labors imposed upon them, it is said
that had many others who were absent at the
end of the regular session been present, as care-
fully looking after the State’s good as they
were after their own individual interests,
the called session would have been unnecessary.
Those who have fiithfully discharged their
duties will be rewarded with the satisfaction
which arises from the conseiousness of having
done so, while those who have neglected them
will suffer the reproach which their conduct
deserves. But few, if any, however, will return
to enjoy the unanimous approval of their con-
stituents, whilst it is hoped that many will re-
turn to Richmond next winter much wiser
from am interchange of ideas and vicews with
them, and may them be prepared to pursuca
course more acceptable to the people.

A dispateh from Yeddo, dated March 26,
announces that an attempt had heen made by
a party of twelve persons to assassivate the
Mikado. The efforts of the would-be murderers
proved unsuceessful, and the guards in atten-

“dance upon the Mikado succeeded in captur-
ing two of the party. The other ten escaped.
The attempt to take the life ot the Mikado
has caused great uneasiness on the part of the
(iovernment. Orders have been issued forbid-
ding forcigners to o beyond the limits of

Yeddo.

A correspondent of the Richwmond Whig.
who, it is said, is perhaps as well acquainted as
any many with the natural wonders of Virginia,
pronounces the noted Weyer's Cave inferior in
curious and striking details, as certainly it is in
extent, to several of the almost unknown cav-
erns of Southwest Virginia. He refers es-
pecially to the Spruce Run Cave, Giles county.
He refers also to the Fountain Cave and Madi-
son’s Cave. both in the immedizte vieinity of
Weyer's.

Probably the Northern Neck of Virginia,
the lower counties on the other side of the
Rappahannock, and some of the counties below
Richmond, continue to suffer more from the
effects of the war than any others in the State.
There is a general complaint with them of want
of means, want of labor, and hard times. The
Piedmont and Valley counties have recuperat-
ed much faster than the section we have
named.

A report from Genera! Craighill upon the
feasibility of constructing a ship canal between
the Chesapeake and Delaware Bays was, yes-
terday, sent by the Secretary of the Treasury
to the House of Representatives. (reneral
Craighill reports favorably upon the scheme,
speaks of its advantage to commerce, estimates
that the canal would be from thirty to fifty-five
miles in length, that the preliminary survess
would cost $20,000, and recommends that they
be made.

The health commissioner of New York gives
it as bis opinion that cerebro-spinal-meningits,
in that city, which disease is spreading, ‘‘has its
inciting causes not only in sewer gasses directly
escaping into dwellings by defective pipes and
traps, but by the same kind of pernicious ema-
nation, arising from decomposition of street
filth, which is largely composed of the same
elements as sewerage.

Washington & Ohio R. R.

Mr. Lewis MeKenzie, President of the WL
& 0. R. R., has addressed a letter to the
Washington Chronicle, in which paper a com-
wunication had appeared reflicting npon the
wasagewent of the Road. and himself” person-
ally, fromn which we note the following extruet:

“* Asto the perversion of the W ashington and
Oliio railroad to a “gross monopoly;” and that
the authorities of the road are acting in such a
way as to prevent the citizens of the rewion
through which the road passes from sendiog
their produce to Washington without passing
it through the hands of two or three grades of

middle men in  Alesandria, my answer
to all this is that 1t s utterly uutrue.
Every fucility in  the company's nower

has always been freely extended to every one
desirons of seuding freight to Washington or
elsewhere—the officers of” the company olten,
by my direetion, going out of their way to aid
them, in various ways that could not befvason-
ably required of us.  We have wo coonection
by rail with any road leadjng direcrly to Wash-
ton—that which formerly existed at Swann’s
having been taken up by those who put it
there. Our road crosses the Washington and
Alexaudria railvoad at an clevation of nearly
twenty teet above it. To replace the frwer
tarnout (dropping back a considerable distance
for grade) would cost us, including right of
way, fully £5.000,  Our present means of aceess
to Washington are by steamboat or by Union
street, via the Orange railroad depot at Alex-
andriz making the entire circuit of the city of
Alexaudria by the Oranze track, 1 have told
the peopie of Loudoun. in the vicinity of” Ham-
ilton, repeatedly, as well as those along the
rest of the line, that so soon as the Alexandria
and Fredericksburg railvoad laid their track
{which will be very soon) cur connection hy
rail with Washington would be complete and
reliable, and their produce could then go
through in our ears without break or stoppage.
By June next I bave every reason to hope our
cars will be seen daily at the depot of the Bal-
timore and Potomae railroad in Washington.

So far from endeavoring or wishing to pre-
vent the passage of freight to your city. it has
ever been our desire and effort to promote it
Sioce 1853, when this cowpany was incorpora-
ted under the nume of the Alexandrin, Lou-
doun and [lampshire railroad, beginning with
the days ot the wayoralty of the lamented
John W. Maury, our efforts to get a branch to
Washington or Georgetown have heen inces-
sant, Appeals have beeu made to this end to
councils and people of both cities to
cooperate with ms.  We offered to  deliver
freights in both cities at precisely the same
amount of charge as upon freights to Alexan-
dria, and oﬁ‘ercﬁ to leave the loeation point of
divergence of the branch or branches to the de-
cision of engineers to be appointed by this
company and the Georgetown authorities as to
her Lranuh. Fearing, however, that some of
the trade might pass the branch auwd continue
on to Alexandria, they were not satisfied with
equality of charges. but required also the ad.
vantage in distance, which necessitated a route
for the branch involving a heavy grade, asharp
curve, and an coormous cost—s0 enormous as
to render it in the opioion of our engineer an
act of mere folly to build it.

The name of the road having been changed
to **Washington and Ohio,”” we caused a sur-
vey to be made. at an expense of over S00.000.
to the Ohin river. by way of the grest coal
fields of West Virginia. The result was to de-
wonstrate that we have a line shorter to Cin-
cinnati, by 127 miles, than any other, whether
built or proposed, with remarkably easy grades
throughout. Ou the strength of these facts,
when in Congress 1 got a bill through the
House authoriziug a subscription of a million
to our stock by Washington city, with the con-
sent of the voters. This hill provided that
the subscription should be paid only as the
road was completed in seetions of five miles, at
the rate of £16,000 per mile, and that the tax
payers should Lecome proprietors of’ the stock
in proportion to their payments of the special
tax to be imposed for the payment of interest
upon the requisite loan.  This bill was upani-
mously recommended by the Board of Trade
of Washington, embracing many of the most
substantial merchants and property-holders of
the city.  When the bill reached the Senate it
was relerred to the Distriet Committee, by
which it was reported back without recomuen-
dation. In the meantime the project of a vew
government for the District was being pressed,
those having it in charge. including Governor
(looke, promising that the subject would be fa-
vorably entertained by the pew Legislature.
When this government went into operation we
made an application to the Legislature. by
which pothing has been done.

After all these and many other anxious ef-
forts to get the best possible coonection with
Washington, it sounds very silly for me to be
accused of a desire to prevent produce or pas-
sengers going to that eity.”

To reference to other matters Mr. McKenzie
adds that “‘every charge or insinuation that he
