The dr eams in question appear to have oc¬

curred ou the nights of March 21, 22, 23 and
L'4. aud according to the dispatch quoted above,
the murder must have hapi>eucd ou Friday
evening, March 2*J. The geueral experience
of mankind shows that dreams, as a rule, have
no >iguiticauee whatever; but in the present in¬
stance there is a degree of correspondence be¬
tween this oft-repeated dream and its horrible
fulfillment, which makes it well w>>r hv to be
noted. Tt may. iudeed, be nothing more than
a coincidence; but if.-o, it is one of the most
remarkable cases of that kiud which ever came
to our knowledge.

The
pollen from the replanted corn is then ready to

-upply the silk, and the tilling is completed.
I le says nearly all the abortive ears, so common
in the corn crop, are caused by the want of
pollen, and that he has known ears to double
iheir size in the second tilling.
