THE WOMAN OF SAMARIA AND HER DIVINE

T1 ACHER.

“T'hen saith the wowau of Samaria to hiw,
IHow s it that thou, being a Jew, a-kest
drivk of me, which aw a wowan of Samaria?
for the Jews have vo dealings with the Suwan-
tups. Jesus answered and suid uowo her, if
thou knewest the gitt of God, aud who it is
that saih to thee, Give me to drink; thou
wouldest have asked of him, and he would
have given thee liviug water.”"—dJohu iv. 9, 10,

The fourth chapNr of vur Lurd's Guspel as
recorded by St. Johu, isone o1 special wterest.
The seenes it porirays, the custows it exhibits,
and the doctrines it llustrates—all uwite iu
rendering it attractive, ivstrucuve, and profic
ab.e.  For ages Jucob's well has Leen visited,
und highly venerated by pilgriwsand traveilers
frow both Christiun asd Manowedau couutries
Lt is hewn vut ol a tirm rock; 1sabout uioe reet
iu diaweter, aud seventy-five 1o depth. It is
situated avout 1oty wiles trow Jerusatew, it y-
two trow Jericho, and at a swali di-tunce trow
Syeiew—a place of great eclebrity vu aceouut
of its uncient sepuleures, aud as lasting as the
rocks wherein they are hewn; und where the
rewains ot Joscph, Eleazar, uud Joshua were
deposited.  The weil has becowe iwmortalized
in the Dvine records, ou aceount of the Saviour
havivg there halted v oue of his juurneys, aud
given instructiou to a woman of Suwaria.

Let us coutemplate, first, the Liviue teacher;
secondly, the persou taught; tinrdly, the -
stiuction cowwuvicated; aud, fourthly, the el-
fects vroduced.

1. THE DIVINE TEACHER.

We will consider—

1. Llis person.—He is called *“Jesus 7' His
pawe Is oue uf vast iwport, and sigwfies a de-
Liverer. We have read aud heard of persons
who have procured great deiiveravees tor wudi-
viduals, cities, kingdows aud vatious, who e
prai-es huve beeo suug, aud whuse vawes have
beeu interwoven in their country's  history.
When If awinus, a [owun Geveral, proclaiwed
Lberty 1o the Grecks at the Isthwian gawes,
the people sauted him with the tile of Su-
viour. P.tarch says, ‘I'ne vast concourse
shouted su loudiy that the air was rcot
with the coneussion.”’  But what we all
te.npo ul deliverances of this description when
compared with gpiri u.l deliverauee sceured ty
hiw wh) 8 th: sutjee 0oer weaitaton? The
angel said o Joseph, “thou stat eall his vawe
Jesus, tur he shah save Lis people Itow thelr
sins.”” Aod Siweon, as he hetd the cbid iu nis
anms, exulingy exclaiwed, “‘Lord. now et
test thou thy servaut depart iu peace accordiug
to thy wind; fur wive eyes have seeu thy sal-
vation, whicn thou has prepared betore ali peo
ple; a light 1o lighten the Gentiles,and the gory
ol thy people Israerl.” e is_the auibor sud
comwusicaior of sglvation. He dehvers frow
siu, trow the fear B death; asd frow bell He
cowwmanicates pardou, peace. hoiluess, aud
Lheaven. It is a salvation tull, free, presentand
eterual.  Heis associated with al that s iw-
portant, delighctal aud valuable io the Chris-
tian's experience : o fife,  He is_his iuspira-
tion, iu death his watchword, and in heaven
Li:s endiess song. **Buing justified by faith, we
have p -ace with God through our Lord Jesus
Christ.”

9. Il Attitude.—1le *'sat thus on the well.”
The Jewish teachers sat, but sowe thought his
sitting on the well an illustrativn of the doe
trine of his buwaniry., Asa wan he wassubject
to wearivess, aud beuce sat dowo to rest hiw-
sell. Sowe have said that *‘he ouly assuwed
the appearanee of huwan nature; that it was
not a reality; ouly a spectral illusion.”” But this
idea is unfounded. It is exposed by Johuiu his
first general epistle : “*Every spiric that ¢m-
fi-gsoth that Jesus Christ is cowe in the flesh is
of God; and every spirit that econfesseth ot
it Jesus Christ 15 cowe in the flesh is vot of
(+.d.” But we must also remewber that he was
Gond as well as man. He was “*the root and off-
spring of David” —his Lord and hiz Son, Ew
wanuel ! G*d “‘i!ll u-! The Gt‘eul God and
our Saviour! What a thewe for contewplation!
Deity clothed in the garb of huwaniny ! Iu-
finity iuhabiting a fisite form! **Without
controversy great is the wystery of godliness:
Gud was wauitest in the flesh,”

ViraviTy 1y GraiN.—"A Young Farmer”
inquiries 1f seed ot the different kinas of grain
a yeur or wore old will grow as well as fresh
seed. Our answer wou d be, always sow seed
as fresh as it can be had —for althouzh sowme
seed will germinate after it has been kept
yuears, yet these are exceptions,  We do vot
know of any distinet experwents on old and
pew grain, except it be a single trial which we
wade 10 pots. il"ru:sh seed wheat was sown in
pots in autuwn, one inch deep, and kept pro-
perly moist.  In another pot, suljeeted to the
same temperature and the sawe degree of
woistpre. was sown wheat kept over one year.
Tu other pots, seed tive years old was sown un-
dor siwilar circuwstauces. The first or fiesh
sced cawe up in eleven days, the weather be-
ing rather eoul ; the second seed. oue year
old, came up in thirteen days. The five year
sced 1o the other puts came up irregulrly, the
first in cighteen days, and afterwar Is for near
lv u wenth.  The gruivs of all were countel
when jlaeed in the earth, and the result was
that all the fresh seed grew ; all or noarly all
the one year ; but vot one half the five year
seed ever grew at all.  From these hwired ex
periments we may infer that fresh seed is al
ways the best ; if only a year old it may do
well, although the plants wi'l hardly have the
vigor of the first ; but secd several years old
should be emwployed only for presersingor =ecur-
ine <ome desirable variety. We hope some of vur
rewders will repeit the experiment on oats,
barley. ete., by accurately coun‘ing, m-asur
";:' depth, recordiug dates, ete.— Country Gen
temen,
