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The, Philadelphia Ledger states that in the
Pennsylvania coal trade, there is but little, if
any change. The next public sale of Scranton
coal at New York,on to-morrow,of 120,000 tons
is looked forward to with more than usual inter-
est. The quantity advertised to be sold is 10,-
VU0 tops less than was sold at the last monthly
sale. This decreased offering of coal by this
company, in connection with theannouncement
made by circular of an average reduction of
Pittston prices for Juoe, of 30 cts. per ton,has
tended to further depress the coal market. The
1st of June is also awaited with anxiety by
parties immediately interested in the Schuylkill
trade, there being some apprehension of an ad-
vance of tolls by the Reading Railroad Com-
pany.

It is reported, says a Washington letter in
the Baltimore Sun, that the Secretary of the
Treasury will, now that the difficulty about the
indirect Alabama claims has been happily ad-
justed, proceed to arrange for anotherand quite
extensive syndicate scheme for the purpose of
refunding the pational debt. Itis stated that
the transactions of the mest combination of
pational bankers will embrace about six hundred
millions, including 5 and 44 per cts. The ar-
rangements will, it is expected, be completed
by the 1st of September next, when Assistant
Secretary Richardson will again visit Europe
for the purpose of superintending the opera-
tions on that side ot the Atlantic.

[n reply to an inquiry made by Mr. Disraeli,
Mr. Gladstone said in the British House of
Commons, yesterday, that her Majesty’s Gov-
eroment had been informed officially that the
U. 8. Senate had agreed to the new article.—
The amendments thereto had just been receiv-
ed, and were under consideration by the Cabi-
net. It would of course be premature to an-
pounce now what steps would be taken by
Gireat Britain with regard to her appearance at
(ieneva until negotiations with the U. S. (ov-
ernment were ended. The English reply re-
specting the modifications of the supplemental
article would be telegraphed by cable, and no
time would be lost in settling the matter.

The Washington correspondent of the Balti-
more Sun says:—‘‘The members from West
Virginia will leave here in a day or two to at-
tend their State convention. Quite a number
of the politicians of that State have arrived
here in the past few days on their way to the
convention. From their expression of views it
seems probable that Greeley will be endorsed.
Ex-Confederate Senator Allan T. Caperton
pronounces for Greeley, and the reports from
the State are that there is a great unanimity of
feeling in favor of his endorsement at Balti-
more.”’

The House Committee on Public Buildings
and Grounds have agreed on its report in ref-
erence to the use of Seneca sandstone in the
pew State Department and other public build-
ings. Supervising Architect Mullett is exon-
orated from all blame, and his use of Sencca
stone declared wise and economical, and in ac-
cordance with law. The report is the last but
one of the pumerous investigations ordered by
the House during this session.

There has been a great deal of talk about
charges made against Mr. Cramer, U. S.
Minister to Denmark. Mr, Giriffin, U.S. Con-
sul at Copenhagen, writes a letter to the
Washington Republican to vindicate Mr. Cra-
mer from the accusations which have been go-
ing the rounds of the newspapers. He denies
the truth of the aceusations referred to.

Red Cloud, Red Dog, Blue Horse, Red
Leaf, High Wolf, Blue Wound and about
twenty other chiefs and braves of the Ogallala
Sioux had an interview with General F. A.
Walker, Commissioner of Indian Affairs, and
Sceretary Delano, at noon yesterday, in Wash-
ington. They stated their wants, their com-
plaints against some of the Indian agents, &e.

We have accounts of the loss of a large num-
ber of vessels engaged in the seal fishery, off
the coasts of Labrador and Newfoundland dur-
ing the spring season, and it is stated that
probably near four thousand persons were
drowned. The seal fishery is said to be entire-
ly ruined.

The tax and tanff bill, as it passed the
House, is very much like the bill in the tariff
part, which had been previously agreed upon
by the Senate. The ten per cent reduction
scale is generally acceded to.

In addition to the closing of the Public De-
partments in Washington, on Thursday, De-
coration Day, orders have been issued for clos-
ing the Internal Revenue offices, as far as the
public business will permit.

“ To show the very age and body of the Times”

In the Methodist General Conference yester-
day a motion was made that the restriction
placed upon Bishop Roberts, who presides over
the Liberia Conference, in Africa, be removed.
and that he be elevated to the full dignity ol
Bishop and adwitted to the Geveral Confereuce.
The motion was received with favor, but went
over under the rule. A colored delegate, cow-
plained that the Conference evinced a disposi-
tion to keﬂ) colored men off the committees,
and moved that the Secretary be a colored
man. The motion prevailed, and Rev. Dr. R.
S. Rust was elected.

