An Animal Educator..Scott Bissett was

Lorn in l'erth, Scotland, in 17X1. lie was au

humble shoemaker, and perhaps no person in
modern times ever achieved so much success in
animal training. Ho removed from Scotland
to London, where he married a woman who
brought him some property. Thou, turning to
n broker, he accumulated until the year 1759,
when his attention was turned* to the training
and teaching of animals, birds and fishes. Bis¬
sett bought a horse and dog, and succeeded be¬
yond his expectations in teaching them to exe¬
cute various feats. He next purchased two
monkeys, which he taught to dance aud tum¬
ble on a rope, unci one would hold a candle in
one paw and turn the barrel organ with the
other, while his companion danced. He next
taught, three cats,to do many wonderful things;
to sit before^ music books and squall notes
pitched to" different keys. He advertised a
"Cat's Opera" in the Haymarket theatre, ami
successfully carried out his programme, the
cats accurately fulfilling all the parts. He
pocketed some thousands by these performan¬
ces. 11c next taught a leveret and several spe¬
cies of birds to spell the name of any person in
the company, and to distinguish the hour of
the day or night. Six turkey cocks were next
rendered amenable to a country dance, and af¬
ter six months' teaching he trained a turtle to
letch and carry like a dog, and having chalked
the floor and blackened his claws, he made it
trace out the name of any given person in the
company. He was equally successful in teach¬
ing goldfinches. After some reverses we find
Bissett in Dublin, about 1775, showing
his different animals;, and again making
some money, he purchased a public house
in Belfast, determining to give up animal train¬
ing. Growing restless his old taste returns,
and he commences to train and teach animals
once more. He begins with a dog and cat
and perfecting these in their lessons, he selects
the most obstinate of the brute creation, an

Irish pig, to experiment. upon. The teaching
ot this unruly animal almost wearied out Bis¬
sett's patience, and he was about giving up the
task in despair when he bethought himself of a

new way of taming the .youog prig. After six¬
teen months of unwearied perseverance he at
last was rewarded by instilling a little reason
into the pig's unreasoning cranium, thus prov¬
ing that pigs cannot, only "jaee. the wind" by
common belief, but that they can be made use¬

ful in "raising the wind." During the teach¬
ing of his pig Bissett used to keep youDg pigs
under his shoemaker's seat while be worked.
In 17S3 Bissett brought his "learned pig" into
Dublin, procured the leave of the Lord Mayor
for his exhibition and carried the cibj> by storm.
It was trained to be as docile and as obedient
as a spaniel, and was taught to spell names,
cast up accounts,tell exactly the hours, minutes
and seconds, to kneel and make his obeisance
to the company, and do various other feats.
Some petty officer, half armed with authority,
broke into Bissett's room, assaulted the poor,
unoffending exhibitor, broke and destroyed
everything, and drew his sword to kill the wor-

drous animal. Poor Bissett pleaded hard f( r
the Chief Magistrate's leave, but he was threat¬
ened that if he offended any more with his dar¬
ing performances he would be dragged to pris¬
on. Only it was a little too late in the era' it is
probable poor Bissett would have suffered at
the stake for witchcraft. After the break up
of Bissett's hopes his anguish of mind produced
an illness from which he never effectually re¬

covered, and he died soon after ot a broken
heart. __

James Madison..[By Parton in the At¬
lantic Monthly.].But there was a new mem^

ber in the House this year, a young man of
twenty-five, small of stature, wasted by too
much study, not in the least imposing in ap
pearance, and too modestas ^yet to utter one

word in debate, who was destined to be Jeffer¬
son's most efficient ally during all his career.

This was James Madison, to whom we all owe

so much more than we know, whose services
are so little remarked because they were so

.meat. lie never'shone resplendent in debate,
he never wrote or spoke anything that was

striking or brilliant; but few countries have ever

possessed so useful a citizen as he. From 177f>
to 1 SI7, look where you will in the public af¬
fairs of the United States, }*ou find this little
man doing, or helping to do, or trying to get a

chance to do, the thing that most wanted do-
in.tr. He was tho willing horse who is allowed
to draw the load. His heart was in the busi¬
ness of serving his country. He was simply in¬
tent on having the right thing ffonc, not to

shine in doing it. Among his virtues was hi*
joyous love of a jest., which made him one of
i lie most agreeable of comrades, and preserved
his health and spirits to his eighty-fifth year,
and lighted up his dying face with smiles. It
is a pleasure to me to walk in Madison square,
because it bears-his name. 01 all Jefferson's
triumphs, none seems so exceptional as his being
able to give to a man so little brilliant and so

very useful the conspicuous place he held in
the public life of the Uuifed States. They
met lor the first time at this session oft he Leg¬
islature, and remained friends and political al
lies for fifty years.

('are OFthe Teeth..ltousseau said that no
woman with fine teeth could be ucrly. Any fe¬
male mouth with a good set of teeth is kissable.
The too early loss of the first teeth has an un¬

favorable iufluence upon the beauty and dura¬
tion of the second. The youngest should ac¬

cordingly be made to take care of them. Ail-
that is necessary is to brush them several times
a day with a little ordinary soap or magnesia
:ind water. After eating, the particles of food
should be carefully removed from the teeth by.
means of a tooth-pick of quill or wood, but
never of metal. Camphorated and acid tooth
powders are injurious, both to tho enamel and
the gums, and if employed, every particle
should be removed from the gums by carefully
rinsing. The habit which some ladio§ have of
using a bit of lemon, though it may whiten the
teeth and give a temporary firmness and color
to the gntnst is.fptal to the enamel, as are all
acids. No one, young or old, should turn their
jaws into nut-crackers, and it is even dangerous
tor women to bite off, as they often do, the
ends of the thread in sewing. It is not safe to

bring very hot food or drink, especially if im-
mediately followed by anything cold iu contact
with the teeth.
