From .Mexico.
New York, July 6..A special from Mata-

moras dated the ot'h iust. says: ''The Secretary
of Diaz, now in Brownsville, denies die alleged
proclamation of Diaz purporting to modily the
plan of Lanoria published in the the Juarez
papers. The position of Diaz is that Juarez
not being legally elected, Lerdi is, therefore,
ex-officio President. The Lerdistas agree with
him, but will avoid a revolution as the last re¬

sort. They represent the wealth and intelli¬
gence of the country, and if iuduccd to pro¬
nounce, they can dictate their own terms.

They probably would not see a complete tri¬
umph of Juarez without pronouncing."
Dates from Monterey to the Jst instant, and

from Salti:lo to the 30th ult. state that the re¬

port of the capture of the latter was premature.
Trevino is, however, surrounding the city wiib
three thousand troops. Reuneltas haviutr only
eight hundred has offered to surrender condi¬
tionally. Trevino demands an uncouditional
surrender.

Naranjo and Barrajo are in Monterey with
eight hundred men. Quirogo is supporting at

a distance, awaiting Cevallas' approach from
Caniargo. There is no sign of government re-

inforccinent. from the interior, nor is there like¬
ly to he any assistance from that quarter at all,
as Pedro Martencz holds Sanehez Oehoa at
Mathnald.
Donalto Gucrra has captured Durango and

engages the attention of'Rocha.
The trouble with the National Guards here

has been quieted.
Juarez telegraphed to the merchants here

to send the ten guns on the fortifications
to New Yoik to be recast.

shop, house, saloon, restuurmt, or other build¬
ing, or place wherein secular business of any
kind is conducted, or which is accessible to the
public for business purposes du'injs* the week;
and any person who shall violate this act shall,
on conviction, pay a line of ten dollars for the
first otience, twenty dollars for the second of¬
fence, and an increased penalty of ten dollar^,
lor each .-ucefeeding olfence.half of the fines to

go to the informer; provided, this act shall not
nfleet licensed apothecaries and physicians and
barbers.
This act shall take effect on and after the date

of the passage of the same.
