Marriage in Cliina.
l'Y"iij the Council Bluffs (Iowa) Nonpareil. |
Mrs. A. M. Dudcn. who lives south of the

Council Bluffs Iron Works, has recently receiv¬

ed a letter from her daughter Margaret, of
Tuugchow. in China. Mrs. Dudeu is a widow,
and came W est a few years ago from Delaware,
Ohio. One of her sons is a railroad engineer
on one of our roads. She is a member of the
Presbyterian Church, and her daughter is a

missionary of the same deuomiiiaiiou to the in¬
habitants of the Flowery Kingdom. Margaret
Malted to China on the day which succeeded
the battle of Pittsburgh, aud inteuds to toil on

and die among its heathen millions. As far as

duty aud health are concerned she is happy in
hci field of usefulness. She resides in Tung-
chow, which is a walled ciry of lOU,OOU inhabi¬
tants. Its people, as well as the Chinese gene¬
rally, are filthy and degraded. Tuugchow is
.situated ou au arm of the Yellow Sea, aud is a

headquarters for Presbyterian missionaries.
The latter hire a native to carry their mouthly
mail to and from Shanghai. From the latter
city ihere is a regular mail connection with
San Francisoc.
The letter to which we were referred conveys

a detailed account, among other things, of the
marriage of the writer (Margaret) with anoth
er young Presbyterian missionary of the same

field, whose name is Edward P. Capp. The
neatly printed wedding cards of the couple
were also inclosed iu the letter, from which we

infer that there is au English printing office iu
Tuugchow. We luruish below a small portion
of the letter. No part of it was ever in¬
tended for publication by its author, though
all of it might be published with cred¬
it to her: "Mr. Capp wishes me to
thank you, and sends his regards. We
were married iu the new church. We were

expecting seveial guests from Chefoo, but a

terrible storm made it impossible for them to
come, and we had our weddiug all to ourselves.
The American consul would have been here
but for the storm. I have not time to tell
you about the supper, which was a good oue ;
but I must tell you about the presents. 'It
pays to yet uianied in China.' Weddings (of
missionaries) a.e so rare in this part of China
that peonle are disposed to make the most of
them. Air. aud 31 rs. Wherry gave a large
Japauese writing-desk ; Mr. aud Mrs. Craw¬
ford a pair of silver plated caudlestieks with
glass globes ; Mrs. Holmes, a glass fruit dish
about sixteen inches high ; and her little son,
Landrum, a breastpin set with Japanese crys¬
tals, which was worn ou the occasion to finish
off a dress of white silk gauze, which goods
are cheap in China. The skirt was plain, and
the waist trimmed with puffs aud white silk
lace. Mr. and Mrs. Crosette gave a peail-
handlcd silver fruit-knife aud 'HalfHours wiih
the Best Authors,' in two volumes. Mr. H 1-
well,-a young geutlemau belonging to the Cus¬
toms in Chefoo, gave a handsome parlor mental
clock with a white marble casing fourteen inches
high and surrounded with a vase of milk-white
glass ten inches high and ornamented with ten
glass pendants, the whole costing $25. This wis
the most costly gift, except that of Air. Capp's.
Kev. Mr. Richard gave a Japanese cabinet .
Dr. Brown gave a plated tea-pot. Mr. Lilly
gave a cake basket, aud Dr. Myers a coffee¬
pot. The three were plated silverware, ard
made to match. I met at the out-door two
Chinamen with a large sheo, which was led
by a rope. Its head was ornamented in Chi¬
nese style lor bridal occasions, with pink cam¬

bric ribbons.
Mr. Capp gave a good-dinner in a restaurant,

and I gave a dinner to the school girls and
( hristian wmncij, W e went to the church in
large sedan chairs, each carried by four men.
W e had a herald. This man went first, then a
man with a lantern, then my chair, then another
man with a lantern, then Mr. Capp's chair,
aud I don't know how many following. They
made a great fuss ballot ing. Arriving at the
church, we were met by our folks and Air. Mills.
The latter assisted us to alight. Colvin theu
talked to us a little, prayed, made us.no, me

promise (o love, honor, and obey; and then
Mr. I raw lord prayed and pronounced the beue-
dictiou. Soon alter, we sat down to supper,
which was finished up with toasts, speeches,
ce. Next day Air. Capp and I sat from 10 till
1 o clock to receive our Chinese friends, who
came iu groups of ten or twelve. Mrs. Craw-
lord made us a nice party iu the eveniug. We
.only intermitted our duties iu school three days
on account of getting married. We expect to
start next Wednesday for Pingtoo, about 130
lndes to the^ south of this; it is our farthest out
station. \\ e shall probably be gone a mouth.
Such trips are trying, as well to our health as
to our feelings. After we get back from Ping
too I shall try to write you more about our

work, which must be left out this time."

If the
mischief done was confined to the candidates
themselves, it would be comparatively trifling,
but is wide spread aud pervasive. Drunkenness
and all its concomitants and conscqueuees are
lostered by it and the best interests of the
community thus suffer serious harm..Cunilter
land yacs.
