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Lire AT A FRENOH WATERING PLACE—
From M. D. Conway’s letter in the Cincinnati
Commercial we take the following:

The amouant of toil a young and pretty girl at
Trouville undergoes each day is sowething as-
tonishing. Very likely she is up at 6 o’clock
in the morning, aud with her bathing-dress on,
bare-footed, she is running over the sands, join-
ing a few scores of other girls and young gen-
tlemen in digging for equilles in the sand. That
done. she bathes for a half hour. Then she
;{g}es to her dejuner, a kind of morning dinner.
Next she walks on the sands; then she drives
out over the country; then she dresses for din-
ver; then she passes an hour at dinner; next
she promenades the sands agaio; then she puts
oo au evening dress and goes to the saloon,
where she dances perpetually until. midvight, if
it be a ball evening. The ball evenings are
Thursdays and Suodays. Sunday is the great
evening for dancing; oo that day the young girl
wl}[ probably dance uatil after 1.

The gawiog in the saloon has at length be-
come quite as public as that of Homburg and
Wiesbaden. At the public table the game is
ecarie. A list of players is made out before-
hand, and wheoever one of these is defeated he
rises from the table and his place is taken by
the next on the list. A functionary invites the
crowd in the room to lay their stakes, and the
baok votes are handed up freely from every
part of the room. The stakes are laid in view
on the table. Kach player has an appointed
coxglselgr;at his side. The losers are not so
qulet afid phlegmatic as at the German baths,
buf the murmurs, complaints, and “‘sacres’ are
sufficiently loud to convince one that, in this
public gambliog busioess, this country invites
a worse affliction than would be that general
swarm of vipers which M. Toussenel expects
some day to overrun France.

_LIGHTNING Rops.—The question of light-
ning conductors has been exciting a great deal
of attention in England lately, and there are

many letters to the London Times on the sub-
ject.  One of the most sensible was written by
Mr. Preece, the electrician of the postal tele-
graph department, who has made a study of
the habl_t.:spf'lightuing for many years. The
result of his experience is that ordioary bum-
ber four solid iron wire, galvavized, is the best
lightoing rod, because perfectly effectual and
sufficiently cheap. It should, he says, rise
above the highest chimney, aed it is better
that there should be a wire to each chimnpey.
It should have a gilded point at the end, it
should be as pearly straight as is practicable,
and it should be inserted in the ground to the
depth of twesty or thirty feet. This latter
point is the most important of all. No reasou
will suffice for neglecting to insert the rod as
deep as twenty feet except making a perfect
connection with water or gas pipes, or soooer
reachiog fresh moist earth. There is no use
whatever in iosulating a lightoing rod. The
fanciful glass attachments are mcrely a device
of patentees to make their wares appear valua-
ble. Iftherodis otherwise good it may be
spiked to the walls of the house without the
slightest dapger. It isa pity so important a
matter should have been allowed to fall into
the hands of ignorant charlatans. There is no
question but that Mr. Preece is entirely correct
as to his statements, and Virginia farmers
should give no attention to patent lightning-
rod men, since they can, at a few dollars ex-
pense, protect their dwellings, barns, and out-
buildings by getting and putting up the kind
of wire named.— Richmond State Jonrnal.

Dearn or A KiNaG.—A notable personage
has just died—Mr. Augustus Smith, King of
the Scilly islands, of which there are one hun-
dred and forty, although only six are inhabited.
Mr. Smith was a wealthy and crotchety Kng-
lishmap, who, in regard to government, had
nutions of his own which he wished to carry in-
to practice, and so he became lessec of the
Scilly islands under the county of Cornwall.
He thus became King of about two_thousand
subjects, most of whom were a wretched lot of.
peasants, for the islands are poor and unfrait-
tul. With a court of twelve men he ruled the
land, re-adjusted the relations of land and peo-
ple, aud attended generally to their moral, so-
cial, and religious status, although in the latter
item he was pot very strict. He made the
children go to school, and in every particular
the inhabitants had to obey him almost as if
they were slaves. Once he packed off all the
residents of one of the islands and turned it in-
to a deer park, but in recompense he gave the
poor peopﬁa better accommodations than they
bad ever had before. At first he was greatly
disliked, but when the islanders came to see
that his rule was wise and beneficent, and that
they greatly improved under it, they learned
to like and respect him, and at his death he
was much regretted. This is probably the
first King who has borne the name of Smith,
at least in modern times, and it is not likely
that he will have a suceessor to his title.

If the remains were Dot
identified, then the head stone will bear _onl')"
the legend, “‘anknown United States soldier.
