- One of their
greatest troubles has been to preserve hides
from decomposition at this period, and they
have been obliged at times to em‘Tlo}' very stroug
weasures with them, which while they preserv-
od the hides, spoiled them in a certain degree
by making the leather less valuable then 1t
would have been if it couid have been subjeet-
ed to the regular trecatmcot of the tan-yard. Tt
is found that carbolic acid preserves the hides
from decay, aud itis even said iwmproves the
leather tosuch a degree that the tanners all woo-
der why they had not found out the usefulness
ot the article before.

Drrisa the cholera epidemic which prevailed
in Furope several years ago, it was observed io
Paris and elsewhere, that workers in copper
appeared to epjoy an aimost absolute immunity

from the diseasc, and a similar experience has.

been met with in Bagdad, where the disease
was very prevalent the past year—indeed, to
such an extent that betweea the end of April
and the end of October, about 800 persons
died in & population of 80,000. Out of this
latter number about 300 were engaged in mak-
ine or selling copper articles, and it is asserted
that among them there was pot a single victim
to the cholera. This fact, which would seem
to be well authenticated, should suggest to the
medical faculty some more effective rewedy for
the disease than has as yet obtained awong
them.
