Kven the guides
cowetimes think it a matter of pruldence to
throw themselves flat uvon their faces. oot to
present a poiot for the hghtuing to strike. The
puor braces, tanght by duwb iustinet, turn their
heads from the stort aud let it beat. 1fa party
were caughton the sumwit in a long snow storw
it is probable that they would perish.  In the
blinding drifts it would be impossible to find
the path, and no mortal strength couid held out
{or many hours. Such accideuts do uot oceur,
because the guides are on the watch; when they
see 4 storm cowing up they bid all run for their
lives. They fly with speed. and cowe_ down
often trewbling and atraid, as if. like Moses,
they had been up in the mouut. ivto the cloud,
aud had seen the awiul power of God.
