Luncheon is at
2 o'clock, and ip the. afternoon the Queen
nsually tukes an airing i her carriage.  On' the
lawn in front of the castle a picturesque white

tent stands,and her Majesty passes much of her
time in that snug little corner. During meals
the Queen's piper plays in front of the windows.

Of pipers there are several, I believe, Rosa, |

the Queen's piper, is chief, and it is a sight to
se¢ the handsow old Highlander in full costume
marching proudly to time as he plays a pibroch.
The “pipes” are asight of themselves, with
their rich velvet mountings and gay streamers,
and royal bauger floating in the breeze. The
Queen dines at half-past eight. Her own table
is spread in the library. Sioce the Prince Con-
sort’s death her Majesty has not made personal
use of the dining room; the ladiest and gentle-
men of the Court dine there. Itis one of a suite
of waguificent apartments, all of which are
carpeted with Stuart tartan, the hangings aud
draperies being Victoria tartan. The ornaments
in the rooms are all Scottish in their tendency.

I'he library, which isthe invermost-apartweot
in the suite, is a cosy, comfortable room, small
by comparison with the others, -and it has a
look of krightness with its glittering books,and
cherry fire, and snow white table cloth, and
twinkling tapers. There is no ostentatious dis-
play, however, io the Royal sanctum. * L'he

arrapgements of the room are of the sim-
plest character; ‘even’ to the dinner table.
A very scleet party dines with her Majes-
ty, not even the Princess Beatrice, unless
on an cxtra’ occasion. The Queen spends
wuch of her time alone:in' Prince Albert's
room. She comes quietly in to dinver, with
her knitting in her hand, and retires early, It
is well known that her Majesty is a2 woman of
wethod, and were it otherwise she could never
et through the amount of work she does. She
i« very fond of the open air, and in all weath-
ers she is to be seen abroad. A rainy day does
not keep her within doors; in her waterproof
and umbrella she defies the elements. Itis
quite a common oceurrence to see her walkiog
in the grounds under a drizzling rain. The
weather, in fact, has no influence upon the
royal programme. So far as coocerns her
Mujesty's  “‘constitutional airings,” a good

stout umbrella cargies her brg.vely through

pelting rain or powdering snowdrifts, whether

on foot or seated in her open carriage, or trot-

ting on her Ilighland pony. But there can be

no doubt our Queen isa hardy woman; at

least she has no ‘“‘fine lady fancies’’ in the

matter of constitutional delicacy.
