TnE LARGEsT BEE HivE 1§ THE WORLD. —
[u Los Aneelos county, on the eastern slope of
of'the San Francisco range of mountaios, and
in the immediate vicinity of the Petroleum
Company's oil region, there is the most wonder-
iul eollection of wild honey in  existence. The
hive 1= located in a rift, which penetrates the
ruck to the depth probably of 160 feet. The
orifice is 30 feet long and 17 feet wide; four
passages.  The rift was discovered to be the
abiding place of u swarm of bees that is repre-
<ented as eoming out in a nearly soid column
one foot in diameter,  Certain parties have en-
Jeavored to descend to the immense store of
lomey collected by these bees, but were invari-
ably driven back, and one man lost his life in
the effort. Ochers, huave, at the expense of
mineh labor and mouney, built a scaffold 125
feet high in the hope of reachiog a place
whenee they could run a drift into the rock,
amd extraet its well-hoarded sweets, but finally
