The Louisiaoa commirttee bave agrecd to is
sue an address to the people of the U. S.. set-
ting forth the law and the fucts in the case
now disturbing that State, and to petitivn Cou-
gress for reliet when its session shall be re-
sumed, immediately after the holidays.

Itis said that an order has been or will be
given to Valentive, the sculptor, to desizn aud
execate a statuc commeworative of the early
struggles of the Buptists in Virginia, the in-
tention being to place the statue in the addi-
tion (now nearly complete) to Richmond Col-
lege, a flourishivg Baptist institution, which
the Church is secking to endow with the sum
of $300,000, and have pledged themseives o
raise it withio a year from this time.

The Cowmon Council of Richmond passed

The Legislature adjourns tomorrow for the
holiduys—ihe reeess extending nmil the 2d of
January, or wore probably until the 6th, for it
wiil be hurd to get the bady together in the
middic of the week, after the frolic. 1f, upon
reassewbling, however, the legislators will set
themselves about adjusting matters —finanecial
and coustitutional—wmuke arvavgements to se-
cure the eredic of the State avpd relieve the
p ople of that which is most onerous in the
Coustitution, and thev—adjoura, they will have
dove a good work asd will receive the plaundits
ol the people.
