Public Schools in Virginia..The annual

report of the Superintendent of Public Instruc¬
tion, (Rev. Dr. Wm. H. RufFner) has beeu
laid before the public.

" The number of puplis-attending school
during the 3*ear has been 106,377 ; number of
puplis in average daily attendance 95,488 ;
average cost of tuition per month, seveu-

ty cents per pupil ; value of public school
property, $3S7,672 ; number ot teachers in
public schools, 3.853, average monthly salaries
of teachers, $29.S1 ; number of private prim¬
ary schools, 648 ; number of private high
schools, 187 ; number of colleges and technical
schools, 21 ; total number of private schools,
856 ; total number of pupils in private schools,
20,497 ; cost of tuition per month in primary
schools, $1.90 ; cost of tuition per mouth in
high school, $4 91 ; cost of tuition per month
in colleges and technical schools, $7. The
whole number of public schools in 1871 was

3,047. and in 1872, 3,695, an increase of 64S.
In 1S71 the whale number of pupils enrolled
in public schools was 131,0S8 ; in 1872 it was

166,377, an increase of 35.289.
The Superintendent says the public school

system is growing in efficiency and popular
favor. There has never been any violent op
position to the system, and the prejudices
against it are rapidly disappearing. Dr. Ruff¬
ner says, "It is pleasant to observe that our in¬
telligent citizens are becoming more and more
favorable to the education of the negro.

"

ment against the use of egg-nog, wines and other
intoxicating liquors during the Christmas and
New Year's holidays is earnest. The City
Temperance Convention and the Young Men's
Christian Association have issued a circular

Cuitrous Instigation..Someinteresting

as well as curious investigations have leen made
by M. Duf'our, as to the rate of growth of the
nails.
