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Srate Fryances.—Mr. A. H. H. Stuart, of
Staunton, has, in the Lyuchburg Virginian, a
long and able letter on the subjest of the Ii-
nances of the State. He discusses elaborately

the whole matter, and comes to the conclu-
sion:—

1st. That Virginia is under strong moral and
legal obligation to pay her debt.

24. That the debt was wisely incurred, and
that Virginia has already received in the en-
hancement of the value of her lands, and in re-
duced cost of transportation of her agricultural
products, and otherwise & full equivalent for the
money she owes, and that that equivalentis to
be greatly augmonted in the future.

3d. Thet Virginia is now able to pny the in-
tercst on her debt, the principul of which debt
is about seven and & half per ct. of the present
assessed value of her real and personal property,
and that within a very few years her ubility to
pay will be greatly incressed by enhancement
of the value of her lunds, the increuse of her
personal property, and the development of new
sources of wealth which have heretofore been
dormant.

Let us examine for a moment the official fig-
ures, and see what they will prove.

Assuming the State debt to be reduced, by

crediting available assets, to $25,000,000, a sim-
ple arithmotical calculntion will show that the
‘debt of Virginin amounts to less than seven and
‘a half per cent of the assessed value of her tax-
able property !

He then examiuves the various expedients
tLat have been suggested for paying the inter-
est on the debt and meetiog the current ex-
penses of the government, and states his oljec-
tions to the schemes proposed. Hi: own plan
is, he thicks the best :—

T would meet the issue fuirly and squarely
by an increase of the rate of taxation on the
present subjects of taxation. This is u mode of
raising revenue to which our people are accus-
tomed, and which they will readily understand.
The present rute of taxation is one half of one
per centum or 50 cts. on $1:0. If this rate were
increased to 70 or 75 cts. on $100 it would pro-
duce sufficient to pay the interest on Virginia's
ghare of the public debt, and all the current ex-~
penses of the State government. Such a tax
would at once re-establish the credit of the State
on g firm basis, and inspire a feeling of confi-
dence in the public mind. A new sssessment,
fuirly made, within a few years would show
such an increase in the value of real and per-
sonal property and incomes as would justify the
Legislature in reducing the rate without di-
minishing the amount received into the Treas-
ury. The revenue derived from other sources
might be advantageously applied to the sinking
fund.

“Some will say that the burthen would be in-
tolerable—that the pcople cannot stand it. If
the people are already so over-burthened with
taxes, how does it happen that so many counties
and cities are, at every session of the Legisla-
ture, applying for the privilege of subscribing
to new works of internal improvement, thereby
greatly increasing the amount of their taxes?
1t seetns to me that this fact furnishes conclu-
sive evidence that the people do not feel that
they are now burthened beyond their capacity
to pay.

“But let us test by fizures the practical opern-
tion of the increased taxation which I propose,

“A man who owns 85000 worth of taxable
property (which is much above the average)
now pays a tax of $25. If the rate were in-
created to three-fourths of one per ct. wa would
have to pay S57.50, or an increase of $12.50.
Would this $12.50 overwhem him with ruin?
Six or seven bushels of wheat, half a ton of hay,
or 100 pounds of good tobacco would puy it!
Nuy, more, a curtailment of one third of the
cost of his segars, or in the number of drinks
wherewith he refreshes himself, would provide
a fund to meet it. A reduction of one third or
one halfin the cost of a single dress for his
wife or daughtsr would square the sccount!”

It will be remembered that there were two
elections held in West Virgivia last year for
members of Copgress, one in August and one
in October, and as yet there has been no au-
thoritative decision as to which was legal. The
eorrespondent of the Baltimore Sun says: It
is understood that up to this time Governor
Jacobs of that State refuses to issue commis-
sions to any of the parties who were returncd
at cither of the elections. Mr. Heretord, at
present a member of Congress from West Vir-
ginia, was a candidate for re-eleetion, running
both in August and October, and receiving a
majority of the votes cast each time. It would
giem. therefore, that there could be no doubt
as to his election. But the Governor's mind
dees not appear to be satisfied on this point,
and he has issued to Mr. Hereford, what may
be styled a hypothetical certificate.”

