Startiog from this point the speakor (afier
rebuking the spirit of selfrighteousness by
tbe remark, awoog others, that “‘we do npearly
everything that Christ condemned, and we
Jeave undone almost everythiog that He re-
quired to _be done’’), paid ao eloquent and
stirriog tribute to the Jewish race ; the teva-
city of its life; the courage and endurance
with which it met and mastered all conditions;
its existence as a great people at a period so
remote that what we call history is lost in_ tra-
dition ; surviving the greatness of Keypt
which held it in bondage ; exploring the ruius
of Babyloo, which thousands of years ago held
it captive, where its exiles hung their harps
upou the wilows ; haviug laws which have Le-
come the laws of the world and permeated ity
civilization ; uifts and activities felt even now
in commeree, ivance, musical and dramatic art,
statesmap-hip, literature and elequence :

“Mr. Speaker, of all people we who are
Christians, should not uudervalue the Jews.
They were the custodiuns ot our religious ideas,
the progenitors of our Christian examplar.  In
viewol this subject, 1 realize the feclings of
Disracli, when, in the British Parliament,
taunted with being a Jew, he is said to have
replied: ¥ ama Jew. When the gentleman’s
ancestors were nuked savages on these islands,
wive were Princes of the Temple. T feel every
fitre of wy form thrill with the traditioos of my
people.’ " Ltis gratifying to learn that the
niles of the Texas Legisluture were suspended.,
in conformity with the wotion, by a unavimous

vite, and that liberal idcas on wsuch subjects
have effecrually asserted thewselves in the
“wilds of T'exas.””
