Gey. FirzaveH Lee's Seeecu.—At the
banquet receotly given at Washiogton aud Lee
Uuiversity, Gen. Fitizhugh Lee was called on
to respond to the toast—"‘The South—her glo-
rious memories in peace aod war.”’ The cor-
respondent of the Richmond Dispatch says:—
Seneral Lee arose, and after the loud ap-
plause with which_he was greeted had subsid-
ed, said that the President had taken the ad-
vantage of 80 old rebel cavalryman. Speakiog
was not at any time his forte, but he had not
even been notified that he was to speak. He
felt very much in_the condition of a North
Carolina cadet at West Point, who belonged to
a club whose rule it was that every member
should either make a speech or siog a song.—
When the turn of his North Carolina friend
came they wondered how he would come out,
8s he could neither sing nor speak; but he
evaded the rule and brought dowo the bouse
by saying : *‘I caonot speak, but I really think
that 1 could sing ‘Old Tar River' if I only had
the pitch.”” General Lee said that he did not
have ‘‘the pitch’ upon this occasion. DBut he
was glad to be here, and thanked the Alumni
for their cordial greeting. He was an alumnux
of West Point, but as ig consequence of ‘‘the
late unplessantpess’’ they did pot think as much
of him up there as they once did, he was glad
to be invited by the alumni of another iostitu-
tion to mingle in their festivities. He could not
trust himself to speak of the ‘‘glorious meme-
ries”’ of the South in the dark days of the war
—of Lee, or Jackson, or A, P, Hill, or Rhodes,
or his cherished friend Jeb Stuart, whom he
pow vividly recalled leading Jackson's corps
to glorious victory at Chaocellorsville, and
singing as he charged, *'Old Joe Hooker,won't
you come out of the wildernese.” As for the
other part of the sentiment, he was for peace;
be had accepted the result of the war in good
faith, aod ardeotly desired to see peace and
plenty once more blessing the land. But he
would never consent to give up the memories
of the-noble men who fought for the lost cause
or to bury io oblivion their heroic deeds. On
the contrary, he would,at every hazard,eoshrine
them in our hearts and keep green forever their
incomparable heroism, their undying patriotism.

& FrionTeNep 70 Deari.—The expression
frightened to death’ is always used ina hy-
perbolical sense, without any thought of its ap-
plication to a real occurrence. In fact, people
10 general do not suppose that a real dead-fright
is within the range of possibility. It is like
*‘dying of a broken heart.”” The expression is
figurative, but its meaning is plain. A senpsi-
tive little Italian girl—Tereza Cherra—six years
old, was frightened to death in New York last
Sunday. She was a girl, too, probably trained
to the streets, and crowds, and heartless buffet-
ings and exposure that fall to the lot of Italian
infants in our citics. Who would thiok that
she could be so sepsitive as to die from fright?
And yet she did. She came rusning home to
her parents perfectly wild. They gathered
from her sobbing, shrieking words that sowe
map had rudely laid his bands upon her.

She grew worse and worse. gler nervous sys-
tem had been so terribly excited that it must
perforce tear itself to pieces.

The coroner appeared, and against the
wishes of the parents, ordered the body to be
sent to the Morgue; but when the dead wagon
came, the parents had effectually barricaded
the doors against the driver, and he left the
little corpse in possession of the mouraers.
