Accordlng to English papers, the noted luber
organizer, Jo. Arch, of England is cowing this
country this month to satisfy himselt whether
“‘America was the true home for the working
man, where the son of the poor man could sit
down by the children of the rich, write on the
same slate and read out the same book, and
where they could have full clectoral power.”
If he does find this to be true, he promises that
be will stand on Awerican shores ‘‘uotil he
bad drained the laboring serfs out of Eog-
land in order that thcy might settle in the
fruitful fields of America, with its ninety mil-
lions of acres yet untilled ; and he would do this
until the farmers of England were made to bite
the dust if they refused to treat their laborers
like men."’

The Washington Chrooicle says, “'it is given
out afresh at the State Department that no ap-
pointments to Germany of a diplomatic or con-
sular pature will be made of persons born io
that country, and that it is useless to make ap-
plication for such offices. This policy has been
adopted at the express request of Bismarek,
who wishes to check the enormous ewigration
to this country of the youth of the “‘Fader-
land,”” and the spread of republican institu-
tions.

Assistant Secretary Sawyer has stopped a
draft of several hundred dollars issued to a
claimant, whose claim was allowed by the South-
ern claims commission, and an appropriation
made thereof, because of the accidental discov-
ery of irrefutable evidence that the claim,
which was for 2 house destroyed in the war,
was entirely fraudulent, the house having been
destroyed by fire before the war. The claim
came from North Carolina.

The Spanish Government, by a recent decree,
restores to its owners property in Cuba which
has been seized oo account of their being co-
gaged in or giving aid and countcnance to the
insurrection. An official board is constituted
to formally return to the proprietors such em-
barged property, aod it is to commcace its
work immediately. This action of the ITome
Government will be of great benefit to the
trade and prosperity of Cuba.

Otho H. Pattie has been appoiuted post-
master at ,Warrenton, Fauquier county, Va.,
vice Wm.

The
third was Col. Andrew Ircland, of Schroow
Lake. He was known as a dandy in his young-
er days, and of late years he was famious for
his hospitality.

It has been stated that Altoona, Pa., had
put a stop to the locomotive whistles, which
wust have becn a great anooyance to itsiohabi-
tants {or o maoy years. The way 1t was re-
ported to have been done was by city ordinance,
but the claiw is now disputed, the Philadel-
phia Ledger declaring that the whole system of
getting along among the crowded tracks at Al-
toona without the whistle was worked by the
late superintendent of the Penosylvania railroad
(Mr. Williams) and is now successfully coatin-
ued by another.

There were two railroad disasters yesterday.

tress, 1 was told that the leaves were becoming
dry, stiff and uncomfortabje, and if they were
not allowed to go into the woods for a change,
the consequences would be serious, and they
certainly could ot davce. It wasa bright, dry
day, and the crisp rustling as they rose to de-
part copfirmed the statement. When they re-
turned, arrayed in fresh leaves, we induced
them to give us not ooly the solemn measure of
the evening before, but to perform a variety of
spDTLi\-’B dapces, some «quite dramatic in effeet,
and it was altogether a most interesting *‘bal-

Address of Chalkley Gillingham,
To the Woodlawn Farmers' Assoctation of

Woodlawen, Fairgae County, Virginia:

Friexps oF tHe WoonLAawN FARMERS
Crrp :—Another year has rolled around sinee
our last anoiversary weeting,  The Woodlawn
Farmers Club, of Virginia. and wearly, i not
quite every wewber of thisclub, has voluntarily
adopted Virginia as his home aud his ficld of
operations, and cust his destivies with her for
good or for evil. I say he has chosen Virginia
us his home, and not come into it by accident
of birth, as maoy others have dooe, which they
could not avoid, not having the power of choice.
This fact makes it reasonable, nay important,
to look around us and see what the present cir-
cumstaoees are; also what they are eapable of
being, and also to consider and work out the
problem wheilier we have, or way. better our-
selves by our choice of locutivn in an agriculru-
ral point of’ view, tor it is agriculturists that
the present essay 1s intended to reach.

