¦tump. Black walnut, maple, rock oak and
white oak timber is found here in great abun¬
dance, and here the hills or mountaius are filled
with the best of cannel coal, splint coal and
bituminous coal. Many of the veins are as

much as six to ten feet thick, but the people
here are not alive to their interests, for they
are not making any push to have this valuable
timber or their billions worth of coa! brought
to market, and all seem to think that something
will turn up to their advantage. A very large
amount of wheat lands are held here by the na-

dves. The coal has been leased by large com¬

panies from the North, and the timber on

great portion has been leased in the same way,
.o that the people here have very little to ex¬

pect for years.'
