HOW THEY LIVE IN PARIS.
|From a Paris letter by Mr. WattersoD.]
A patridge, fat and tender, is as good as a

mushroom. "Truffles do not improve wood¬
cock. The birds can afford to go it on their
own hook without any assistance whatever.
So with such fish as the pompano, the moun¬

tain trout, the jack salmon, and the shad. They
are liable to stand alone. Over here tbey
don't stand at all. Their best shellfish are the
crawfish and the snail, for the lobster is indi¬
genous everywhere, and is not to be counted in
the list. They know nothing of the soft-shell
crab, or the terrapin, or of the oyster as a coola-
ble viand. Their turbot will not compare with
oar halibut, nor their sole with our shad. The
English white bait is simply a minnow, and
only a trifle better that the smelt. lu soups,
which is a thing of condiments, they do excel
us. As a general rule their service is neater
than ours. But you can give, on a few hours'
notice, a better dinner at the St. Nicholas in
Cincinnati or at Rufer's in Louisville, wine
included, than you can give in Paris at the
Caif Anglais, or in London at the Burlington.
The American prices will range somewhat high¬
er, certainly; but we pay high dutios on wine,
and it is there that the figures will chiefly tell
in the bill. Not very much difference will be
found as to the dishes.
A word or two about these prices. To be

tiure there is coDsiderable art in ordering a din¬
ner, involving both a knowledge of the French
language and a knowledge of the particular res-
tauiant where you are dining. The Americau
who understands neither may expect to pay
thirty per cent, more than other people, who
do. Ignorance of every sort, and all over the
world, has to be paid for. But, at the best, he
who expects to dine like a swell, roust also
expect to settle like a swell. I have never
hoard of a good, a first-class, cheap dinner in
Paris. At the Diner de Paris, where they
charge you six francs.a dollar and a half in
greenbacks.the food is all messed and the
wine is sour. There "is no thoroughly eood
tnble-d'hote at a fixed price in Paris. When
you order a la carte you will have to take the
consequences, and three or four dollars a head
will secure, a square,well-served meal.Dot gor¬
geous or elaborate.and that is all. It is sheer
nou.-ense to talk about cheapness in Paris. If
oue is to live like a dog, let him stay at home.
It he is to live like a nabob he must fetch plen¬
ty of money with him, and spend it freely.

Matrimonial Advertisements in Ger¬
many..Among the advertisements iQ the press
of Germany matrimonial offers figure extensive
'y. A collection has been made of four hun¬
dred of these from the leading Berlin papers,
classified under several heads, giving the per¬
centages of each and making them yield some

very curious informat ion. We find, for instance,that the male advertisers stand to the female in
the proportion of three to one, and that while
fifty-six per cent, of the gentlemen insist upon
the requisites of youth and beauty, eighty-oue
per cent, of the ladies allow the utmost latitude
in this respect to intending suitors, and six per
cent, only make youth an indispensable condi¬
tion. The ladies, on the other hand, in choos¬
ing a partner for lite are very particular about
"intelligence" and "conformity of religious
principles;" nineteen percent, of the advertisers
of both sexes declare themselves to be of the
"Mosaic confession." Under the category of
professions we find that the male advertisers, by
H large majority, describe themselves as mer-
c\vau13, bankers and manufacturers, but in many
usances these sounding titles are undoubtedlyuseJ with great latitude as to their meaning.One mere point in connection with the subjectis worth notice. The ladies in all countries are
fond ot discanting on the 'Selfishness" and
'"heartlessness" of the other s x, a-j shown in
its preference for hard cash to all the seductions
of beauty, wit and education. And of this state
