.In 1861, when the national crisis arrived, he
took a prominent part. He was a delegate to
the Convention that assembled in the Univer-
saiist Church, corner of pleasant and Calvert
streets, the result of the deliberations of which
was the convening of the Legislature 10 special
se^ion. At this time, he published a pamph¬
let entitled, "The Crisis," which very forciblyurged the duty of Maryland to join the South
ern States. Together with Messrs. John C.
Bruoe, Ross Winans, Henry
Hanson Thomas Henry M. Morfitt, 8. leackle
VVallis, Charles H. Pitts, Wm. G. Harrison
and Laurence Sangston, he was, without oppo¬
sition, elected to the Legislature from this city,
on Wednesday, April 24, 1S61. Tta Legisla¬
ture convened at Frederick on the -6th ot
Anril, owing to the occupation of Annapolis by
a force under Geo. B. F. Butler. In these ex-

citing times Judge Scott bore himselt with
judgment, and was moderate though decided}. his counsels. On the 12<h oi September,
1861 together with other members ot t

Legislature, he was Arrested in this city and
conveyed to Fort McHenry at midnight, and
the next day was sent to Fortress *jonr?e-Two weeks later he was transferred with
his colleagues to the casemates ot tou
Lafayette, where he was confined or two
months. He was then transferred to tort V\ ar
ren where he remained a close prisoner fo
thirteen months, when he was released by the
government, and be resumed the practice of
his profession in this city. During his incarce¬

ration he suffered much in health, but he bore
all with patience and resignation. Some o his
comrades, supplied with means, were able to
purchase delicacies and choice food, but Judge
Scott declined accepting of anything but the
urison fare. His comrades pressed him to join
their mess, and to partake of their luxuries,but
he persistently refused. Sums of wer.e
offend to him again and again, which be uni-

fortuly declined, answering all such tenders bj
saying that he was unwilling, situated as he
was, to assume any liabilities whatever. A
the close of the war he was elected Judge of
the City Court, and in 1867 he was nominated
bv the Democratic-Conservative Judiciary Con¬
vection asChief Justice of the Supreme Bench,
aud on his election was assigned to the beo.n
of the City Court. In this position he displayed
great industry and ability, and gave the great-
est satisfaction to all having business with that
Court.
