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Wtjrfre receiving uow the returns, iu detail,
of the recent election in Virginia. The precise
majorities iu a great portion of the counties is
not yet ascertained.but enough is known to

show it was ,;a famous viotory" fur the Con¬
servative cause.

Financial Situation in New York.
New York, Nov. 5..Several co-operating

causes made to-day, iu Wall street as gloomy as

any since the panic began. The markets were
devoid of excitement, yet the shrinkage in
values was gradual and almost uninterrupted,
and the day closed with little recovery from
the extreme depression. The first disturbing
power was the suspension of the California aud
Texas Construction Company, and uutil late iu
the afternoon it was believed that it meant the
failure of a second PaciGc railway enterprise,
carrying with it embarrassment to the Pennsyl¬
vania Railroad Company and its syndicate.
The rumored embarrassment of Jiischoffsheim
& (jrold-ehuiidt, Erie's EugJish agents, follow¬
ed, and Erie depressing two per cent. Then
it was said that the Reading Railroad Compa¬
ny had failed to raise needed money, that
Thomas A. Scott's paper had been protested,
and that Pennsylvania Central would pass the
semi annual dividend.
Unfounded as part of these rumors were

they drove some stocks to the lowest figure yet
reached.
The embarrassment of the Central National

Bank were satisfactorily settlod, aud the causes

explained to-day. The directors have decided
to reduce the capital from $300,OUU to $200,-
000. This taking out the empairment leaves
a burplus of $200,000, but the directors say that
they cau manage the unconverted securities
aud have an actual surplus of $500,000.. Cor.

Steamer Yirgiuius Captured.
Havana, Nov. 5..The steamer Virginius

was captured with all on board by the Spanish
gunboat Tornado, Dear Jamaica, on the 31st
ultimo.
The following particulars of the capturc of

the Virginiu9 have been received:
The Tornado, which had been searching for

the Vinrinius since her attempted landing on
South Coast island, came in sight of her at 2.i>0
p. m. on the 31st ult., and immediately gave
chase. The filibuster put on all steam, and
made for Jamaica, hoping to find refuge in
British waters. Id her flight she threw over¬
board several horses, aod used a portion of her
cargo for fuel, but the Toroado caught up with
her at 10 p. m. near the Jamaica coast, and
she surrendered with all oo board, not one of
whom escaped.
Among the prisoners are the well-known in¬

surgent chief Bumbetta, who was reported
killed a few days ago, a brother of Cespedes, a

son of Qucsada, Senor Jesus del Sol and other
important personages. The prisoners havo all
been brought before a competent tribunal at
Sautiago, aud are now being tried as pirates.
There is great rejoicing in Havana, aod the
streets and bouses are decorated with the na¬
tional colors. Subscriptions are being raised
for a testimonial to the ufficers and crew of the
Tornado.

Disastrous Fire.
FIaiuushuru, Pa., Nov. 5..The printing

office ofBenjamin F. Singerly, ou Third street,
an cxteusive brick structure, five stories high,
was completely consumed by fire to-day. Mr.
Singerly did all the official printing for the
State, and his establishment was filled with
the most improved printing machinery. From
250 to 300 persons were employed in the upper
stories, aod so rapid was the fire that many had
to leap from the second story. The walls tell
to the ground, and nothiug was saved of the
contents. The last three days' proceedings
of the Constitutional Convention, extra copies
of the convention proceedings, and 0De thous¬
and- volumes of the State library, were all
burned. The presses and machinery are
a total loss. The State Journal office, in the
same building, was also destroi'ed. Singerly's
loss is $100,000;no insurance. The fire spread
to three frame buildings and several stables.
The Loehiel house was somewhat damag¬
ed. A falling wall struck a brick house
on the opposite side of tho street, damaging it
seriously.

