Manhattan was sent to sea, as we all know, io
the belief that she was able to make the run
to Key West, and fit to brave the perils of the
deep. A survey has been held on this iroo-
olad, and accordiog to the report given io the
Laopdmark, Captaivs Beauwmout-and Harris,
Constructor Hart and Chief Eogineer Stamm
have prooounced the Maobattan “utterly unfit
for use as a man ot war.”” On the other hand
a very elaborate statement appears in the Bal-
timore American to the effect that the Mao-
hattan had to put back because her '‘trim"
was not what it ought to have been. In other
words the attempt is made to put the blawe
on her commauder; but this falis through when
one reflects that the Powhatan had also to re-
turn to port at the same time. At best, these
wonitors are dapgerous, but to attempt, after
such a storm as that alluded to, to blame the
officer in command 13 a shame: and the report
of the board above referred to shows that the
Manhattan was not a seaworthy vessel. This
may be accounted for in various ways; but the
easiest and the siwplest is found in the haste
with which she was equipped in ap austere
climate, where the rigors of winter forbid the
1pmper fitting l:lf an iron ship for contact with a
eavy sea  and cootiouity of bad weaiher.—

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COUNTERFEITERS SENT TO THE PENITENTI-
ARY.—Duriog the raonth of October last seve.
ral counterfeiters were acrested in North Caro-
lina and brought to triul betore Judge Dick,
aod convicted, mainly on the testimony of Mr.
Charles Anchisi, one of the most efficient and
able officers of the Seeret Service Division of
the Treasury Department. Aecting uoder the
geoeral directions of the efficient chief of the
division, Colonel Whitly, Mr. Aochisi, with
the aid of the Marshal of the State aad several
deputies, effected about fifty arrests. Some
made their escape, some are io jail waiting
trial, and some are out on bail. Six of them,
convicted and seateoced for terms of two and
three years; arrived in Washiogton lastight,
and passed directly through bouud for the Al-
bany penitedtiary. ‘They were under a guard
of six deputy marshals. They were ironed to-
gether in pairs. Oone of these couaterfeiters
has been a sheriff of Grabam couoty, N. C.,
another 8 regular deputy marshal, avother a
Sabbath-school teacher, another was a rich far-
mer, aod all of them moved in the social and
political cireles of that State without suspicion

of their nefarious practices.— Wash. Chronicle, »

CoxGREss.—The Senate was only in session
ove hour yesterday. Mr. [ogulls introduced a
bill providing for the arwing and equipping of
the whole body of the wilitia of the U. 85 the
arms to be of usitorm pattern with those used
by the regular troops. The bill further pro-
vides that five hundred thousaud doliars shall
be appropriated avnually to keep the wilitia ov
a war footiug.  Mr. Buckipgham wade a short
speech in fuvor of his free banking bill.  After
the adjournment of the Senate the Republican
Senators held a caucus, contivuiog an hour and
a half, Viee President Wilson haviog previcus-
ly anoouunced that be would be abseut severul
weeks, and desiring the Seotate to elect a Pres-
ident pro tew. After a general interchange of
views, Scnator Carpeoter wus designated for
the place, but wo ballot was taken. Scvator
Carpevter did not attend the caucus, but re-
maioed at his seat in the Senate Chumber.
After bis selection two of his friends cane to
him aod ioformed hiw of the result. The Dero-
ocratic Senators also held a caucus und deter-
mined : First, that they would vote for a can-
didate for the Presidency of the S.oate pro
tempore who represeots the political principies
of their party; second, that the Hon. Alen G
Thurman, of Olio, should be the nowivee for
President of the Sepate pro tempore; third,
that the action of the caucus be wade known
to the Scpate by Hon. J. W. Sicvenson, of
Kentucky, and thut he nowinate Senator Thar-
man for the office in question.

o the House of Representatives Mr.” Dawes
reported buck a bill lor the redemption of the
twenty million loan of 1858, upon which there
was some debate.  The bill gives the holders of
the loan of 1838 the privilege uf exchanging the
same fur five per ceat. boeds on or bufure Feb-
raary 1, 1874, After that date iuterest will
cease and the boods will be redeewed io gold.
Mr. Garficld wied to tuck oo an amcodment to
the effect that the deficiency iv the Treasury
resulting from the redempion of this loan
should be met by levyiog a duty of five cents
per pouad oo tea and three cents per pouud on
coffee, but this ameadment was ruled outas
not germane to the sulject.

Mr. Lawreoce, of Ohio, started out on the
high woral track, but he was quickly broughit
to by questions as to whether he touk the
extra salary and the double mileage io 1806,
andalthough he tried to evade a direct answer,
he was finally compelled to adwit that he did.
The House and tbe galleries laughed. No vote
was tukeo.

—The National
Cooveution of Colored Men to secure supple-
wentary civil rights opeoed yesterday in Wash-
iogton. Two or three hundred delegates ure
present, many being the wost prowioent color-
ed wen io the country. .

T'he call for this convention emavated frow
the Peansylvania Equal Rights League.

Wao. Nesbitt, of Penosylvania, called the as-
serwbly to order, aud R. B. Elliott, mewber of
Congress from South Carolina, tovk the chair
tew porarily.

At 2 o’clock the convention took a recess,
and the afterooon was occupied 1o arrapging
the permanent orgavization.

The couvention assembled at 3 o'clock per-
suant to adjouromeant, but the cowmittee ou
credentials asked further time to report.  The
wain hitch was in the cootestivg delewalions
frow Maryland, one set being headed by Isaac
Myers and the other by Ww. Saunders, and
both claimiog to be regular. The coovention
theo graoted until 7:30 o’clock, aud beard ad-
dresses from several, theugh much of the tiwe
was taken up in a discussivn as to the leogeh of
the recess. :

At eleven o'clock last night after three hours’
discussion on the report of the cowmittee on
credeatials ten of each of the Maryland faction
were admitted to seats, the cowpromise being
satisfactory to all eoncerued.

Sickles being a retired officer, with an apoual
salary of $5,625, was at liberty to go where he
pleased, and siuce accepting tne office of Miois-
ter to Spain in May, 1869, he has drawo the
anoual salary of 812,000 for this serviee, but
nothing on hrwy account, as the law prohibits
the drawing of wore than ooe salary.  Ow his
his retircment as Mioister he will draw his
army puy.

—The Peru-
vian guano deposits are likely to last wany
years, notwithstanding the heavy demand. lo
1853 the Chincha lslands were supposed to
contain eight years' coosumption. ‘I'he fact
that they did oot give out uutil 1571 shows the
difficulty of estimating guanu deposits. la 1870
the Macabi und Guanape Islands were estimat-
ed to contain 2,245,000 tons guano, The offi-
cial returns since the survey show that the ex-
ports have been 1.336,200 toos, with oo indi-
cations that over 23 per czot of the quantity on
the islands has been removed. Several other
islands are now beiug surveyed under iostrue-
tioos of the Peruvian governwment with the
