Loxpon, Feb. 9. —The Press Associution, an
organization haviog its hcadquarters iv this
city, aod engaged iv the colleeiivn and distri-
butiow of telegraphie vews in Great Britian,
has issued a dispatch sratiog thut Gladstone is
at variapce with his colleagues in the govern-
ment on the question of its resignativn.  The
Premier, it is suid. wishes the wivistry to re-
sign imwediately, while the others desire to
wait until the vew Parliawment assembles.
