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The Interest Bill..The bill fixing the
rate of interest as it cauie from the Huuse of

Delegates, parsed the State Senate oq Satur¬
day, and, it is said, will unquestionably receive
the approval of the Governor, so that it may

be looked upon as law. The following are its

provisions: .'

1-. Be it enaeted, t&c., That sectioos 4, 5, 6,
7 and 8 of chapter 137 of the Code of 1873,
aud section 6 of chapter 59 of the sauie he

amended and re-enacted so as to .read as fol¬
lows :

4. Legal interest shall continue to be at the
rate of six dollars upon 0De huudrod dollars tor
a year, and proportiooably for a greater or less
sum, or for a longer or shorter time; and no

person upon any contract shall take for the
loan or forbearance of money or other thing
above the value of such rate.

5. All contracts and assurances made, di¬
rectly or indirectly for the loan or forbearance
of money or other thing at a greater rate of in¬
terest than is allowed by the preceding section
shall be deemed to be for an illegal consideration
as to the exoess beyond the principal amount,
so loaned or forborne.

6. Any bank authorized to carry on business
as a bank of circulation, deposit, aud discount,
may loan money for a period not exceeding «ix
.mouths, aud discount any bill of exchange,
promissory note, or other negotiable paper lor
the payment of money which will be payable
within six mouths from the time of disci.uutiug
the same. Such bank may take interest on its
loaos or discounts at the rate of one-half of one
per centum for thirty days, and the interest
may be received in advance.

7. Any licensed broker or banker, and any
corporation authorized by law to make loaus
or to purchase or discount bonds, bills, notes,
or other paper, may loan money or discount
bonds, bills, notes, or other paper; may loau
money or discount any bill of exchange, pro¬
missory note, or other negotiable paper, at a

rate of interest not exceedicg one-half of one

per centum for thirty days, and may receive
such interest in advance.

8. Any defendant may plead in general
terms that the contract, or assurance on which
the actioo is brought, was for the payment of
interest at a greater rate than is ailuwed by
law, to which plea the plaintiff shall reply gen¬
erally, but may give in evidence, upon the is¬
sue made up thereon, any matter which could
he given iu evidence uuder a special replication.
Under the plea aforesaid the defendant may
give in evidence any fact showing, or tendiug
to show, that the contract orassurauce, of oth¬
er writing upon which the action was brought,
was for an usurious consideration; and when
no such plea is made, if the contract or assur¬

ance be in writing, and usurious interest be
provided for therein,, judgment shall be ren¬

dered for the principal sum only.
6. The money received on deposit, and other

funds of the institution, society, or ba^k, may
be invested in or loaned oo any stocks or real
security, or be usod iu purcbaoiug or discount¬
ing bonds, bills, notes, or other paper, subject
to the following restrictions : That no surety
for money or other vaiunbie thiug, which may
have become payable, other than certificates of
this State or of the United States, or of cor¬

porations, shall be purchased for less than the
full value thereof, with all the interest due
thereon, and no debt or claim to become due
other than such certificates, 6hall be purchased
or discounted at a rate of discount or interest
exceeding the rate of one-half of one per cen¬
tum for thirty days'; but the "interest in auy
case may be received iu advance.

2. Section 10 of chapter 137 of the Code of
1873 is hereby repealed.

3. This act shall be in force on and from the
1st day of June, 1874.

Tiie Boundary Question..The joint com¬

mittee of the two Houses of the Legislature ap¬
pointed to consider the proposition of the
Maryland commissioners in regard to the set¬
tlement of a boundary line between this State
and the State of Maryland have agreed upon a

report recommending that the question in dis¬
pute between the two States be referred to ar¬

bitration; and it further suggests that the Hon.
Wm. A. Graham, of North Carolina, bore-
quested to act on the part of Virginia, and
that a third party be chosen by this gentleman
and the Hon. Jeremiah S. Black, who is sug¬
gested by the Maryland resolutions as the rep¬
resentative of that State. The names of Hora¬
tio SeymourofNew York, John A. Campbell of
Alabama and YV. A. Groesbeck of Ohio, were

mentioned in connection with the appointment
of arbitrator on the part of Virginia. Maryland
olaims to the south bauk of the Potomac, as

far as Smith's l'oint; thepco to Cedar Straits,
on the east shore of-the Chesapeake bay, thence
up the Pocomoke river to where what is called
the Calvert and Scarbrough line crosses that
river, and .thence by paid line to the Atlantic
ocean. Virginia-claiui9 to the north:ban^; of
the Potomac, to the extreme southern angle of
Point Lookout; thence by a right Hue to the
extremest part of the westernmost angle of
Watkin's Point, at the north headlaud of Lit¬
tle Annamessex river, and thence by the Cal¬
vert and Scarbrough line to the Atlantic ocean.

