A weeting of the stockholders of the Upper
Putomac Steamboat Company was held on Sat-
urday cveniog, Hillman Troth (of Accotiuk,
Vi, presideat) in the ehair, who made a state-
went of progress in building the hull, which is
being coustructed of the besi white ouk heart
tumber.  Every stick is subjected to rigid in-
speetion. The wauster-buiider, Mr. Sims, of
Pitt=burg, who has an execllent reputation as a
constructor of hight draft buats, wade some ex-
planations for the beoctit of those present.—
The boat is to be 150 feet long by 23 feet wide,
with two engives aud boilers, aud a smoke-stack
on cither side. This arravgement leaves the
entire space of the upper saloon free frow ob-
siruction, aod gives a saloon cabin capable of
holding and seating comtortably four buodred
prsons, Such a salovn will enable the passen-
gers to hold a weetiog, or can be cleared for a
dance,

The charter was o amended that the boat
cannot be taken trom the route without the
woaniweus consent ol the stockholders.

The treasurer reported as to progress of sub-
cerintions, sod the fiuance committee wude no
eneounraging exhibit ot the progress in obtain-
ine subseriptions.  Some 312,000 wore will be
peeded during the next three wonths,

It was decided to muke 20 appeal to the bus-
ipess wen of \ ashington to take two shares,
or $100 each, of the steek of che company. As
a dividerd 1o advanee, each subiseription of that
awount wil receive a Iree pass for the first
season.

The boat is to wake two trips daily frow

Housze, and wili rewaive below all night. It
wiil bring up carly passengers and fresh fruit
and dairy produets, avd theo take down un ex-
cur~iou each day to any point desired.
