CONGRESS.
Washington, April 6, 1874.

The Senate, after the consideration of the
question of reference of the Portland Canal bill,
to a special committee, took up the currency
bili.

EASTER.

From Siimiiua aud St. Domingo.
New York, April 6..The steamship Ty-

bce, frouj San Douiingo the oOtii ult., briugs
ihe following: The British Consul General of
Portan-Priuce had been on a tour of observa¬
tion to Samaua Bay aud had afterwards visited
Santo Douiingo with propositions from the
llaytieu government for a ticiity between the
two republics. Among the conditions of the
proposed treaty, it i.s said, were the cession to

ilayti of the disputed territory ou the frontier
and the annulment of the Suuiaua Bay Cou-
veution with citizens of the United States.
These conditions heins: admitted by the Do¬
minican government, Ihyfi. or Keglnnd, was

to loan a considerable sum to Santo Domingo
payahi- at c uivenienco and without interest,
'he discussion of this measure was causing

great excitement throughout the island.

Tweed Again.
New York, April G..In consequence of

di-olosuros that Tweed, instead of occupying a

convict's cell in the Blackwelfs Island peniten¬
tiary, is iu possession of a comfortable room in
the building of the institution, well tit ted up
for his comfort, his private secretary says he
was given the room and allowed a little more

liberty than the other prisoners from purely
humane reasons. It became a question with
the authorities as to whether or not some re¬

laxation ot prison discipline in his case was not

necessary as an absolute necessity of health.
Tweed was extraordinarily corpulent aud to
enable him to move about with any comfort,
he was obliged to have his body bound up
iu tiirht clothes. Already in ill health his sen¬
tence had a crushing effect upon his nervous

system, aud his condition at present was really
pitiable. No prisoner in the penitentiary felt
his punishment so keenly. If it wae iusisted
upou that he should be confined in a cell, one

would have to be specially coustructed tor him,
as his size would preclude the possibility of his
living iu the ordinary ones. Iu fact, if strict
discipline was enforced in his case, his sentence
to imprisoment in the penitentiary would be
equivalent to sentence to death.

Tlie Bishop oi'Peruaiiibuco.
NF.\V York, April G..Mail advic<*s from

Kio Janeiro states that the Bishop of Parnam-
buco was attended during his trial by the Bishop
of Kansas. Six of the court stood in favor of
condemning the bishop to four years' imprison¬
ment at hard labor, one stood lor a lighter
punishment aod one for acquittal. Hopes are

expressed that the Emperor will commute the
sentence to banishment. *
