T'he original
is io the haods of Mr. Wm. I\ Washiogton,
a great nephew of the Geueral now liviog pear
Fredericksburg :

Mount VERNON, 23d March, 1789,

Deur George : —As it 18 probable I shall soon
be uuder the necessity of quittiog this place,
sud cuteriog once more into the bustle of pub-
lick life in conformity to the voice of' my coun-
uy, and the earoest entréaties of my [riends,
nowever cootrary it i to my¥ owa desires or iu-
clinations; I thiok it incuwbent on we as your
uucle and friend, to give yonm some advisory
Lints, which, it properly atteoded to, will, 1
conceive, be fouud very useful to you in regu-
lativg your conduct and giviog you respecta-
bility, not only at preseat, but through every
perivd of lile,

Y ou have now arrived to that age when you
wust quit the trifling amuSemeuts of a boy,
and assume the more digoified munvers of a
wun. At thiscerisis your couduet wili attruct
the potice of those who are about you; aod as
the Hirst impressions are generally the most
lustivg, your doings now may mark the lead-
iug truits of cbaracter through lile.

l¢ is therefore ubsolutely necessary, if you
weuo to make any figure upon the stage, that
you shouid tuke the first’ steps right. What
these steps are, aud what geveral line is to be
pursued to lay the toundation of an hounorable
aud Liappy progress, is the part of age and ex-
pericuee to polut out. T'his I shall do, as far
as1s in my power, with the utmost cheerfuloess;
aud I trust that your own good sense will show
you the vecessity of tollowing it,

The first und great object with you at pres-
ent is to acquire, by industry and applicativa,
such koowiedge as your situation enables yuu
to vhtain, and as will be useful to you in iife.

lo doing this two other important objects
will be gained besides the acquisition of knowl

relish of that profusioo of'woney and a dissipa-
tiow of timwe which are ever attendaut upou
idleovss. 1 do not wean by a close application
t your studies that you should never enter in-
to those amusements which are suited to your
age aud stativn. They may be made to go band
in hund with ezeb other, and used in their
proper seasons, will ever be tound to be a mu-
tual assistunce 0 each other. But what amuse-
weuts are to be takeo, and wheo is the great
watter to be attended to?  Your own judge-
went, with the advice of your real friends who
wuy bave an opportunity of a persooal iater-
course with you, can poiot out the particular
wapper in which you way best speod your mo-
weuts of relaxation much better thao I can at
a distauce.

QOue thing, bowever, 1 would stroogly im-
press upon you, viz: that wheo you bave leiz-
ure to o Into company that it should always
Le ot the best kind that the place you are io
will afford; by this means you will be constunt-
ly iwproviog your wmapoers, and cultivating
you wind, while you sare relaxing from your
buuks; and good compaoy will always be found
less cxpensive than bad.
~ You canuot offer, as so excuse for not usiong
it, that you canoot gain adwission there, or
that you have not & proper atiention paid you
iuit; this is an apology wade only by those
whose wanuvers are disgustivg or whose charae-
ter is execptionable; peither of which I hope
will ever be suid of you. I canoot epjuin too
struugly upon you a due observaoce of economy
and frugality, as you well koow yourself the
present state of your property and finances
will not adwit of auy uunecessary expense,

The article of clothiug is now one of the
chiet expenses you will iocur; and io this, I
fear you are not so econowical as you shrould
be. Deceney aud cleanliness will always be
the first objects io the dress of a judieious,
scnsible map. A cooformity to the prevailivg
fushive in a certaio degree is necessary; but it
does ot luilow from thence, that a man should
ulways get a new coat or other clothes upon
every wrifliog change in the mode when, per-
hups. be bas two or three very good ones by
hiw. A persou who is anxious to be a leader
of the fushion, or ove of the first to follow it,
wiil certainly appear in the eyes of judicious
wen, to have nothiog better than a frequent
¢hange of dress to recommeond him to woutice.
