Federal Interference Refused..A dis¬

patch from Washington states I hat yesterday
Messrs. Piatt and Stowell, of the Vir^iuia dele¬

gation in >hie;fi»U8e of Representatives, called
on the President and requested that a company

of U. S. troops should be sent to Petersburg to

protect Greene, tbe postmaster,-and liich
ardai, the Collector of Internal Revenue there.
Previous to the visit to the President by Messrs.
Piatt and Stowell a caucus of the Republican
delegates was held,at which werepresentMessrs
Smith, Thomas, Piatt and Stowell. After the

proposition had been stated to them, Messrs.
Piatt and Stowell agreed to ask for federal in¬

terference. Mr. Thumas declined to express
any views on the subject.
When it was ascertained that Piatt and Slow-

ell intended to influence the President, il they
could, the following dispatch was sent to him
over the government telegraph :

House of Representatives, Washington, I). (J.,
June 12, 1874..To his Excellency CJ. S. Grant,
President, &c,. Dear Sir : We, the undersigu-
ed, Representatives in Congress from \ irginia,
respectfully ask that you will not order any sol¬
diers to Petersburg. We believe that under
the able men now acting as marshal and district
attorney the laws of our country will be enforc¬
ed. and if any one has committed an offense he
will be punched.
Ordering United States soldiers there at this

time will, in our opinion, injure our State and
do no earthly good.
With sentiments of high regard, we remain,

The above are all of the Democraiic repre¬
sentatives and two Republicans (Smith and
Sener".)

It is stated that tbe only foundation for the
trouble was a slapping given R. G. Greene, the
ex-postmaster, by one of the judges of election
in Petersburg, because Greene had remarked
that tbe judges were guilty of frauds. This led
to an arrest of a number of the judges and con¬
siderable popular excitement.

The Currency Bill..The Currency bill
passed the Senate yesterday by a vote of 32

yeas to 23 nays, and was sent to the House of
Representatives for concurrence. Being a re¬

port from a conference committee it will not be

subject to amendment. A large proportion of
the Southern Senators, including Messrs. Lewis
and Jo'hnson, of Virginia, and McCreery, of
Kentucky, voted with Mr. Sherman, of Ohio,
for the bill. The folllowing are the features
briefly of the bill as passed: For unlimited
banking under the national bank act of June
30, 1864. For reduction of the. lawful reserve

in circulation to' five per cent. This reserve

now amounts to about $40,000,000, and would
be reduced to about $18,000,00U and add the

difference, so far as it is not already added by
violation of law, to the present circulation.
For maintaining tbe greenback circulation at

its preseut limit of $382,000,000. For reducing
the greenback circulation in future at the rate

of $37 50 for every $100 of additional national
bank notes issued under this bill, until the

greenback circulation is reduced to $300,000.-
000, when it shall stop. For the convertibility
after January 1, 1878, of all. greenbacks into

five, four-and-a-half, or four per cent bonds at

par.at, the option of the Secretary of the

Treasury.as to rate of interest, the .green¬
backs so converted to be destroyed. As the
bonds available for the basis of national bank¬

ing are limited in amount, and few ol them are

in the country, the practical operation of this
bill it is held would be to slowly increase the
currency to the extent of pr^bibly not over

fifty millions, and since the bank notes are not

legal tender except to and from the govern¬
ment, this increase would be less than tanta¬
mount to an equal increase of greenbacks..
The House will take up the bill to-day, and in
all probability it will be adopted. The Presi¬
dent is said to have made statements to mem¬

bers and others who called upon hiua (hat leave
no doubt but that he will veto the bill; or by
simply withholding his signature he can de¬
feat it, should Congress adhere to its purpose
to adjourn on the 22d, the ten days necessary
to make it a law-without his signature being
lacking. [

A thousand pounds of nitroglycerine in the
Government magazine, four miles above
Shrev^port, Louisiana, exploded yesterday
with terrific force. The concussion was. so

great that, the whole population of Shreveport
rushed into the streets. Houses were shaken
and window* broken, but do lives were lost.
A motion for a new trial in the Grant (Li.,)

Parish cases was made yesterday, but argument
was postponed until June 20th, when Justice
Bradley and a full bench will probably be pres
eut.

The Ohio Mine:*' Ktrifce.
Columbus, June 12..A special dispatch

from Nclsonville to to the State Journal says
that at daylight the union miners' pickets were

not visible, but soon after a party, numbering
about odc hundred, collected near the coloied
forces. Care was taken to keep the maiu body
of negroes out of hearing. The strikers con¬

versed with the negroes and urged th m 10 j-tin
the union The guards were doubled Three
D<-groes joined the uni"n. Whenever the guards
endeavored to press back the colt-red miner.-,
the strikers urged them the moie vehemently
to desist.

