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HANS CHRISTIAN ANDERSEN.
TIIE DANISH STORY TELLER.

IHans Christian Aodersen was born in Odca-
se, Denmark, on the 2d of April, 1805, io the
one roow which his ;father aod mother occu-
pied. which served alike fur house and shoe-
waker's shop; he left the town when he was
fourteen to seek his fortune, aod in 1807 he
was received in Odense as the guest of the citi
zevs: the houses were all illuminated, a bao-
quet was giveo in his hovor, and he wus pre-
sented with the freedom of the ecity. In the
sixty-two years that liv between those dates,
and the six years since then, is the story of a
lite, full ol varied lights and shades. His fath-
er wasa young wan of poetic wiud, always
huogeriog after a richer life thao that spent 1o
waking shoes; his mother, a simple, supersti-
tius sud affectionate womun, lu their ome
room began bis life, and his earllest recollee-
tious furoished him with sceoes which alter-
waurds be wove ioto his stories,

“Our little room,’’ he says, ‘‘which was al-
most filled with the shocmaker’s beoch, the
bed and wy erib, was the abode ot wy child
hood; the walls, however, were covercd with
pictures, and over the work bevch was u cub-
buard containivg bocks and songs; the little
Lkitchen was full of shinivg plates aud metal
paus, and by meaos ot a ladder, it was possible
to go out on the roof, where, in the gutters be-
tween our house aud the weighbors’, there
stood u great chest filled with soil, my wother's
sole garden, where she grew her vegetables,
Lo wy story of the ‘Snow Quecn’ that garden
still blooms.”

He grew into a tall, ungaivly lad, as shy as
a girl, aod yet sosimple hearted that he was
ready to confide to the utmost io aoy ose who
cmiled on bim. At a charity school he leained
just a little, but that little so carelessly that
Joug atterwards he suffered for the luck of such
common koowledge eveo as bow to spell. It
wus DOW, too, that he began to associute more
with others, and, like his compaoions, to_go
through the Catechism, preparatory to Coo-
firmation.  He tells a littie siory here of him-
selt, which shows where “‘The Red Shoes”
came from.

““An old female tailor altered my deceased
father's great coat luto s contirmacion suit for
me; never betore hind I worn so good a coat.
I had, also, for the first tiwe io my life, a pair
of bouts. My delight was extremely great;
my ooly fear was that everybody wouid vt
see thew, and, therefore, 1 drew thew up over
my trousers, and thus murched through the
chureh. The boots crecked apd that inwardly
pleased we; for thus the cougregation would
hear that they were new. My wboie devotivu
was disturbed; 1 was aware of it, and 1t
cuused we a borrible pang of covscicoce thut
wy thoughts should be as much with my pew
boots as with God. I prayed Hiw ecaroestly
from wy beart to forgive we, and then agaiv 1
thought about wy new boots.”

When be set out for Copenhagen, he had
a huwle sum of movey and his coufirmation
guit, and uuvbouvded conlidence v every one.

I'he poor boy lived, ove scarcely knows how
but he could pot help attractiog people’s atteu-
tion, he Was 80 ingevious, and at last a wise
and good mao, Couucillor Collin, tovk him as
his owu son, and began to educate biw.  As

Apdersen now learued how to use his mind, all |

the odd fapeies and make-beliels which had
kept him busy with wock theatres aod puppets
and dolls, began to find expression in wrllog,
and bstore he had finished his sohooling, he
was writing stories and dramas: aod just before
he passed his last exawivation, When he was
twenty-four yearsold, he brought out a collee-
tion of poems, and one of his pluys was acted at
the theatre.

Denmark is a little country but an old pation
inbabits it; and heoce it is, in fact, that society
there is something like a great family, Every
one knows every ooe, and persoval affairs get
talked about,and a new author,or artist,or actor,
is at once takeo in hand; people uotonly talk
about him, but talk to him, aud eriticize him,
and tell him what be ought pot to do.  Society
there isa village tea-table of educated people.
Avndersen, who come up from poverty, and
was besides a youog man ignoraot of worldly
wisdom, wus badgered a good deal, and iv the
early days of his authorship, aud had to strug-
gle hard to maintain a position. But -by de-
grees, he commanded attention aod respeet;
people begao to sec_that be had gifts of an uon-
usual character, and just the thing for which
he was at first blumed—his ‘“‘vuivete’” and
childishpess—are pow what the world recogni-
zes as good qualities io literature.

From that time te this he has been writing
gtories; novels for older people, such as “I'he
Twprovisatore,”” which is a picture of Ltaly,
and *The Two Baronesses,” “O. T.,”" and
*Ouly a Fiddler,” where the sceaes are Dao-
ish. He is Daoish to the core. The old le-
geods of his apcient country, the wild sapd-
heaps ot Jutland, the beech trees, the bricht,
quarrelsome city life, the tresh, fravk hospi
tality, all get ito his stories. But it is his
little stories that have won him resown. They
were somethiog so new and pleasiog, that they
became at ooce geveral favorites with young
aud old, and in the theatres, instead of poctry
the actors would recite ““The Coustaat Tin
Soldier,” The Top and Ball or “The Swine-
berd.”” Thorwaldsen, the famous sculptor, was
a Dane, and was delighted with Andersen’s
stories. 1o his compauy be wrote “'Ole Shut

lye;" and “often,” says Auvdersen, ‘‘in the
twilight, wheo the family circle sat in the open
gardeo parlor, Thorwaldsen would cowe soltly
bebind me. and clapping me on the shoulder,
would ssk. ‘Shall we little ones hear suy tales
to-pight 7" 7’

When he began writing his stories, he
sought only to tell over again old legends of
Denmark. which he had heard us a child; but
as his interest iocreased, he invented his stor-
ics, and soon every Christmas brought a uew
volume from him.

Aupdersen has pever married, and lives a
rambling sort of life, sowetiwes in Copenha-
geo, but quite as often_ travelliog in Spain,
Switzerlaud, Germaoy, France, Holland, Eug-
land, Italy. He is a great favorite at various
courts, and has had mapy honors from erowued
heads, but his true distinetion covsists i the
fact that every home is open to hiw, aod the
poor as well as the rich know his kindly pa-
ture. He bimself, in »The Story of my Life,”
relates a bright little sccne. He was away from
bome, at Hawburg, we believe, and in com-
paoy with Otto Speckter, the clever artist who
has illustrated his stories, was setting out for
the opera-house.

“On our way,”’ he says, ‘‘we came to an ele-
gant house.”

“We must first zo in bere, dear frieod,’
said he; ‘a wealthy family lives here, friends of
mine, and friends of your stories; the children
will be happy.'”’

“‘But the opera,’ said L

“+Ounly for two mioutes,’ returned he; and
drew me into the house, mentioned my pame,
aud the circle of children collected around me.

“+And pow tell us a tale,” said he; ‘only
one,’

“T told one, and then hastened away.”

«'‘That was an extraordinary visit,’ said L

“ “An excellent one; one entirely out of the
common way!'' said he, exultiogly. “Quly
thivk; the children are full of Andersen and
his stories; he suddeoly makes his appearaoce
amongst them, tells one of them himself, and
then is gone ! vapished ! That is of itself like
a fairy tale to the children, that will remain
vividly in their remewbraoee.’ " Riverside
Dulletin.
