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A NEW inventivn has just been tried io Paris
which is said to reoder drowning a thiog of the
past. It covsists iu the employwent of a poeu-
watic Indian rubber tube rolled round the
body with a sufficieut pumber ot folds to con-
tuin the necessary amount ol wir.  This tube is
placed concealed in a double cuvelope forming
a shirt. It terminates by a mouth piece,which
<huts with the aid of a simple eopper buttoo.
I e operation is simple in the extreme, aod
(e swimwer or immersed persou has eoough
air for 2 whole day. When the apparatus
comes to diminish io voluwe 1t is casy to ex

pand it again by the privcipal tube in decp
water witnout any effore or difienlty. The trial
wits witnessed at the Henry the Fourth Baths,

wien the inventor, M. Gosselin, showed its
properties. = stood upright, the hauds rais:d
above the hiead, wheo the water did not come
above the shou!ders; be then floated oo his back
with arws erossed. The apparatus can be worn
under the clothes like a fiaonel waisteont. Tt
extends from the poek to the knees, tastened 1o
front by a row of buttons. It is composed of
+ double flauwel, in the midst of which an lo-
dian rubber tube circulates, stariing trom the
top ol the chest, ascending the left side of the
peck, and following the central line of the back:
there it divides in two brauvches, encircling the
thizhs as far as the kozes.  Frow the ceotral
part of the prineipal tube twelve to fifteen
Jesser tubes diverge to mike the round ot the
body and meet in frout where the row of buttons
1s. This improvement on the lite belt is said to
be eertain to supersede all existing appliances
in teaching swimming or saviug lite frowm ship-
wreek.

Tre PuiLosorny or RaiN.—To understand
the philosophy of this beautiful and often sub-
lime phepomenon, so olten witnessed and so
very essentinl to the existence of plants and
apiwals, a fow facts derived from ouservation
aod a long train of experiments, wust be re-
wembered :

1. Were the atmosphere here, everywhere
aod at all tiwes, ol a uuiform tewmperature, we
should neser have rain, hail or snow. The wa-
ter absorbed by it in evaporation, from the sea
and the earth’s surfice, would descend in ao
impereeptible vapor, or cease to be absorbed by
the air when it was once {ully saturated.

2, The absorbiog power ol the atnosphere,
and consequently its capucity to reteiv bhuwid-
ity, is apportiopately greater in warm thao in
cold air.  The air near the surface of the earth
15 warwer thaw it is io the regious ol the clonds.
The higher we asceud from the earth the cold-
er do we find the atmosphere,  Heaee the per-
petual snow on very bigh mountains 1o the hot
test climate. _

Now, when from continued evaporation the
air 1s highly saturated with vapor, though it
be iovisible aod the sky cloudless, if its tempe-
rature is suddeuly reduced by cold currents de-
scending from above, or rushiog from a higher
to a lower latitude, by the motion of a saturat-
ed air to a lower latitude, its capacity to retain
woisture is dimivished, clouds are tormed, aod
1ain 1s the resuit. It condenses, it cools, and
compressed pours out the water which its di-
winished capacity cannot hold.

TEA-GrROWING 1IN THE SouTH.—The tea
tree of China, it is said, will once more be cul-
tivated in Georgia. It has been grown by sev-
eral persons in that State, from the Piedmont
region to the sea coast. The shrubisa hardy
and vigorous evergreen, aod thrivesas well in
the Piedmont district as it does in China or
Japan. le grows frour three to five feet high—
u ueat, compact, laurcl-leaved shrub, with pret-
ty white flowers io spring, and is quite orpa-
wental. Lt is perfect!y hardy, asd will staud
uny exposure in that climate, as has been test-
ed in Athevs and many other localities in Geor-
ma. Weare told it would be au casy watter
for apy family that has a homeand a few feet
of ground to produce their owo tea and a little
to sell. Its general introduction for home use
would most likely lead to its production for
market. There would be muny thivgs for the
people to learn before they are able to mapu-
facture the article as we get it from China; but
it is said, a very good tea, and free trom adul-
teration, can be made by siwply pickiog and
drying the leaves in the same mauner that sage
leaves arc cured. It is deelared by those who
have investigated the subject that the dithenley
in the way of the culture of tea successtully, as
an article of commerce in the Southern States,
is the want of expericnce, but chicfly of cheap
labor.—Baltimore Sun.
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How “Boston” Receivep His NAME.—-
A Saratoga letter in the New York World
Bays :

1 heard ap interesting story the other day as
to the namiog of Boston. This eelebrated race-
er, sire of the King of the Turf aud grand sire
of more celebriues in horse flesh than ove eares
to pawe, was owoed in Virginia io his early
days, and had the good fertune to win the wost
distinguished covsideration of Johu Randolph.
A Keutucky geotleman visiting the Virgivia
owner of the great racer, betore the latter had
varned for hiwself a nawe, greatly adwired
him, and asked his owoer bis price.  He was
told £500. *Well,” said the Kentuckian, L'l
play vou a gawe of ‘Boston’ to-night, and it 1
win 2500 will take the horse.”” T'he original
nawe of the game of' cards *‘Boston” was, it
appears, “'boastiog,’” which was cootracted 1o-
to *Boston.”
