The Gum Spring Murder,.Mr. Joseph
McFarlaod, who was shot and killed at Gum
Spring on Sunday evening last, was buried
there yesterday. Two inquests were held upon
the body, the tirst one by Justices Saffron and
Allen, and the last by the coroner of the coun¬

ty. Henry Clajrgett, the foreman of the latter
being John Gray, the verdict in both instances
being that the deceased caine to his death by
gun shot wounds iuflicied by J. \Yr. Golden.
The particulars of the murder, as narrated by
a resident of Guui Spriug, are as follows: Mc¬
Farlaod and Golden had a quarrel a lew days
previous to the murder about some wood which
the former accused the latter of stealing, and
threatened to shoot him if be stole any more.

Golden, however, not frightened by the threat,
took more of the wood in the daytime, and be-
inir seen by MeFirland, the latter seized a gun
and fired it, not at Golden, but in his di¬
rection, so as to scare hi'rn. Golden was en¬

raged at this and swore he would shoot
McFarlaod, and his threats were coutinued and
openly made, but nothing serious was antici¬
pated from them. On Sunday evening last
while McFarland was milking his cow near his
house, not knowing that Golden was anywhere
about, the latter shot him in the back. He
sprang to his feet, exclaimed I am killed, and
dropped dead. Golden then attempted to shout
Edward, the son of McFariand, aud would have
succeeded if the latter had not run to the house
and concealed himself. The origin of the dif¬
ficulty was, as stated, about some wood. Gold¬
en wanted to build a house on a piece of land
upon winch was some wood belonging to Mo
Farlaud, and told the latter to remove it; xMc-
Farland told him to move it himself. Go:d-
eu did so aud then used some of it to set
wheel tires. McFarlauti iook uo notice of this,
but when Golden returned for more he told
him to let it aioue. Golden, however, not heed-
in ir him, went ou to lake the wood, when Mc-
Failand told him if he did not stop he would
shoot him, and going into bis house he brought
<-ut a duubled-barreled gun aud snapped a

cap at him. lie then-, shot the other barrel
at a post about twenty feet from Golden.
This occurred ou Friday before the murder.
On the Sunday night followini;, the mur¬
der was committed. Golden attempted to
shoot Eiward MeFarlaud, both before
aud alter he had killed his father and
it is thought would have succeeded had not

Frauk Palmer taken his gun away from him.
He was arrested about an hour after the shoot¬
ing. Golden usually went armed, aud when in
hquor, as he was at the time, is a desperate
character.

He resisted the
officers ou his way to jaii aud seriously bit the
thumb of Officer Horseman.

The Chain Gang..The Committee on

Streets, which had a meeting yesterday after¬
noon, had under consideration the manner in
which the chain gang is worked. They say
that as uow th»-ir whole dependence lies upon
that gang for having the streets kept ciein,
it Qiu-t, in order to secure that object, be work¬
ed more systematically than at present, and
that especially mu<t it bo put to work at 7 a.

uj., and kept emp oyed uutil 6 p. m. with an

hour's rest for dinner.

Arrest of a Supposed Murderer..A

The Ileeclier-Tiltou .Scandal.
New York, August ly..The following is

published this morning us the facts of the'alle¬
ged attempte d compromise ol' the Beecber-Til-
tori case, of' which mentiou was made last week:
Oo returoiug to Brookiyu Mr. Moulton, urider
the provocation of L»eiutr referred to as a black¬
mailer, did prepare a long .statement, which
was designed to crush 31r. Bcecher. It was

composed mainly of his own rcculicciious of
various events of thescaodil, hit own asser¬

tions that Mr. Beecher and Mrs. Tiltou had
made eoufe.ssions of adultery to bun, but un¬

supported by auy documents other than those
which he subs'iju-'uily submit!'d to tli-1 com¬
mittee, and oue other which has been described
by Mr. Beecher's lawyer as "manufactured."
lie simply corroborated Tiiton by bis own un¬

supported word when lie prepared Ihi-» state¬
ment. Mr. Mouhou denounced Mr. Beecher
to the correspondent of the Chicago Tribune,
who next day telegraphed his statements to his
paper where they were published on Monday,
August 10th, the very day on which Mr. Moul-
ton submitted his short stateno ut containing
noue of the gravest allusions. Mi. Kmg.-ley had
