Ortuy FrROM PEmsia.—The new variety of
opium, sow obtaived from Persia, is deseribed
in the medical jouroals as possessiog properties
peculiar in some respeets to itself. Its odor
differs from that of Swyrua opium, being rath

er comparable to that of green coffee, and
when it is heated an odor of chocolate 1s ¢x

haled. It is soft, like ordinary fresh opiuwm.
the softness being due to five-sixths per cent.
of moisture. When well dried it is easily powd-
ered, but it is slightly deliquescent. The paste
is of a fawn color, and does not darken oo ex-
posure to the air; and “when examined by the
naked cye, or with the aid of a glass, appears
fine and vers homogeneous, It mixes freely
with cold water, without rcquiriog to be work-
ed up much with the lgud, which it only
slightly eulors.  While Swyroa opluion usually
yiclds forty-vine per eent. of aquevus extract.
this yields fifiy-two. In this vperatioo it al-
ways presents a remarkable peculiarity; wheo
two-thirds of the water has been evapurated io
4 warer-bath, successive crystaliine crusts are
formed in such & maouer that if the liquor be
left to cool & nearly solid mass results, iv copse-
quence of the interlacing of the crystals, By
treating such a product with water, M Carles
has scparated oue aod one-tenth per cent. of
pure ulcotine.
