THE TURKISH PRINCESS.
A.aong other introductions we lwj English

aumen bad brought a letler to a certain Turk-
idb princcts, widow of a pasha, and reputed to
be a beautiful, amiable, and agreeable lady.
Tee presentation of this missive required some
little formality; but, after one or two interviews
between our dragoman and Her Royal ttigh-
oes^ chief of the household, all was arranged;
and one tultry afternoon we found ourselves at
the gate of the palace.
Two very smart negroes, dressed in black

frockcoats and trousers, received us with state-
iv politeoess. We were led through a garden
io the froQt of the house, where several wo¬
men servants received us, and the men retired.
These two womeD, ut a first glance, might have
b« eo token for English maids of all work; but,
vu closer inspection, their olive features and
white crape turbans betrayed an Oriental na¬

tionality. ¦ They were io tact Circassian slaves.
Ou the terrace sat a very ugly old duenna,
smoking a long pipe. We bowed to each other,
and she rose with difficulty to accompany us to

the reception room, a long apartment, that
made us fancy we were in a fashionable lodg-
iou boLse at St. Leonard's. Excepting a few
knick-knacks al< the furniture bad comc from
Puris aud London, and was io very bad taste
ltidi ed. The old lady motioned us to sit down,
pipta were preheated to us, which we refused
with all graciousness attainable; then followed
a long pause, during whioh our compaoion
continued to puff away and stare hard without
a word.
Then the princess entered. She was tall and

blender aud very handsome, with a pearly skin,
delicaiely-cut features, and black hair and eyep.
Her dress was simply perfeot, ample, flowing,
easy, of soft, noiseless, lustrous silk, the pre¬
cise hue of which it was impossible to desoribe;
it was somethiog between an asphodel blossom
and the palest pink coral, and yet neither the
one uor the other approached it at all nearly.
Around her bead was wound a little turban of
delicately-colored gauze, fastened over the fore¬
head with a jewel. Now, I am sorry to con¬
fess that ibis graceful acd imposing creature
waa huob au inveterate smoker that it seemed
the solo business of two or three of her slave
girls to supply her wants. Duriug thetwoiiours
that we were honored with her presenoe one of
those automaton-like figures would come in
abtut pevrti or eight minutes, {^summoned,
uud band Oiich of tho ladies a cigarette. Any¬
thing more like machinery could not be con¬
nived. There was no salutation on the part
of the servant, no acknowledgment on the part
of the mistress. The cigarettes came and went,
and that was all Meantime, our hostess had
sent tor the French governess of her little
adopted daughter, Gilpare, to aot as interpre¬
ter; and soon tho governess und her young pu¬
pil appeared. Coffeo was handed to us in little
jeweled cups. The French lady made some¬

thing like sociability possible, and we were ask¬
ed we should tike some music and danoing.

Freuch governess to me; "the Turkish national
airs are eo naivo, and the princess has among
tarvoung elaves some really fine voicep."
"We do DOf. realize at home," I said, "that

slavery still exists io the East."
"Oor but what kind of slavery ? These girls

are happier than our cooks and housemaids at
home. The prinei-ss is like a mother to them.
Some she marries off ar.d provides with a dowry;
to all fihe is kindness itself. Th. y have no care?;
think of that 1"
Not being able to argue the point from her

standpoint, I was silent. I could readily be
licvo that our hostess would be good and kind
to cvorybody and everything under her euro;
but the thought was uppermost io my mind,
bow differently such goodness and kindness
work in our own conditions of society. ;With
us a good mistress is sure to have a smiling
household. Here bo one smiled. Every, look
and movement of the dozens of woman we saw
about us, most ol them young girls, wasjoyless,
mechanical, monotonous. They were evident¬
ly neither starved nor beaten, nor overwoiked;
but the prevailing look of apathetic helj»Jeai»eu
aod hope!es»oes3 was very depressing to unac¬
customed eyes.
Meantime, the musicians and dancers enter¬

ed, ten in number, all Circassians. The latter
wore Turkish trousers of white linen, striped
with gold, bright silk sashes, and flowers, io
their hair, which was long and fiowing. The-
.ingiog had something inexpressibly savage
about it, con^eting tor the most part of wild
chants repeated again and again to a mon¬

otonous accompaniment. After the sopgs
oame dancing, which lasted nearly an -bl)ur
if a series of gymnastic ftate and exeicis-
28 could, indeed, be called dancing. The
wood cuts in Wilkinson's "Ancient Egypt¬
ians," representing womeu tumbling and per¬
forming feats of agility, from the temple ot
Bsni Hassan, would give a better idea of the
entertainment than any descriptions io writiag.
The jumps, prostrations, rbytbmio movement
of the arms, standing on the head, and other
ungraceful, laborious performances displayed
tor our amusement, must be very like those of
the dancing women of the time of tho Phar
lohi.
On the termination of the dance we rose to
