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AvuTuMN LEaves.—It is an old fushion now,
that of gathering the beautitul rich colured
leaves that cause our Awcricao forests to blaze
in such splendor for a tew short weeks, aond by
pressing sod varpishiog them prepariog oot
ooly a bezutiful dressing for vases, but a store
wheoece may be drawn waterials for muoy a
graceful parlor ornameot at the expeace of voly
a woderate amount of ingevuity and skill. The
season for colleeting specimens is so short, aod
maoy persons feel so fearful of uodertakivg
apything without specific directions, that a few
hiots on the subjeet may npot be ill-timed. 1f
you like your leaves varnished, copal varvish is
the sort to use, but it wust wvot be applied uu-
til tho leaves have been for sowe days or even
weeks under a heavy weight, laid swoothly be-
tween layers of soft paper.  You wmay dispeuse
gotirely with varuish 1" you prefer, aund way
josure ta vourseli' the almost perfect preserva-
tion of the original colors by using layers of
raw cotton instead of paper wheo you put your
leaves aside to dry. Wheo thoroughly dried
they way be applied to many oroawcental uses.
A painted wieath or other combination of foli-
age may be so pertectly iwmitated that ooly lis
touch can coovioee the beholder that the pic-
ture is pot the work of ap artist’s peveil.  This
iz dove by applying mucilage to the back off
the leaves avd disposing them in a gracelul
and effective waooer upon a sheet of pure
white card-board. The pieture may be inclosed
in a frame of rustic workmanship to be iv keep-
ing, but should be covered with glass to be pre-
served from injury. Pretty wats may be made
of card-board decorated with a border of leaves,
and for this purpose maple leaves are especial-
Iy appropriate.
