CASH PLAN ADOPTED.

The postage law, which goes into operation 1st
of January, 187-5, requires prepay a- eut on all
newspapers sent through the mails beyond the
limits of the counties in which they are publish¬
ed. We have, therofore, determined to adopt
the CASH PLAN for all sub:criptions. While
avoiding the losses, tardy payments nnd ex¬

penses of collection incidet.t to the credit sys¬
tem, we will be required to prepty the postage
The change determined upon will, therefore,
prove beneficial to both subscribers and publish¬
er. The former will bo relieved of the posisge
tax whilst the latter will be enabled to simplify
the operations of his business and to improve
the facilities for conducting it
yo name will be entered, unless the subscrip¬

tion is paidfor in advance.
During the past few months every subscriber

in arrears has been furr.ished, through the mails,
with a statement of his account. Many huve
responded with remittmces discharging their

Immbnse Distance of the Stars -The
Star a Centaurt, iu the southern hemisphere,is found to have a parallax ot about one second
tiut no other star in the celestial vault has
be<-n found to have a paraliax ot more
half a second. lu quite a number ot stars the
parallax ranges from two-teuths to halt a sec¬
ond Lit us see now what these measures give
us for the distance of the star*. W hen a stat
has a parallax of ooe second, it shows Hs dw
tincc to be a little more than two huadred
thousand times the distance ot the earth into
the sun; with a parallax ot ha.t u a0j0d<i,.ti^distance is twice as great; with one of a third
of a second, three times as great; and so on,
the distance being mversely proportional to the
parallax. As there are only two stars of which
the parallax exceeds half a second, it follows
that, with the exception of these, the: 6stars are
all more than four hundred thousand time* at,

far a> the sun. The sun being nearly a hun¬
dred millions of miles, this distance amounts
to about forty millions of millions of
llencc the nearest known star is distant twenty
millions of millions ot miles; there are abou a
di z-'u others of which the distance ranges irorn
two to five times this amouut, while all the re¬

maining oues are sWuated at distances yet
farther. You see that bright star, a Lyra, now
(October 1) a little west of the zenith? I>r.
Brunnow has recently determined the parallax
of that star to be almost one-fii'th of a second,
consequently, by the rule we have just given,
its distance is more than a million times that
of the sun, i. e., it is just about one hundred
millions of millions of miles.-Harper s Mag.
