The sudden death of Mayor ilavecueycr, of
New York city, was announced yesterday. He
went to Flushing, Long Island, ou Sunday, to

visit a friend, who has been ill for some time,
liud when returning to tbe city, on Monday
evening, tbe train on which he was broke down
when about three miles from New l'ork, and
the Mayor was obliged to walk that distance
against the stiff, frosty wind that prevailed.
He reached tbe City Hall a Jew minutes before
twelve when it was noticed that he did not ap¬
pear to be in his usual health, seeming quite
exhausted. He took a seat, explained the rea¬

son of his delay, described his walk, and com¬

plained of great inconvenience from his unus¬

ual exercise, which he thought was brought on

by exposure to the nigh wind which was pre¬
vailing. After resting in the outer office a few
minutes he said he felt better, retired to the
inner office, and proceeded to open his corres¬

pondence. He had broken two or three letters,
aud was just examining a note inclosiog a check
for the Tuscumbia sufferers when he rose from
his chair and attempted to cross the fl>or. He
had tottered but a few steps when he sunk sud¬
denly down. He was seen to fall by several
attaches, and a physician was immediately sent

for, but consciousness had entirely deserted
him. He did not utter a word after the attack,
and only lifted^his hand to bis head in a me¬

chanical way as he fell, when it: dropped heav¬
ily at his side.' The physician gave it as his
opinion that he died of apoplexy, superinduced
by the overexertion of the morning. Mayor
Havemeyer was not far from seventy years of
age, and the finest looking man of his years in
the city. He has been Mayor twice, the first
election having been thirty years ago. He was

descended from German stock. He was a very
successful business man, and in addition to pre¬
siding over his sugar refinery he filled with
much credit the presidency of the Bank of
North America, an office which he retained to

the time of his death. Mr. Vance, President
of the Board of Aldermen, will be Mr. Havc-
ineyer's successor, Mr. Wickham, who was

elected Mr. Havemeyer's successor, not enter¬

ing upon tbe exorcise of his duties until the
first ol January.

Id the Uoited States Circuit Court, in Rich-
mood, yesterday, Judges Bood aod Hughes
sitting, the judges announced that they dis¬
agreed in the Petersburg election cases, and
would certify them up to the Supreme Court
of the Uoited States. Eight judges and three
registers of election in Petersburg were indict¬
ed under the enforcement act of Congress for
obstructing and preventing oolored men from
voting at the municipal election in May last.
Counsel for the defendants demurred to the
indictment, and ihe points raised were elabo¬
rately argued. The judges differ on but oue

point, viz., that none of the indictments charge
that the persons prevented from voting wrre

so prevented "on account of race, color, or pre¬
vious condition of servitude.'" Judge Hughes
holds that the indictments are fatally defective,
aud thinks this charge should be made in or¬

der to let in the proof or inference of motive.
Judge Bood holds that as the motives of men

cannot be looked into or proved except by their
acts, it is sufficient to charge that citizens of
the Uoited States were prevented from voting,
and that the motive of hostility to race may be
inferred from the act of preventing a colored
voter from, voting.

Col. Mosby, Mr. J oho S. Barbour aod other
gentlemen were in Washington oo Saturday
for the purpose of securing a pardon for Mr.
T. T. Broocks, formerly President of the First
National Bank of Petersburg, who was recent¬
ly tried and convicted in the U. S. Circuit
Court at Richmond for embizzIiDg the funds
of the bauk and otherwise violating the Na¬
tional Banking law. Mr. Broocks' friends
brought with them and presented to the Pres¬
ident a petition signed by the entire jury, the
U. S. District Attorney, aod many prominent
citizens of Petersburg, recommeodiog a par¬
don, which the President, after consultation
with the Attorney Geueral, declined to grant.
Mr. Broocks' sentence, which was delivered by
Judge Hughes on Friday last, is five years in
the Albany penitentiary. The amount embez¬
zled is over seven hundred thousaud dollars,
and involved the ruin of both the First Na¬
tional and the Merchants' National Banks of
Petersburg. A large part of the stock of these
banks was held by parties in Boston, Mass.

