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CASH PLAN ADOPTED.

The postage law, which goes into operation 1st
of Junuary, 1875, requires prepaymeut on all
newspupers sent through the muils beyond the
limits of the counties in which they are publish-
ed.

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STORY OF AN EVENTFUL LIFE.

Lorkyos was a man of iofivite adventure,
He wus one of Charles Lever's heroes in real
life. As the youngest son of a rich Scotchman
he got a deal of learning and a little iucre. A
few years of life on the Contineat added to
the former and swept away the latter.  While
be was living rvyally on his principal, he
seews to have amused himself with plotting
dire destruction for the crowoed beads of Eu-
rope. He carried a musket under Garibaldi,
and is suid to have belonged to Mazzini's se-
orot league. The spies of Karope koew hiwm.
He grew accustomed to being escorted aoross
frootiers by two policemen, He was withal
ooly an amateur coaspirator. Plots fascinated
him. He declared that he pever meant to do
apy king harm, and indeed his schemes always
failed. Perhaps he felt that he was to reign
hiwself. Bu: wé aoticipate. When Larkyos
came home, accomplished and pennpiless, from
his waderings, his relatives bought him ao
army ¢ wwission. © He sailed for Iodia to join
his regiment.  Arrived there he soon wearted
of the routine, sold out of the service and start-
ed for Central Asia, There his fortune culmi-
nated. He fell into the good graces of a
heathen potentate, administered his govern-
weot for bim, avd fivally treed him from all
{urther care io the matter by making himself
Rujah. He succeeded to the palace, the harem
aod the treasury of the man he had excelled,
and led a life of barbaric maguoificence.

After six years of solitary splendor he wear-
ied of the carcs of State. He decamped at
pight, and betook himself and a truckful of
dizmonds t0 Loudon. His family oaturally
killed the fatted call in his honor, but he quar-
rellod with them soon and bade them good-by
furever. This wade depevdence oo them im-
possible wheo, soou after, an unlucky specula-
tion robbed him of the spoils of his rajahship.
His beggary and the outbreak of the Franco-
(ierwan war were coincident. He was soon
fichtiog as Major Larkyos oo General Bour-
baki's staff. Bravery gave him the cross of
the legion of hooor, and thea, at Merz, a
wound. He limped through the campaigao,
which ended at Sedan, and was captured with
his pro tem, monarch. He fades out of view
as 4 prisooer of war at Sedan ‘and reappears as
a soldier of fortune at Salt Lake City in the
wioter of 1872, Thence he wandered to Hoo-
olulu, back to San Fraveisco, and into a "Frisco
jail. The failure of the man who had cashed
bis fectitious drafts to prosecute him set him
free.

The ex-king became a coal-heaver. As a
duy laborer, asa stevedure, asa clerk, as a
translator, as a correspondent, he worked to
guin mooey and regaio reputation, He was
well empioyed at Calistoga wheo the end
came. A jealous Sav Fraucisco husband hur-
ried thither with Larkyos’ letters to his wife
in his pocket and bis pistol in his haod. He
called Larkyns to the door and the doomed
man came. There was a ery of “Throw up
your hands!” ao oath, a flash and the dull
thud of a bullet, aod the man of the world
went out of the world. The wages of his sin
were death. He might have done much, but
he preferred to eojuy mueh; aod this was the
ghastly end of an odd life. Among the queer-
