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The ruling of Speaker Blain yesterday gave
the Republican side of the House the control
of the situation, and following up their advao.
tage, a motion was made to suspend the rules
no as to allow the Committee cu Rules to re¬

port at oace. The result was 170 in the affir¬
mative to SG in the negative, lacking two votes

of the necessary two-thirds majority. One
Republican, Mr. Sener, of Virginia, who op-

puses the Civil Rights bill, voted with the
Democrats, and that defeated the motion. A
later attempt was made with even less success,

the result being J73 to S'J. The Republicans
afterwards moved and carried a recess until to¬

day. This has the effect of proloni<ing the le¬

gislative day of Monday into to-day, so that a

motion to suspend the rules will still be in tr

d-T. This is d'»nc to avoid giving the Demo¬
crats an opporiutiiry to filibuster on the report
of the Committee on Rules; but it is doubtful
whether the necessary two thirds can be seeur

ed. Speaker Biaine will havo to rule that the
commiuce is privileged to report at any time,
and also that do dilatory mjtions cau be en¬

tertained pending the reDort. Both of'these
rulings the Djcnocrats assert to be without
foundation in the rules, aud will aj)peal on

them.
Gen. Butler, yesterday, in the House of

Representatives, presented a petition iu Ger¬
man and Eugiisli, for the abolition of the Sen¬

In the Senate yosterday the credentials of
Hon. H. L. Dawes, as Senator from M«ssa-
chusetts tor the term commencing March 4,
lt<75, were read and placed on file. Bills were

iutroduced to incorporate the Washington and
Suitland Railroad, aud to amend the act of
June 20, 1804, for the government of the Dis¬
trict of Columbia. An adverio report was

made*on the bill granting pensions to the sur¬

vivors of the Mexican war. A letter from the
Commissioner of Pensions was read, in which
he stated the number of surviving soldiers to
be about 35.600, and number of surviving wid
owsof such soldiers to be about 12,000. An
adverse report was also made upon the bill to
aid the Southern Maryland Railroad. A bill
was introduced to prohibit the maDufacture,
importation or sale of spirituous liquors in the
District of Columbia, iu response to a reso¬
lution of the Seuate, the Secretary of the Io-
terior sent in a tabulated statement made up
from reports of Indian Inspectors, ludian
Agents, &c., showing that during the year
J 873, there wore 405 Indians killed and 227
ludians captured by Uuited States troops, and
44 citizens and 48 soldiers killed by Indians;
during the first six months of 1S74 thpre were

15S ludians killed ond 73 Indians captured by
troops, and 30 citizons and 3 soldiers killed by
ludians. Messrs. West and Morrill delivered
speeches in support of the action of President
Grant in relation to affairs iu L >uisiaoa. The
Senate then went into exeoutive session, aud
at its close-adjourned.
Iu the J-louse of Representatives the Sen¬

ate bill providing for the payment of the in¬
terest on the bonds known as the District of
Columbia 3-05 bonds, was passed with an
amendment providing that the mterest should
be paid iu currency. The amendment was
concurred iu by the Senate. The Postoffice
Appropriation bill was taken up uuder a sus¬

picion of the rules, and an ameudtuent was

adopted fixing the postage on public documents
scut by the Presideut, the Heads of the De¬
part meets, or members of Congress at two
cents per pound. A bill was passed appro¬
priating $150,000 to purchase seeds for tho
Kansas aud Nebraska farmer# impoviehed by
the grasshopper plague; and a bill authoriziug
the Secretary of War to give permission for
the extension of the Hygeia hut.4 at Fort
Monroe, Ya. The main business of the ses¬
sion was the introduction of resolutions to
amend the rules under the call of States as

heretofore announced. Mr. Butler moved a

suspension of the rules so as to permit the
Committee on rules to report back the amend¬
ment to the lules previously offered, but failed
to obtain a two-thirds vote and at 0 o'clock the
House took a rccess till 10 o'clock ihie morning.
The Khedive's Present to Mrs. Fitch

Mention has already been made of a magoiti-
ceut uecklace and eardrops sent by the Khe¬
dive iu Egypt as a present to Mrs. Lieutenaut
Thomas W. Fitch, daughter of General Sher
man, in tokeu of his appreciatiou of the advioe
concerning the reorganizuiou and discipline of
officers for his army, given by the General
during his visit to Cairo iu 1873. The neck¬
lace is formed of a double row of solitaire dia¬
monds, consisting of about two hundred stones
of exceptional beauty and brilliauoy, aud
pendant from the lower rcw are pear-shaped
stones of great size and rarity. The larger
brilliants will weight from eight to fourteen
carats, aud all are set in the French fashion,
a la Goutte d'Eau, and dazzles the eyos like
sunshiue filtered through out crystals. The
earrings are composed of a number of larger
sized diamonds, arranged to match the uecklace.
Both are contained iu a superbjewel case of vel¬
vet,aud are accompanied by acongratolatory let¬
ter from the Khedive. Lieutenant Fitch, ao

cotnpauied by several of his wife's relatives,
called at the New York Custom House Wed¬
nesday, aud viewed the present. It still re

maiusiu possession ot Deputy Collector Ly-
decker, pending the conclusion of somo form¬
alities Accessary to its delivery. Congress
reoently, by a joint resolution, authorized the
Lieutenant to receive it. Its vaiue is estima¬
