arly cne frosty moraing, about thirty years
ago, as Col. Johao Dude, of Virgivyaw, was
leisurely perusing a three-column editorial in
the Richmoud Buquirer uvd getting himselt
together for the gin-cocktail which Pettibooe’s
wixer, “Suwm,” was about to prepare for hiw,
a sowewhat shaky imdividual, wearing a stove-
pipe hat aud’ a Siriped weisteoat, bristled up
to the counter ot “the bar-room (they did not
call them “'siloons’ in those days), where the
colopel, hke other great meo of the period,
usually regaled himself three times before
brouklust. The new-comer was a stravger to
the Virgician, who eyed hin suspiciously over
his vewspaper. But when he was politely
asked to *step up and licker,"" bis heart was
rouched, and, with the politeness of owe who
has carried a silver-headed cane and worn a
ruffled shire all bi# life, the descendunt of Poca-
hontas advaoced and, with a bland flourish, e
cepted the proffered glass of grow. *““Woo”
said he, “*bave I the hooor of dricking with?”
The shi-ky iudividual gazed a momeot sadly
upon Sam, the wixer, avd then, gatheriog res-
vlution from the row of demijobos and decan-
ters around about him. defiantly replied : **My
pame is Fehx Gruody MceConpell. I awa mew
ber of Couvgress Iremw Alabuwa, My wother was
a justice of the peace; my aunt kept a stud
borse; and my grandmother commanded a cow-
pauy in the Revolution, and fit the British,
dumn their souls !"" Col. Dede drew himself
up to his tuil bight, returued the glass nuemp-
tied to the couoter. and observed with wuch
solewuity :  *'Sir, L aw a mao of high aspira-
tious and peregripatious, und wust deoy wysell
the pleasure of drivkiog with you. 1 bid you
good morving sir,” with which he gracefully
waved his hand and retired.

(ol. Dade discovered the Washington lobby,
aod was its first king. It was he who applied
to his friend, Juho Tyler, for a “‘sinecure,”
which he expluined to be a place “‘uviting
plenty of pay to no work.” Tyler made him
superintendent of the District peniteutiary.
His initial act wheo ke entered upon the daties
of this post was to summon all the conviets in-
to his presence aod to address them thus:
“(Gentlewen, ahew | I have but a few words
to say to you. It is my purpuse to treat you
all like gentlemen.  As long as you treat me
like a geotleman, you shall waot for nothing,
But if you don't, dum’ me, I'll turo off the
lust one of you to root tor himself.”" He died
the possessor of a “‘sioecure,”” which Congress
provided for him, baving been overthrown
from his royalty by the superior arts intreduc-
ed ioto the lobby system durioz the ten years
precediog the rebellion.

At one time George Saaders was a recogniz-
ed kivg of the lobby. Foroey reigoned fitfully,
but with ac iron hand, for a while. Corpelius
Wendell, however, held his own lopger than
cither, operating on a grand scale. He did a
deal of jobbing and made bushels of mooey.
The war cawe like ap avalanoke, and swept
through the lobbies. It proved a revolutiou-
izer, supplanting the old system with the new,
and consertiog a somewhat exclusive ficld of
action into a wild moboeracy full ot male and
temale adventurers, cach seckivg to exceed the
other in exploits.  Qut of the turmoil the fig-
ure which bas appeared most coospicuously,
assuming to himself, and not without reason,
the title of kiug, is Sums Ward—

“A man inall the world's pew fashions planted,
That hath a mint of phrases in his brain.”

If you waot anything dooe at Washiogtoo, you
must go tv Sumn Ward. Is it a kootty case be-
fore the departments which everybody else has
despaired of and abandoned? San Ward will
put it through tor yon. Would you like to se-
cure the ear of u secretary, a Sevator or an em-
bassador? Sam Ward will give a dionoer and
you'll sit pext your man. Have youabill before
Coogress? By all means confide it to Sam Ward.
Do you scek an appointment ? No one can edge
in the right word at the right time like Sam
Ward. Frow a stock operation, involving wil
lious,to a neat little party of four at Welcker's;
from taming a refractory Coogresswan to tip-
pivg a glass of chawpagoe; from makiog a
plevipotentiary to wakiog a pun, no man pog-
sesses the reudy grace of Sam Ward., This is
understood perleetly in the pational capital.
(Go where you will, you hear nothing but the
echo of this man’s tootsteps, his opinious, his
dionersand hissayiogs. ““Have you seen Sam?”’
“I'here’s Saw.””  *‘Saw just weotover to see
—." “Ob, BSam 'll be here directly.”
“Where the devil is Sam?"” "It Sam can't do
it, nobody can,”” “‘Sam’ll fix it for you.”
“Sam's your man.”” **Devilish good 'un Sam
got off or Robeson, eh ?”" “Why, Sam is as
1otimate with Graot as two thieves.” “Saw’s
polities] Why, hang it, you dou’t take Sam tor
a dam'd fool, do you? Sam’s go ot politics!”
Io one word, itis with this royal personage as
it was a few years ago at Washingtoo, with a cer-
taio princess—acase of Salm Salw, Figaro si, Fi-

