hlW colli ctiou of ancieut Greek jests ol Hiero-
cle8 and Philager. The following extract will

give an idea ol "them :

"Another abuuiant class of stories are those
of the confusion which iexults from sleeping
and dre;iming, ^Ne rend in Hierocles that a

man met a fool, and said to hiid : 'Sir block¬
head, I saw and spoke to you in my sleep!
'A thousands pardjiis,' was hi* reply; 'I was so

busy I didn't hear you.' lu like mauuer some

uue said to another simpletou: 'Dutneas, 1 saw

you here, three days back, in my dreams.

Souje ooe hid him fifty; he stoutly refused and
in his energy Woke up.