The 9a. m. train from New York on the
New Jersey Central Railvoad, was runinto by
the 7:10 a. w. traiu from Philadelphia, on the
Pennsylvania Central Railroad, at Elizabeth,
yesterday morning. The Central Railroad
traln was standing at the station, its rear car
extending over the Pennsylvama Road; this
car was struck by the locomotive of the other
train, turned over, and alwost demolished. —
Six persons were injured, some very severely.
‘The engineer of the Penosylvania train says
his patent air-brakes would not work, and he
could not stop the train.

At New York yesterday a tug boat crossing
the Kast river hud her boiler to explode by
which five persons were ushered into eternity.
"The boat was blown to atoms, the largest piece
found being the pilot wheel. A catastrophe
similar in its effect also occurred in Philadel-
phia yesterday. The boiler of a blackiog facto-
ry exploded, caused by a foolish engiveer chain-
ing down the safety-valve. The epgineer and
auother man were instaotly killed and several
persons badly injured.

The trial of Juo. D. LEtsweiler in the U. 8.
Circuit Court at Pittsburg, Pa., before Wm.
McKenpen, on an indictment for passing
and dealing in co_unterﬁ:zt money, was con-
cluded on the 21st instant, the jury returning
a verdict of guilty. The defendant is a prowi-
nent citizen of Millersburgh, Dauphia county,
Pa., and a hotel keeper by occupation.

The Southern Methodists of Baltimore have
purchased a camp-meecting ground at what is
koown as Dorsey’s cut, on the line of the B. &
O. Railroad, and distant eleven miles from
Baltimore. The price paid was $70 per acre.
The grounds are well shaded and abundantly
supplied with excellent water.

On Saturday last Supervising Architect
Mullett issued a circular to superintendents of

Government work, that eight hours will be con-
sidered a day’s work on all Government build-
ings under the coatrol of his office.

The Freeman's Journal in New York, has
come out strongly against Mr. Grecley. But it
is not for Gen. Grant.

(Coxgress.—In the Scoate yesterday, the
Tariff bill was taken up and a number of
amendments were agreed to, among which
were the following: The act pot to take effect
till July Ist, 1872 fixing the duty on all slack
coal or such as will go through a five-eight inch
screen at forty cents per ton of twenty-eight
bushels, eighty pounds to the bushel; on all
house and cabinet furniture uufinished thirty per
ct. ad valorem; inished furniture thirty-five per
ct. ad valorem; on fruit trees, shade trees, shrub-
bery.plants and flowers not otherwise provided
for, twenty per ct., ad va'orem; on chocolate in
cocoa, two cts per pound. Mr. Scott moved
to exclude pigiron and steel rails from the articles
on which a reduction of ten per ct. on present
rates is provided for by the House amendment,
but his motion was lost by the decisive vote of
19 yeas to 36 vays. An amendment was adop-
ted to the effect that ten per ct additional shall
be added to tea and coffee which has been car-
ried to Burope and theo sent to the U. 8.
Pending the discussion of the bill the Senate
adjourned. In the House of Representatives
after a long debate the Senate amendment to
the Postoffice Appropriation bill granting a
subsidy to the Brazilian steamship line was re-
jected, and a new commtttee of conference or-
dered. | The Senate receded from the amend-
ment.] By a vote of 133 yeas to 24 nays the
House agrced to extend the time fixed for ad-
journment to June 3d at 12 o'clock M. The
bill to revise the coinage of the U. S. was pass-
ed. Mr. Terry, ot Virginia,reported a bill pro-
viding for a recomputation of accounts be-
tween the Uvited States and the several States
growing out of the War of 1812, but the House
refused to suspend the rules and the bill went
over. The bill to refund to dealers in tea and
eoffee the duties paid on those articles in boad
on the 1st day of July, 1872, was passed.

Foreigy ITEvMs.—Heavy and destructive
rains have prevailed in the vicinity of Prague
for the past few days. The volume ol water
which fell was so great as to inundate the surroun-
ding country. Several villages and the grow-
ing crops have been swept away, and a number
of lives have been lost, but it is not stated ex-
act ly how many.