The New York Post states that an examina-
tion of the accounts in the controlier’s office
and different New York city banks reveals the
fucts that the thefts of the special board of au-
dit were greater than heretofore supposed,
amounting to some $40,000,000, It is believed
that the new evidence is sufficient to fasten the
guilt upon every person who reccived avy of
this stolen mooney, and wavy politicians who
have thus far escaped will be called to aceouat.
It is also asserted that additional startling
frauds in the department of public works have
been discovered and the proofs of guilt are
complete. The board of audit cowprised
Tws>d, Connolly and Hall, and Tweed was
head of the department of public works.

Mr. Caldwell, one of the Senators from Kan-
sas, has published a statement of his case, in
which he denies all the charges of corruption
brought against him by his accusors.

Anitem of Washiogton News says ‘it is
currently reported that as soon as Congress ex-
hausts the Credit Mobilier, or, more probably,
the Credit Mobilier exhausts Congress,the pal-
ate of the nation is to be tickled by the reve-
lations of the Credit Funeier. It will be re-
mewbered that the irrepressible Train was the
first who introduced this latter scheme in this
country from Franee. Lt is thought it will eon-
tin some startling revelationsin regard to jubs
which have been lobbied throngh Congress in
the pust fifteen years. Verily the lines have
not fullen in pleasant places in regard to Con-
gress, at least of late.”

The Baltimore Sun says that the singular
fact is learped from Washington that of the
called bonds issued under the act of February
925. 1862. and upon which the interest ceased
on the first call iu Decomber, 1871, and oo the
second and third call in Mareh, 1872, there
were ontstanding on the 17th of January.1873,
£1,159,000; of these $588,000 were embraced

Tn the Cireait Court yesterday, Judze Well-
ford of Richmond decided in the ease of
the Merchanes Lusurance Cowpany, of Chica-
go, vs. The Aodes Tusurance Compauny, of Cin-
cionati. that the deposit ol the latter eowpany
in the hauds ot the treasuver of the State can
not be reached by attachiment. He holds that
the securities required to be placed in the
hands of the treasurer by the deposit law are
dedicated to the specifie purpase of protecting
resident policy-holders, and that the State is
bound to return them whenever that purpusc
1s fulfilled.

Joscph B. Stewart lius sent a cowmunieation
to the House of Representatives inclosing an
amended report of his examination before Mr.
Wilson's Special Committee last week, asking
that he be discharged from custody; that the
fucts of his case be referred to the Judiciary
Comwittee, and that if Mr. Wilson’s Cowmit-
tee continue to examine witnesses with refer-
ence to his (Stewart's) personul character, he
be allowed to appear before the committee and
defend bimsclf.

The Richmond Kuquirer says: ‘A gentle-
man who has just returoed from a tour which
extended to the Southern States, including
Texas, tells us that looking at the watter calm-
ly and as far as possible without bias for the
place of his nativity, he is more thaa ever con-
vinced that the present condition and the pros-
peets of Virginia arebetter than those of any
other State within the limits of the late South-
ern Confederacy.”

The annual stock report of she statistician of
the Department of Agriculture shows that
prices of furm animals are better sustained than
those of other farm products. Horses cow-
mand improved prices in nearly all sectious of
the country. Sheep are somewhat higher than
last year. the appreciation being quite general,
though not cqual in the several States. Prices
of cattle have advanced in some States from
local eauscs, and receded in others.