Tt is a very common method of judgivg of
things by comparison; indeed it s with most
people the ouly safe way of coming to a correct
judement in ruatters of this kiod. We will
compare then our new bowe of Virginia with
prosperous New Eoglaud, in general, and Mas-
sachussetts in particular. A recent writer suys
that little Massachusetts with a tenth of the
soil of Virginia, (alluding to the whole State
before its divi-ion into ecast and west) and in
powise to be compured to hersio turulity or
climate, is rapidly gaiiog ou Virginia io point
of numbers und power, aud seuding away out
of her prolific hive thousands at the suwme time
to populate the West. It cannot be for the
want ot great men, for Virgivia bas had wore
great men than zll New England united. With-
out great men to matuge her uffairs, the affuirs
of New Fugland seew to wanug: thewselves,
Thuat county, so thriving. so out of’ debr, so
prosperous, has, we are told, no great men, vor
any little men; they scem to be all alike, s
bullets furm the same would, ard all shooting
ahead. The peopie have the szvacity to fueili-
tate the views of those who lave capital to
lend. Ifaman hasa ten doliur pote he can
buy stock with it within the smoke of’ hiz vwu
chimpey and put it at interes, aud within the
same distaoce any iodustrious wan can burrow
money 1o give aetisity fo his genius and bis in-
dustry. There is not a fuar that has not withio
a very short distance, now producing consum-
ers of agricultural produce, ready t buy the
smallest thing that ean be made on it for sule.
A wan may epgage for cortain a purchuser for
the buiter ver i his cow's udder, and the cegs
that he knows his heos will lay in the woeroing,
These thrifty Yaokees have made wore radl-
roads than any ather people in the world, and
as for wanufactures, besides supplying cnough
of them to eonswme every peck of apples, and
every string of opions that cau be wade in the
State. So that no capital need be laying dead
in an acre of waste land. Oae trouble is, there
are two many producers for the nuwber of” con-
sumers. A vast proportion of our labor is con-
sumed in the wewr aud tear and cost ol ex-
changing it tor what we get in return. We
want the mavufactories rizht here, handy to
us, that we way exchange with the huodreds
and thousauds of” operatives as they do in New
England, where all are thriving and all out of
:]::Irl‘ lu Isto the proportion employed i
New Fosland was out of 1ov, fu agricalture,
To8: cowwmeres, G2; manufactories, 21, Lo 1840,
twenty vears atterward, the proportivn employ-
ed i aericalture bad  diminished from T2~ to
667, while those ewploved in mapulactores
had inereased from 21 to s02,  To that year,
1840, in the six New Fosland States for every
66 persons employed in agriculiure there were
close along side of themw thirty wmasufaetorivs
ready to eonsume whatever they had to sell—a
point of raspberricg, or a pound of butter.a gal-
lon of wiik, or a gallow of cherries, and ready
at the same (ime to buy their wool and supply
them with coats; to buy their raw hides and
supply them with shoes. Here's ove and there’s
the other! No time lost in exchanges. The
New Fagland farmer speods all his time aod
keeps all his manure on his farm. In the
Southern States the proportion is 90 employed
in agriculture, with 12 in commeree, und §3 io
manufictures as purchasers of agricultural pro-
duce. In one scetion about two producers for
voe consumer; in the other, eleven fur one; in
ooe the producer and covsuwer close together
ur connected by the very best ol roads; in the
other far apart. exchungine ata great cost of
time, labor and mooey. Virginia is about ten
times larger than Mussachusctts, with richer
land, better climate, wore coal, more iron,more
water power, and more and better harbors; ean
raise all sorts of produce iu greater quuntity
per acre, weol included. Suppose, thew, she
had withio her borders ten times as wany non-
producivg consumers of agriculiural produce to
supply with woul, beet, coal, iron. mutton, po-
tatoes, lruit, butter, cheese, timber, eorn. flour,
rye, oats, ouions, leather, oysters, fish, wood,
bucon, aond vezetables in general, us Massuchu-
setts has of that elass of people. Ten times
85000 wanufacturers would be =30,000,  Suyp-
pose they consumed all together an average of
50 cts, per day, they would want what is pro-
duced out of the land—95.075,000 doliurs
year ! What would land be worth then? Would
there then be the thousands ol acres of waste
laod in the State there now iz, uot producing
enough to pay the tux there should be upos it
for school purposes and other neediful improve-
ments? But we have not wade a mistuke iu
locating in this beautiful land, as before wen-
tioned; we have nearly everything more favor-
able than Massachusetts as ao ablding place,
and all the other advantagaes are fast culwioat-
ing and perfecting.  Ureat changes have taken
place within the last ten to twenty yeurs, aud
are working in a ratio of arithmetieal progres-
gion, and nothing contributes more to the con-
sumation to this ead than the action and com-
bination of iotelligent farmers’ clubs—such
ones as you are now attending and celebratiug
its seveuth anniversars weeting. In the lan-
guage of a recent address on a shwilar occasion,
“Let us go on then developing the wooderful
resourees of this art,” and I say of the State,
“(+o on; persevere, and you wiil leave a rich
inheritance to sour heirs. Go on, and the time
will come when every wan shall sit under his
vine and fruit tree, when all our hill-sides and
valleys shall rejvice in the hurden of the hur-
vest, and the passing breezs beecome voecal with
songs of gratituds and praise for these beve-
fuctions to posterity. Lt is enterpris2 and labor
that makes men strong, and the great engine
that moulds the destiny of the world. Work is
one of the greatest temporal bleszing bestowed
upon wan, and is the heaven appoioted means
of advapcewent to a higher state of perfectioo.

To show what may be cffceted by coergy and
perseverence, even without capital and npon a
large scale, [ will iutroduce here an aceouot of
a _celebrated farmer of logland, 1 allude to
Wi, Coke of Holkhaw, who became possessed
of a very large and barren estate, while yet in
his winority. It remained totally neglected
uatil he attaioed his msjority, and having no
weaos to cultivate or improve it, he was ad-
vised to pull down the house upon it, (which
wus very large) and sell the bricks, and dispose
of the lunds at any price, or abandon thew. In
speaking of the poveriy of the placz, ope of his
female friends said of it that “‘there was al-
ways two rabbits contending [br one blnde of
grass.  Its poverty wiil adoit of no doubt, for
over the eutrance hall door is the followivg io-
seription o marble :

“This seat, on an open burren estate, was
planued, planted, built, deeorated, and inhabit-
ed, the middle of the 18th ceutury, by Thomas
Coke, Earl of Loicester.” i -

On taking possession of the vstate the first
effort was to sell. He offired it at 25 61 an
acre, but being unuble to et even that, he de-

1 ¢ rmined to borrow the vecessery funds and re-
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claim it. He did so, and removed to it io the
224 year of his age and devoted himsell to it
the rest of his lile. VWhen things began to
change men of taient and enterprise beguu to
look 1nto the matter, others were awakened nut
of their sleepy and dreamy condition toconsider
and refleet on their duties, and in less than a
quarter of @ century, says a reeent writer, iiis
patriotism and industry trivmphed over ignor-
ance and apathy. and a poor barren estate that
could neither be sold or cultivated in its then
condition, was made a perfeet rarden spot,
yielding an iocome of 40 shillings or more an
acre, and producing average cropsin later years
of 40 to 50 bushels and wore of wheat to an
acre. It was durisg one of wy visits to his
plaee, says the same writer, that e told me