Western Enterprise..Probably one of
the most attractive features at the Fair was the
unique aud beautifully arranged collection of
agricultural products of southwestern Iowa and
southern Nebraska, exhibited by the Burling¬
ton aod Missouri river railroad company, in
charge of their agent, Mr. M. O'Dowd.

In this collection were all kinds of seeds aod
cereals put up in quart jars, of which there
were about one huudred and fifty, each one
distinctly labeled, showing by whom raised,
when planted, when harvested, busheli per
acre, weight per bushel, &c.
There were specimens of wheat planted in

Aprii and harvested in July which yielded forty
bushels per acre, oats eighty bushels, corn
ninety-five bushels, and barley fifty-eight bush¬
els per acre. These enormous yields are easily
accounted for when you examine the perpendi¬
cular sections of prairie soil six feet deep and
composed of a rich, black vegetable loam.
There were also all kinds of grasses, wild aod
cultivated, wheat, oats, barley, rye, and flax in
the sheaf, and in the ceDtre of the collection,
there were six glass cases very nicely arranged
and filled with all kinds of small grains, seeds,
and all varieties of shelled com; which certainly
does credit to the railroad company, their
agent and the west generally. .Rich.

Exiles of Erin.Proposed Wholesale
Irish Emigkation..The Liverpool papers
mention that Mr. P. O'Leary, who had just re¬
turned from Ireland, whither he was delegated
on a tour of inspection by the English Agricul
tural Laborers' Union, had received a letter
from Mr. P. F. Johnson, the Honorary Secre¬
tary of the Irihh Agricultural Laborers' Uoion,
in which the writer says : "At our moothly
meeting, it was resolved that, in the event of
the Government failing to introduce a compre¬
hensive measure dealing with the waste lands
of Ireland, I be empowered to proceed to
America and have an interview with the au¬

thorities there, with the object of our initiating
an emigration sn masse to the western and Pa:
cific States. Of course I feel deeply that it
should be necessary for us to leave our native
land ; but what could I do? All faith here is
lost in political platitudes, and little left in our

public men. I struggled hard, but the Irish
laborer will not remain a slave by the Shanon
while there is a chance of his becoming a free¬
man in a people's land. I had to accept the
office, but I am consoled that I am to have the
assistance of one whose services I shall not
soon forget. You yere chosen to accompany
me. Will you? Yes, I know you will give
your services to remove our brothers from sla¬
very. I have had many conversations with
members of the constabulary. Do you think
the American Government would refuse these
as settlers with us in the United States ? On
receipt of your letter I shall go to work to ma¬
ture our scheme. If we are denied a home in
Ireland, we can Jmild up a nation in America."
The proposal of the Irish Union has been ac¬
cepted by Mr. O'Leary.

experience on the Electric mountains.a highand much exposed range separating San Luis
Park from Wet Mountain valley, in Colorado

The Republi¬
can majorities arc Charles 200 to 300, and
Prince George's 230. There are other couaties
from which there are no definite returns,
though Talbot is claimed by both parties.

The Itccenl Elections.
The result in Virginia elects Kemper, Con¬

servative, Governor, and the rest of the
Conservative ticket by an estimated majority
of twenty thousand. In New i'ork the Demo¬
cratic and Liberal State ticket is also elected by
a decided majority, while the Republican
strength in the Legislature lias been material
ly reduced. In Massachusetts no substantial
change is noticed, the Stale being Republican
as usual. In New Jefsey the Republicans lose
in the Assembly; they lose also on the general
vote in Michigan. In Wisconsin the long stand¬
ing political situation is reversed, a Democratic
candidate being elected Governor after a Re¬
publican supremacy of many years, lu Mis¬
sissippi the issue was beiween two Republican
candidates for Governor.Alcorn and Ames.
the Democrats supporting the latter, and the
chances at last accounts seemed to be in his
favor. The Kansas grangers worked success¬

fully in some parts of their State for legislative
candidates; and in Illinois, where the elections
were J'or local, officers, the grange party was

equally active and successful. Arkansas elect¬
ed the Republican ticket according to the latest
accounts. The only State of rlie number hold¬
ing elections Tuesdaj in which Republican
gains arc mentioned is Miunesota.