The territory in dispute embraces the Potomac
river and its riparian rights; fifty square miles
of land on Smithy island and on the mainland
south of Litile Annamessex river and north of
Pocomoke souad, and about 300 square miles
of oyster beds in (Chesapeake bay and in Tan¬
gier and Pocomoke sounds.now exceedingly
valuable, the trade in oysters at the mouth ot
the Little Annamessex aloue beiug estimated
to be worth auuuully three or four millions of
dollars.
Delinquent Lands..The bill in relation

to delinquent lands, which has passed the State
Senate, amends the laws now in force so as to

sell annually lauds returned delinquent since
the 10th of April, 1S65, .until the present lists
are completed, and then every three years
thereafter. . Land .owners are required to place
their lands upon the proper laud books, and
after due notice if such party or owner tail or

neglect, for a period of fivo years, his lauds be-
oome absolutely forfeited, and subject to re¬

entry by any citizen of the Commonwealth.
The laws are now so amended as to not require
further legislation on this subject, by reason of
the rules not being made in due time. A bill.

has been parsed which releases all the taxes on

lands sold as delinquent in i860 or ptior there¬
to, upon the owner paying all the tuxes due
since 10th of April, 1805, within two years
from the passage of the act. Provision is also
made for the cnuoty levies due on such lands.

Trans-Allegany Canal Convention..
At the convention held in Pittsburg, Pennsyl¬
vania, on Thursday last, to promote the iuter-
ests uf the. tr.ans-Allcgany caual project, there
was a full delegation. from Cumberland and
Baltimore,. John Ritchie, of Maryland, pre¬
sided, and alter his addre.-s and a speech by
H. W. Hoffmao, of Cumberland, Maryland,
Colonel Seugewick, who had conducted the

survey authorized by Congress, addressed
the convention. Resolutions were read and
adopted to the effect that additional deep water

transportation lines from the West to the East
is one of the imperative demands of the day;
that the proposed canal has been shown by
government surveys to be entirely practicable,
and is much needed by the agricultural, mining
and other iudustrial interests of the whole
couutry, so as to demand of' Congress imme¬
diate action to insure the speedy completion of
the great natioual water line. A committee
was appointed to prepare an address to Con¬
gress in behalf of the proposed canal. The
convention then adjourned to meet in Wash¬
ington April 23, J 874

Constitutional Amendments..The Spe¬
cial Joiut Committee of t^e Legiplature on

Amendments to the State Constitution, have
concluded to report that it is inadvisable to at¬

tempt to amend that instrument except iu the
manuer prescribed by itself. The Richmond
Dispatch says that Mr. Thomas of the Senate,
and Mr. Dooley, ol the House, have been en¬

trusted with the duty of drawing up the com¬

mittee's report, which will recommend that
such amendments as the public welfare de-
mauds be prepared by a sub-committee by the
time of'the meeting of the General Assembly,
at its next session, agd if approved by it and
the sueceediug Legislature, then to be submit¬
ted to the people for adoption or njection at a

general election. ;

The Richmond Enquirer thinks Virginia is
recovering more rapidly from her. prostration
and desolation by the war thau the most san¬

guine of her sous at first expected. And as

she moves forward her prospects brighten.
She has thrown open her doors, and is not

only inviting, but earnestly soliciting immigra¬
tion, from other States and from foreign lands,
but in order to secure the full advantages to be
derived, it contends that Virginia must repu¬
diate rqpudiation^or the humblest man within
ber boundaries will be affected by the distrust
of her good faith. She must plaee herselJ
above suspicion.
The Washington Chronicle says : "Presi-

dent Grant, in oouvcrsation on Saturday with
a leading Western Republican Senator, said
the statement in a Washington special dis-
pach to a New York paper, that any legislation
tending to itifhtiou must iua the gauutlet of
of his veto, was wholly without foundation;

face of their bouds, and to euj jiu the enforce¬
ment of the funding bill, have been dismissed.
Judge Wood intimated that the cases were of
such importance that 'they might properly be
taken at once to the Supreme Court of the
Uuited States.

The tempcrance crusade continues iu some

of the Northern and Western cities, and yes¬
terday large meetings were held in New York,
Brooklyn and Jersey City, in the last named
city, in the theatre. At Williamsport, Pa.,
nearly all the saloons were guarded aod kept
closed, and the women held public srrvices in
front of the court bouse during the forenoon.

The Potomac Klver.

The harbor of Georgetown aud Washington
aud the channel of the lower Potomac.arc sub¬
jects of investigation, io view of the rapid re¬

vival of the whole Chesapeake basin. Let us

drift down stream on a chip. The Potomac,
under the Aqueduct bridge aud along George¬
town, is deep, and forms a basin with the ro.-ky
islaud of Aualostan, behind which, in the stag-
nant moras*, emigrant vessels us,-d to lie. From
seventeen to thirty-four feet of water extends
below E'lsby's point, and theu the Georgetown
or Virginia shore channel falls off to little above
seven feet, and trows narrow and deeper to¬
ward the draw of the Long bridge, where there
are, perhaps, thirteen feet. For all the di tin. e
to Giesboro point, mure than three unles, the
wide flits between this channel and the capital
city aie Covored by a broad uiile of pund, from
one loot to five feet deep, a problem indeed to
so great a populace. Through this mud, under
shore, a narrow channel of seven or eight feut
creeps up to the oily wharves The Anacosiia,
with thirteen or fourteen feet, io a similar con¬