Secretary Pu'man and Sheriff Warreu ad¬
vised the putting of the maiD body at work
and lea-ving the smaller number for a guard.
Efforts were made to put sixty men into the
miues. At this time eight huudred strikers,
with a bra.-s band, approacheu, and were met

by Messrs. Putnam and Warren and restrained
from proceeding further. Mr. Putnam express¬
ed confidence to the optraturs in his ability to

coutrol the strikers aud his disbelief in the tears
of violence. Iu the meantime the miners' com¬
mittee approached the line, aud one of their
number cjuimeuced a speech.
The excitement among the negroes was very

great. They crowded dowu to the lines, and a

general stampede was iuiminont. Efforts w-.re
made to restrain them, but some thirty or

forty, in small squads, deserted. Several clfu ts
were made to. check the desertion, the most
successful of which was the singing by the loyal
negroes of various pieces familiar to the negroes,
thus drowning the vo.cjs of the speaker. On
the other, side the plau of the strikers seems to

be to weaken the force of the negroes by de¬
sertion, and they say they wisl not use force.
The operators say they are not discouraged;

that they have more negroes coming, aud it ne-

cessar wdl bring one thousand men for the min¬
ers to take care of. Some of the negroes re¬

turned to duty during the afternoon, aod while
a number are at work iu the mines others are

throwing up earthworks. O.ders have been
sent for two hundred more negroes, a portion
of whom are expected toreich Nelsonvilie to¬
morrow.

Congress.
Id the Senate, yesterday, Mr. Scott present¬

ed memorials from the workingmen of Penn¬
sylvania, praying the passage of .such financial
measures as will set the industries of the
country in motion. Mr. Ramsey, from the
Committee on Postoffices, reported without
amendment the Ilou>e bill for the revision of
the salaries of Postmasters throughout the
country. Mr. Ssrgent, from the same com¬

mittee, reported a bill which provides that the
PuSimaster General, if good cause is shown,
may extend for thirty day* the time for tiling
bonds for the performance of contracts for mail
service, provided this extension shall not be
bey6nd the date for commencement of service.
Mr. Stockton introduced a bill, which proposes
to authorize the New York Tunnel Company
to construct a tunnel or tunnels under the Hud
sou and East rivers, to connect New York city
with Brooklyn and Jersey Cit5'- Mr.,Chand¬
ler, from the Committee ou Commerce, report¬
ed the Kiver and llarbor Appropriation bill.
The consideration of the Currency bill was re¬

sumed, and the report of the conference com¬

mittee adopted by a vote of 32 to 23. The bili
to incorporate the Oxygen Gas Company ol
the District of Columbia was passed. Numer¬
ous memorials were read and referred against
the section in the pending tariff bill levying a

tax on gold aod securities.
In the House of Representatives an addi¬

tional appropriation of $500,000 to the suffer¬
ers by the late ovetfl )\v of the Mi-sissippi, was

made. Mr. Butler, under a suspension of the
rules, had a resolution adopted which commits
the House to the consideration of an amend¬
ment to be offered in Committee of the Whole,
which will cut off all appropriations for carry¬
ing on examinations in the Civil Service. A
petition was presented, signed by three hun¬
dred printers in Washington, asking Congress
to stay further proceedings iu relatiou to fixing
by law a scale of prices for wotk. There was

some debate over an amendment to the Sundry
Appropriation bill appropriating $25,0U0 for
the "Little Sisters of the Poor," a benevolent
institution in the District, which was rejected.
The remainder of the session was devoted to
the consideration of the Suudry Appropriation
bill.

Ross Covell had a very valuable horse killed
by the cars near his residence a few miles from
this place.
About the 20th instant our farmers wiil be

in the midst of their wheat harvest.
One of the incidents of the famine in India

is an uprising in Dirjealing against exporters
of food who were sending provisions out of the
starving district. The affair was serious, aod
several people were killed. Notwithstanding
the efforts of the Government to provide relief
it seems that there has scarcely been ao im¬
pression made upon the terrible suffering of
the people. i

France.

Paris, June 12..The scenes of yesterday
were literally repeated at the Western depot
to-day, at the time of the departure of the par-
liara< utary train for Versailles. The populace
ag.in assembled in large numbers, aud the
Deputies to tiw; Assembly were respectively
insulted uud cheered. The police ouce more

dispersed the rioters, and took twelve of the
'more violent ut them into custody. Four of
r lie arrested parties were released after Lhey
had been identified, aod the rest were o mmit-
leu lor trial.
So threatening were the demonstration that

a b .dy ot troops was ordered to the station to
assist the poiiet; iu maintaining order.
Armand Adam, brother of a Deputy of that

name, aud Spuller, brother of the publisher
of Le Rnpublique Fiancaise, radical -Republican
journal,were among those arrested.
The Government has suspended the publi¬

cation of Le Pays (Bonapartist) and Le Rappel,
radical Repuh.. a: d L: Dix Neuvieuie Siecle,
conservative Republican organ, fur a fortnight,
because of" violent attacks upon its policy.