The New York Journal of Commerce advo¬
cates a change in the present law by which,
haviog displaced Representatives who do not
suit the people by others who do, the former
are sent back to Washington to do their worst,
and tie the hands of the latter for a year to
come. Under the existing arrangement, the
term of the Forty-third Congress will expire,
and that of the Forty-fourth Congress will be¬
gin at noon ou March 4* 1875. The Journal
of Commerce believes ft; would be a perfectly
legitimate exercise of the law-making power to

enaot that Congress shall end (say) November
30, 1876, and that the term of every succeed¬
ing Congress shall be two years from the 1st of

^eoember. |

The President commonccd the writing nf his

annual message on Saturday, and will ^ive his

entire attention to that document until it is

completed.

Tin- present aiiiuiuis
tration have paid utf .-ince Jx7"J $Of»>.Ouu of
the debt of the Company, besides luiprnviog
the canal throughout its entire lenirth. Atmut
50U persons are employed in the work of re¬

pairing the canal, about .'i,oU'i ^uiti their liveli¬
hood from it. Nearly every corporation in the
country since the panic has rcducd the num-

ber and wages of its employees. but no reduc¬
tion has been madeon the canal. It has be¬
come necessary. however, to uiake a reduction
of the force, which wili go into effect toe first
of next month, but there will be no reduction
of wages.

THE rOAL TRADE.

Notwithstanding the depression in trade the
coal trade has steadily increased. Iti ibe
number of boats loaded was between 7.UOO aod
8,U00. The cost of transportation per ton

from Cumberland is$I 36 to the boatmen and
51 cents for toll, making the entire cost, other
than wharfage. $1 SO per tun. At Cumberland
the wharfage is £i cents per ton and at George¬
town 25 cents per ton, which the pre-ent direc¬
tion believe exorbitant and are makir;g ev- ry
effort to reduce. Tliey succeeded iu reducing
it ten cents at Georgetown, and are still deter
mined to make further reductions at each end
of the line, i'here is al>o an >xrensive trade
in grain, lumber, iron and lime.-tune. The
business of the canal is increasing yearly, now

reachiog 1,000,000 ton-, agninst 1oh,i.hmj ten

years ago. In li>46 the receipts of the canal
were only $65.(>imj.

At Georgetown the Alexandria ("a .a!, in
miles in length, commences, aud one third uf
the tonage of the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal
passes over this canal. W neo the former can-

al broke down a short while ago the Chesa-
peake and Ohio Canal Company, by means of
its new steam dredge, had ju*t completed the
dredging out of Rock Creek, by which means

they accommodated this trade, the boats be-
iojr passed out the outiet lock at that creek..

W. iV. 0 H. K..The Washington aud 0 .io
road, which connects with Washington by the
Ali xandria raiiroad at Swaun's Juuctioo, ou
the Alexandria Turnpike, sends two trains
daily to the Baltimore aud Potomac depot, on
Sixth street, trow Purcellviile. in Lmdt-un
county, Vn.. a distance of fifty-two and ahalf
miles from Washin^too. This distance will be
increased iu a few days to fifty five wilts by
thecompletion ol the road io Round Hill. The
road passes through a populous and productive
c'luutry, including the villages of Falls Church,
\ 11;rjua and Hi-rtidou, and the station at Huu-
ter'.s Mill and J horoton, io Fairfax county, and
Guilford. Farmwill. Leej-burg, (the county
se;:t) Clark s Gap, Hamilton, and Purcellviile,
in Loudoun county, Va.

Suicide..Win. Ogie Key, a native of

Maryland, but for the la>t fifteen years a citi¬
zen of Alabama, was fouud dead iu his room

at the licnnert House, in Baltimore, yester¬
day morning. The testimony at the Coroner's
it quest showed that be committed suicide by
tak:ug morphia. The deceased was a aoo of
the late 11. G S. Key, of St Mary's county,
Maryland. He was a cousin to Frar.k Key,
the author of the "Star Spangled Banner.
.Fur some years he was the proprietor of the
St. Charles Hotel at New Orleans. Hu was
at one time a man of great wealth, but the
wur swept away a greater part ul his property.
Pecuniary troubles brought on depression of
spirits aud intemperate habits, which culmi¬
nated in suicide. His brother committed
suicide by drowning in Philadelphia last year,
and hi> cousin, Phillip Barton Key, was shot
in Washington a few years ago by General
Sickles, lie left the following message :

'T die in peace with mankind. 1 wish Dr.
Smith, of Viraii.ia. to take especial chjirge of
the affections uod cares of my goo J and affec¬
tionate family.