aro la, frow one end of the avenue to the other,
1o the botels,in the clubs,in the dwelling-places
of the great and the cxpectaot, everywhere ex-
cept upoo the floor of the Scpate or the House.
Alas, the lobby bas its lwits. The kivg of
the lobby cau no wore pass those limits than
the king, iv the fairy tale, who was forbid by
wagic to cross the bumble threshold of the
swincherd, Sam surveys these, and may say
with Pygwalion:—

——*] cano go far

And go farther—at that poiot 1 stop,

Tv curse the bonds that sternly bhold me back,

To curse the arrogance of those proud gods

Who say 'thou shall be greatest amoog men,

Auod yet ivfivitesinally small.” "

. What is i1, you ask, that_gives this man the
title of kiog, aud iovests him with royal pow-
ers? Behold him as he eaters a drawiog roow,
a solid, square built man, turned of 50, with
the short, crisp, gray bair of an aristocrat or
the prize fighter, the koowing glaoce of the
diplowatist, the dignified port of the minister,
a rose in his coat and ‘‘a smile for each and for
all” A ruddy Moote Cristo; an intellectual
Turveydrop; a classic Jim Fisk. Talleyraod
without a commisston in his pocket and with-
out a cruteh. Heory Ciay or Junius Brutus
Dootb materialized into a struggliog commoper

who must live,”” aod has only his wit to live
upou. His wit? it is very scholarly snd treuch-
®ot. Heisas apt and recondite as poor old

Alexander Dimitry. He is as scintillant as
Reverdy Johnson.  He is quite as effective a
racooteur as Robert J. Walker or John Tomp-
son Gray—without office; without fortune; with
ooly bis wit. Quid rides? The man is pot
a shallow-pated humbug; he is a good scholar;
he is a very fine gentleman; he has a prodigi-
ous memory, and vast experience of the world.
Tic statesman does not avoid him as & mere
adveuturer, because he interests the stateswan;
aod statesmen, like other people, have their
emotions, aud are moved. Genius will tell,
and there is--in this wretched, uld, crotchety
woerld of shawe—-a geoins for failure which
conciliates the genius of success. A success-
ful man is ever flattered by the attentioo,
and usually pleased by the companionship,
of a brilliant failure, who does wot huppen
to be a cynic or a bore. Ile sees his supe-
rior beneath him——lovely prospect—and he
swiles with a good-vatured complacency,
and will listen and do. This coostitutes Saw
Ward’s power. There is no place at Wash-
ington which Sam Ward bas pot the capacity
to fill with distivction—giving him fair con-
ditions—frum that of Bristow to that of Schurz,
rusuiog alvog through the rondeau of govern-
ment business, You ask why, theo, is he a
mock-monarch with a erowo of straw upoo
his head ? Lt is the fate of some meo to frib-
ble away their lives, To them life is a mere
comedy. They evade its tragic places by
sacrificiog its splendor; and they end, as all
awbition evds, in a grand fioule of disap
poivtment aad regret. Iuis not our purpose
to disseet, psyeliologically, this present king
of the lobby, who has given us such a graph-
ic and awusing sketch of himself and his
vocaticn, ‘e wmercly take his visible man
ip ouiline and in charcoal; leaviog - his
stranee career—like that of other heroes-~hid
in mist. Who is he? Wheoce cawe he?
Bless your simple soul, bow do we koow?
Ask the Wandering J w,ask the Three Guards-
wen, ask Herr Spiethagen fur his adveon-
tures in (Germany, axk Mwe. George Sand for
his adveotures io Fravee, Perbaps they will
tell you.

Whiat a siride there is aeross the gulf be-
tween the first and the last kings of the
Jobby, between Colosel Joho Dade, famil-
iarly kuvown as Colonel Jack Dade, and
Mr. Samuel Ward. The ooe was all ruffie
and very little shirt ; the other has a wost
capacious shirt, with a gorgeous frill. The
one teuk his cock-tail iuw a bar room, a
simple minded geotlewau whose capital cou-
cisted of what we call gush, The other com-
mauds ali the modern 1oventions and conven:

The one was Avtbur of the Round
Table ; the other is—shall we say it ?—-Kiog
Cbarles the Sceond, the werry monpareh ; to
whom all things are but the while-a-ways of
time and care, a magnificent speodthrift, use-
ful to everybody, seeking in the amusewcat of
others his own pleasures, a bagatelle of tortuue
happiest and most glittering in the air.