/ f;e Irench Assewbly debated the army bill
yesterday. General Trochu in a vigorous
speech charged the Bonapartists with corrupt-
ing the army, and was greeted with applause
from all parts of the Chamber.

The Spanish Cortes reassembles to-day. The
Republicans will join the Radicals in opposition
to the Ministry. A majority of the Chambers
have assumed the name of Coostitutionalists.

The British Government has determined to
pardon the Fenians now remaining in prison,
and they will shortly be released from custody.

The Duke of Bedford, nephew of Earl Rus-
sell, is dead.

Miss Nellie Grant was the guest of President
and Madame Thiers yesterday.

Posrace Stamps.—Some weeks ago a start-
ling statemeunt went the rounds of the press to
the effect that a prominent ph\ysiciau and his
wife, of Rockingham county, New Hampshire,
had been poisoned by touching their tongues
to two postage stamps _enclosed in a letter re-
quiriog a reply, from the effects of which the
parties came near dying. It was suspected
that the stamps had been purposely poisoned ;
but another theory was that the ingredients
used in manufacturing the stamps might pos-
sibly be poisonous. The attention of the Post-
Office Department having been called to the
matter, it was decided to subwit the stamps
now in use, with samples of the 10k and other
ingredients used in their maoufacture, to a
competent chemist for analysis and report.
Accordingly Dr. Chas. F. Chandler, professor
of analytical and applied chemistry in the
school of mines, Columbia College, N. Y., was
employed. After thorough cxamination the
professor reports that he finds nothiog in any of
the articles used in making the stamps which
can prove in any way iojurious to persons mak-
ing use of them, aud that they are entirely
harmless in every respect.

TerLescorE.—At Cambridgeport, Mass., is
being made the largest refracting telescope in
the United States, for the Naval Observatory,
in Washington. It has an objcct-glass twenty-
gix inches in diameter, being eleven inches
larger than the one at Harvard College, and,
when finished, will be worth §23,000. The two
glasses—it requires two to make an object-
glass—weighed in the rough 250 pounds, and
cost $7,000. They arrived in this country
about six months ago from Birmingham, Eng-
Jand, and ever since the work of polishing and
preparing them has been countinued unrewmit-
tisgly. Over fifty pounds have beeo cut from
the flint glass, which now weighs 110 pouods,
and the other, when finished, will weigh about
seventy-three pounds. The total cost of the
instrument will be $46,000.

Ratroap CompaNtes.—Yesterday, in the
Supreme Court of the District of Columbia,
the Alexandria Canal, Railroad, and Bridge
Cowpany, through their counsel. Mr. A. G.
Riddle, entered suit against the Natioual June-
tion Railway Company, claiming $200,000 as
damages,

The declaration states that the pluntiff. a
body politic and corporate, sues the delendant,
also an incorporated company, for that the
plaintiff wag fully empowered and authorized
by acts of the Legislature of Virginia and the
(ougress of the United States to construct and
waintain a bridge and railroad across the Po-
tomac at Georgetown on the pers of the Alex-
andriz Canal Company, to whose rights the
pluintiff bad succecded, to Alexandria.  And
the defendant was fully empowered to construct
apd maintain a railroad from the Northern
terminus of the plaintiff's proposed roud to
any point northeasterly in said District, to con-
nect with any railroad or roads entering the
District from the North, aud the two could
thus uvitedly conneet and join any Northern
railroad or "rouds with any Southern road as
might he stipulated for with them respectively
for their mutual advantage,

o secure the udvantages it becume necessary
that au arrangement should be made covering
the premises, and thereapon, on October 11,
1869, a preliminary and provisioual sgreement
was cotered into, and sicned by proper parties
stipulating for several leading provisions, upon
which the parties should act and be governed
in a contemplated union of their capital to se-
cure the objeets set forth.

Awony them it was agreed that the capital
stock ot the defendaut ($500,000) should be so
divided that the plaintiff should owe #:2:25.000,
and the defendant $275,000 of the same.  And
in consideration thereot, the plaintiff was to re-
ceive from the defeodant $100,000 of its en-
dorsed bonds, to be used in the construction of
its part of the enterprise.