Coxaress Yesterpay.—In the Senate Mr.
Hill offered a bill increasing the salary of the
President to $50,000 aud of the Vice-President
to £10,000, which was referred to the Commit-
tee on Privileges and Eleetions. A bill autho-
rizing the eonsolidation of national banks was
introdueed by Mr. Sherwan, and referred to
the Commictes on Finunce.  The bill for the
re~tung tion of specie payments vext January
was debated and several amendments offered,
all of whieh were rejectd.  No decisive action
was reached upon the bill.  Inaccordance with
the resvlution of the House of Representatives,
the testimony implicating members of the Sen-
ate takeo b. fore the Credit Mobitier luvestiga-
tion Committees was delivered to the Senate,
and on motion of Mr. Patterson, ooe of the in-
calpated, a committee ol five was ordered to
consider the evidence.

lu the Ilouse of Representatives a bill was
pissed for the sale of a vacated burial ground
near Cnmberland, Md., to a Hebrew congrega-
tion. A eonlerevee commitiee was appointed
on the disngreecing votes of the two Houses on
the repeal of the Bankrupt law. A bill was
passed restoring to the pension rolls the names
of Scutherners stricken therefrom for sympa-
thy with the rebellion. A memorial was preseot-
ed regarding oppressive customs regulations in
Cuba, and asking that the Spanish Government
be ad iressed with a view of obtaining a reform.
The bill to pay the Moutana war claim was
passed. Speaker Blaine introduced a bill to
pay a pension of $50 per woath to Mrs. Robt.
(. Wood, daughter of ex-President Taylor,
which was passed unanunously.

A Dot CaseE.—The Suprewe Court of the
Distriet of Columbia heard yesterdsy the case
of Meigs vs. the Distriet of' Columbia, a long-
pending suit, growing out of an arrest of the
venerable elerk of the ¢ourt in 1869 for keepiog
a dog without license, and involving the right
of the eity to levy a tax on dogs.  The appeal
was one which would paturally have a humor-
ous side, and it wus saved from becoming en-
tirely so by the age and high character and le-
gal acumeu of the defendant, Reuben J. Meigs,
who appeared in his own beball; and exhibited
the result of a most painstaking examination
of all the authorities on the subject, extending
buck to the earliest precedents of the eommon
law. The ¢ase, however, was not without many
humorous passages. Mr. Meigs contended,
first. that dogs were property; and second,
that the corporation of Washington had no au-
thority to require a license for keeping them.
In support of this view he cited oot only mod-
eru authorities, but he brought into court the
authoritics of the early days in black letter.—
Mr. Cook replied for the District, but had not
cowpleted his argument when the court ad-

journed.— Wash. cor. of Baltimore Sun.

LEGISLATIVE,

RicnyoxD, Feb, 4. —In the Seoate, to-day,
the House bill to authoriz: the tustees to sell
Rappahaonock academwy, in Caroline county,
was passed, aud the re:olution asking for in-
formation in regard to lauds returned deliv-
queat for pon-puyment of taxes, was adopted.
Messrs. Quesenberry, Pridemore, Penn, Mas-
sey and Rixey were appointed the cownittee
ou the part of the Senate to report what steps
should be taken by the General Assembly to
protect the reveoue and ioterest of the com-

'| mounwealth in the watter of delivguent lands.

Bills were reported to amend the act i re-
lation to funds from gifts, graots, devises and
bequests; and to amend the act us to the waln-
tenanee of illegitimate children.

It was reported iuexpedient to lesislate
further upon a resvlution to prevent the ex-
clusion of colored men frow service as jurors in
the courts of this commonwealth, as eolored
wen are not excluded by law from servie: on
juries.

An adverse report was made upan the pro-
position providing for the repeal of all laws
which allow the pumshment ol eitizes of  this
commonwealth Ly stripes.

The joint resolution providing that the Con-
gress of the Uvited States be requested to
make provision for refunding to the citiz ns of
Virginia the dircet taxes paid by them under
acts of Congress pussed in the years 1861-62,
was agreed to.

lesolutions were introdueed and referred,
requesting the auditor t report the names of
quel ¢erks of ¢ urts of the various cities, towns
and counties of the State as have, since Apiil,
1865, made default in puyment to the cowmon-
wealth of the awounts required by law to be
received nod accounted for by thew, the
amount of the deficit in each cae, und what
steps have been takeo to enfore the payment
thereof, and instructing the comwittee to whom
was referred the subject of delinquent lands of
the commonwealth to inquire into the expedi-
eney of enacting a law for the forfeiture of all
lands in the commonwealth which are not on
the land-houks of the respeetive counties, cities
and towns io which they lie.