31r. tjib-
bons says he stands ready to mantain these
charges by the production ofcompetent evidence
before the proper court of impeachment when
ever called upon to do so.

MEETING OF THE ASSEMBLY -M'MAHON'S

SPEECH.
Pauls, Nov. 5..The National Assembly

met to-day at Versailles. President MeMa¬
il )? sent hia message to the Assembly wh eh
was read shortly after the re-opening. The
message begins with congratulations on the
libcratioo of the territory, and the maintenance
of order, and continues as follows :

"Europe is assured that we are firmly re¬
solved to preserve the peace ; therefore, with¬
out fear, she sees us resume possession of our

territory. The administration always acted in
the conservative spirit, which animates the
great majority of the Assembly, from which 1
never depart. The anitatiou of the public
rniud redoobled in intensity as the period of
your re-assembling approached, because it was
requisite to discuss constitutional hills, which
necessarily involve the question uf the; form of
government. 1 had neither to intervene in
these discussions, nor to forestall your sover¬

eign decision, but merely to confine the former
within the legal limits, and to provide that the
latter should be respected. Your power,
therefore, is intact ; nothing can impede its
exercise.

"Perhaps, however, you may think in the
present situation, with party feeling so strong,
the establishment of any definitive form of
government presents serious difficulties, and it
would be more prudent to maintain existing
institutions. If so. permit me, elected to an
honor which I did not seek, to tell you frank
ly my opinion. To completely ensure public
peace, the government lacks two things, essen¬
tial conditions of efficiency. It has neither suf¬
ficient vitality uor authority. It can do noth¬
ing durable if the rights ol the Government
arc.daily questioned, with its powers liable to
be ehauged at any moment. It can secure
peace to-day, but uot safely to-morrow, great
undertaking arc impossible; industry languish
es, we are unable to restore that confidence
abroad which is uecessary to the restoration ol
the greatness of the nation.
"The Government lacks authority, lor is is

unable eveu to obtain obedience from its own
agents, or to repress the excess of journals
which are corrupting the Republic's mind. You
will consider these dancers,and create a strong,
durable executive which can energetically de-
feud society."

Divorce Suits in the District of Col¬
umbia..Since the enactment of the, law in
this District, by which divorces from the bond
of matrimony were allowed, in the souud dis¬
cretion of the justices, for causes other than
adultery, applications for divorce have contin¬
ually increased, until they form by far the
largest class of cases which come before the
Equity Court. In most of these cases the dc
fondants are absent, aud the examination of the
witoesses brought forward to make the proof
needed to obtain a divorce has frequently been
of the loosest character. Mr. Justice Hum¬
phreys, in some remarks submitted to the bar
to-day iu the divorce cases of Buswell vs. Bos-
well, Stewart vs. Stewurt, and King vs. King,
announced his purpose of putting an end to
this state of things, lie said while marriage
was a civil contract it was such a contract as

involved to a certain extent, the interest of the
whole community, aud that while the parties
thereto might be willing to dissolve it at their
own whim the commuoity had a stake therein
which should not be disregarded; aud that no
evidence ougbi to be admitted as foundation
of a divorce decree which would not be admit¬
ted in a contested case. He therefore, as in¬
dicating the process which would hereafter be
adopted by the court in uncontested divorce
cases, would direct that the three cases men¬
tioned he referred to the examiner, J. J. John-
sou, with institutions to ascertain, by the testi¬
mony of credible persons well known to him,
whether the witnesses in these cases are com

petent and credible persous. Until a favorable
report was mado upon the competency aud
credibility of these witnosses he would enter no
decree..

their condition, had resolved to .see if it could
not take care of the Iodian better than he
could take care of himself. The Indians did
not relish this information mueh, yet it was the
best they could get, aud so they left..