tracted gut, satirizes the superficial grandeur
with which it joins the Potomac, making all the
show of amplitude that th»; Nacostine Indians
formerly did when they pressed to the Poiuiuao
aud claimed to control its resources. Just be¬
low the junction, off Giesboro point, the chan¬
nel becomes broad and deep, ranging from 52
feet to 22 at the wharves of Alexandria. This
circumstance accounts for the living faith of
the Alexandrians in the fortunes of their town,
which they hold to be the port of Washington.
The boast is a proper oue, except in the matter
of railway interference. With such water we

would be thrice happy.
Before reaching Alexandria we pass Four

Mile run, on the Virginia aide, Celebrated for
its perch, and Oxen run, on the Maryland side,
noted amongst artists as giving an exhaustive
idea of Maryland at teams,.vast drainage, sub

joct to floods, rich with argillaceous colors, rank
with undergrowth, good timber, and prospects
so distant and so brown and sott io tone as to
awaken regret that such beauties are yet at¬
tended with sterility.
Fox Ferry, between Alexandria and the

Maryland shore, here about one quarter of a

mile apart, was probably used as early as J7O0.
It was the main upper ferry between Annapo¬
lis and the plantations of middle Virginia. A
steamboat has been used here for many years,
but no settlement has ever arisen on the Mary¬
land side. The fisheries begin in their vigor
below Hosier's Bluff,and,'the Frequeut windlas-,
boat shed and short pier denote them, i hen
begin a series of bull-necked creeks on either
side, Broad, Swan, Piseataway, Pamuuky. and
Mattawoman on the Maryland side, all uearly
filled up at the present day, but each the site
of a landing or settlement.Fort Foote, Fort
Washington, Farmington aud Piseataway,
Chapman's landing and Glymont. Close under
Fort Washington the channel is from 68 to 70
feet deep, aud about the same at White House
landing. The channel continues to be about
35 feet deep. Kettle Bottom Shoals, below
Pope's creek, is one of the most doubtful points
to pass, with but twelve and thirteen i'eet ot
water for much of the breadth of the river. At
the mouth the Potomac is six miles wide, and
with forty feet of water almost anywhere, and
good water in the Yeocomico and Cone rivers,
and 24 feet of water lour miles up 1st. Maiy's
river. The following are notable light-houses
on the Potomac: Jones' Point, 35 feet high;
Fort Washington; Smith's Point, 38 feet;
Point Lookout, 37 feci; Piney Point, 35 feet
high.

Twenty-nine counties and seventy
houses of worship iu Virginia, three Quaker
and three Presbyterian. Seven years later the
L irds Baltimore abandoD Roman Catholicism.

1710. Coiouel and Governor Ah xander Spots-
wood arrives, aged 34. a Scotch oative of Tan¬
gier, Africa, and an officer at Biendheim under
Marlborough, bringing to Virginia lor the first
time the right of habeas corpus. He settles on
the llapidan, founds a colony of German Prot¬
estants there, at.d iu 1714 announces the suc¬
cession of George I., maternal grandson of
James 1.

1715 Population of Virginia 95,000. With
Maryland, the two colonies had 145,000 souls,
of which 3u,o00 were negroes.more than over¬
balancing iu production all the rest of the col¬
onies together.

1716. Spotswood 6rst discovered a complete
pass over the Blue Kid^re, at the head ol titty
persons, at Swift Ruu gap.S .-ptetuber 16. Sees
perch, chub, deer, turkeys, and elk and buffalo
tracks on the Shenandoah.

1720. The Virginia frontier extended to the
Blue Ridge, and Spotsylvania, Brunswick,
Ring George and Hanover counties cstab-
lis lied.

1722. September: The Five Nations bound

1732. Joist Mite, of Pennsylvania, settles
near Harper's Ferry, while Fredericksburg is a

hamlet around the estate of Colonel W'iilis,
founded 17liT. Spotswood dies in 1770 at An¬
napolis, leaving progeny for the revolutionary
army of Washington, the greatest colonial gov¬
ernor for the country's good. On his son Hob
ert, slain near Cumberland, Md., in 1700, a

L ndon poet wrote :

"Courageous youth ! were now thine honored
sire

To breathe again and rouse his wonted ire,
Nor French nor Shawnee dare his rage pro¬

voke
From Great Potomac's spring to Roanoke."

1734 38. The Shenandoah valley settled at

Staunton, Woodstock and Winchester. Orauge
county established.

J740. Troops raised in the upper Potomac
country by Liwtcnce Washington to proceed to
the West Indies to cooquor the Spani.-h colo¬
nics. The Scotch-Irish settle rapidly ou Fair¬
fax's grant. In 1744 the six nation* make a

treaty at Lancaster, Pa., giving up all the land
from Virginia to the Ohio. About this liinu
the last b'lflaio seen in our region

1742. Fairfax county established.
1749. The Washington and Mason family

and others near Washington organize the Ohio
company, six years after L-iwrence Washington
inhabits the Mouut Vernon estate.