Stipulations were also made as to the mode
of workiog the railroads when constructed and
u division of the proceeds, which were subject

to the ratification of the respective boards of'!

directors thereafter. These boards afterwards
ratilied these stipulations on Oet.11,186Y,and on
the 25th of Junuary, 1870, a formal contract
signed and scaled by the parties was delivered.
in which, among other things, it was stipuiated
that the plaintiff should eonstruct its railroad
and bridee from the north bank of the Chesa-
peake and Ohio canal across the Potowac to its
southern bank, being for use on or before the
Ist of November, 1870, so as to connect with
railroads southerly it neessary.,  Also, that the
plaiutiff might construet its railroad to Alexan-
dria, and that railroad of the pluintiff was to
be wholly at the service of defendant upon cer-
tain terms, and vo other railroad track shouid
be construeted upon and over said bridge.

The defendant, in view of these stipulations,
agreed to pay to the plainuff the $100,000 of
its guaraoteed bonds, and also to eonstruct its
own railroad at the earliest practicable perind
thereafter to complete the junction with the
Northern roads; and if' it should become neces-
sary for the defendaot, in order to procure an
cndorsement or grant of its boods. to sell its
stock for that purpose, the plaintiff was ro con-
tribute a ratable proportion, the amount to be
sold not to exeeed $200,000, and each party to
reeeive the price for which its stock su contri-
buted should be sold.

The defendant was to deliver said $100,000
of stoek to the plaintiff on or before the Ist
day of July, 1870, and upon the condition that,
before said delivery, the plaintiff should exe-
cute and deliver to the defendant, with suffi-
cient security, its bond in the sum of $100,000,
conditioned that it would construct its road
across the Potomae within the time stipulated.

It was, alsn, a condition that said contract of
January 28 should not be delivered until the
KXlexandria Canal Company should give its as-
sent to its terms, and to respeet all the rights
and privileges secured to the plaintiff by the
agreement; which condition the plaintiff per-
formed to the acceptance of the defendant.

Tlne{plaintiﬁ‘, after the exeention of the eon-
tract of Qctober 11, 1864, fully relying upon
its ratification as set forth, entered upon the
construction of its bridge and railroad, and ex-
pended large sums of money for material and
labor, and for procuring the right of way, to
wit, §25,000. That afterwards, and pursuant
to said contract of Japuary 28, 1870, the plain-
tiff demanded of the defendant, to wit, on the
1st of July, at the office of the defendant, in
said District, the delivery of $225,000 of its
stock, and also $100,000 of its guaranteed
bonds, and then offered to excute and deliver
to the defendant its bond, with surcty, as pro-
vided for in the contract. That the defendant
asked of the plaintiff sixty days time in which
to comply with said demand, to which the
plaintiff assented; avd has at all times stood
ready to execute said bond with surety to the
defendant, receive $100,000 of its bonds and
specified stock, and fully perform its contract;
vet the defendant has wholly neglected and re-
fused to perform its part of the contract. And
the plaintiff claims $200,000 damages. — Wesh.

Irox.—The growth of the iron industry of
St. Louis is especial remarkable.  Within the
limits of the city are now six large blast fur-
naces, two rail mills, a bar-iron mill, wire and
stove manufactories, besides large establish-
ments for the fabrication of iron machinery of
all sorts. The great bridze now in course of
erection will eost £10,000,000, and will consume
three thousand tons of east-steel, which is to
be supplied from Philadelphia. The iron in-
tercst of St. Louis will soon be competent to
meet even this enormous demand. 1t is now
proposed to build another bridge across the
Mississippi at Carondelet, of St. Louis iron, at
a cost of $2,500,000,

Russra is about to construet a ship canal be-
tween the Black sea and the Caspian. The
result of this enterprise commereially will be to
open up to the world the trade of a new region.
As a wilitary and strategic measure it looks to
the strengthening of Russian power in Central
Asia and to further demonstrations upon the
Aopclo-Indian Ewpire. The proposed canal
willbe six hundred and seventy wiles long,
and will cost from eighty to a hundred willions
of dollars. This schewe has been meditated
by the Russian Goveroment fiom the days of
Peter the Great to the preseot time. It is es-
timated that the work can be accomplished in

six years,

CrLamns.—The amount of cluims reported
from the Naval, Military Affairs, Judiciary and
(Claims Committees, aod passed by the House
this session, is altogether unprecedented. Some
of thew are claiws of thirty five years’ standing,
and have been rejected by all previous Con-
rresses. ‘The passage of the one known as the
Valluce claim has established a precedent that
itis estimated will flood Coogress with fifty
million dollars more of that class.