Mr. Rixey presented a petition of citizens of
Fauquier county a-king a chauge in the law in
regard to the uppointwent of school commis-
sinners, &e.

The bill to amend the act providing for the
reassessment of lands in the cowmonwealth so
as to enable those counties in the State whieh
fuiled to avail themselves of the provisions of
«aid act to do o, was tauken up and considered
until adjournwent.

In the House of Delegates, bills were placed
upon the ¢ilondar to authorize the issue of du-

Jlicate land-warrants where the originals have
{neen lost or destroved; to awend the act to au-
thorize the voters of certain counties and town-
ships to vote upon the question of repealing
the fence law, and to awcod the code 50 as to
increase the punishment for barn-buruving.

The eomwittec on eourts reported it inexpe-
dient to amend the Low so as to deelare baro:
burping in the pight time a capital offence, und
also inexpedient to authorize the supervisors
of the several ¢ mnties 1 offer rewards for the
deteetion and apprehension of persons guilty of
arson, which reports were concurred in,

Senate amendments to the fullowing House
bills were agreed to: To incorporate the Man-
gorike whart company on the Rappuahavnock
river; to authorize the Washington city, Alex-
andria, Lyuchburg aud North Carolina railroad
company to cxtend its railway from Alexandria
to a poiut on the Potomac river, opposite, or
pear to, or ubove the city of Washington or
Georgotown; to authorize the same company to
acquire and sell lands; and to authorize the
samwe company to issuc bonds to provide for
the payment of the bonds and deots of the
Orange, Alexandrin and  Manassas railroad
compauy aud fur other purposes; and a bill was
passed to preserve all rights and remedies iw-
periled or destroyed by the loss or destruction
during the late war of papers filed in the va-
rious offices of the commonwealth.

Bills were introdueed; to authorize the cor-
porate authorities of Winchester, and supervi-
sors of Frederick county, to subseribe to the
capital stock of the Shenandoah Valley Agri-
cultural society; to amend the fence law; to re-
fund certain smount of license tax to W, D.
Fleming. of Caroline couuty; and for the en-
couragement ol immigration; also resolutions
memorializing Congress for public lnods to aid
in the education of Southern clildren; and as
to the expediency of paying jurors sitting on in-
quests.

The House Lill to define the jurisdiction of
County and Circuit Courts, &e., was considered
until adjourment,

INSURANCE BUREAU.

The bill te establish a Bureau ot Insurance
in this Stuate has been reported in the Senate.
It provides for the election by the Legislature of
an lusurance Commissioner, to hold lus office
for a term of four years—the Governor to ap-
point in case of no election, or when a vacancy
oceurs. This commwissioner is to give bood in
€25,000. and to receive a salury of £3,000 per
year, to be puid out of woneys received from
the fees and charges ol said insurance depart-
ment ; and all expenses of elork’s bire, exawi-
nations, and of every other kind, are to be
paid out of the fees and charges of said insur-
ance department, and pot otherwise ; and all
woneys arising from the fees, charges and
taxes, after payiog the expenses of said insur-
ance departwent, are to be paid over to the
treasurer of the State.  The bill provides for
the duties and pawers of the department and
the commissioner in giviog weneral supervision,
with the right of iovesticaton, over the insur-
ance compunies doing busivess in the State,
with a view to the protection o! poliey holders
and the public geverally. It requires aonual
statements frow all insurinee cowpauies, &e.

LAWS,

Sinee those last reparted the followine have
hecome laws: authorizing the payment of inter-
est on the bonds of the State purchased with the
agricultural land serip @ to ameod and re-cnaet
the 12th seetion of chapter 152 of the code of
1860, in relation to appeals, writs of error and
supersedeas, approved June 23, 1870 ; releasing
the Bank of Davville from the payment of its
notes upon certain conditions ; to remove cer-
tain causes erymmenced in the County Courts
to the Circait Courts, and for other purpases ;
