The Washingtou correspondent ot too Phil¬

adelphia Tunes relates the following not en¬

tirely new story: ,,,Howell Cobb, then Secretary ot the I rcas-
urv without consultation with the President or

any of his colleagues, concluded that the occa¬

sion of the trial trip of the Harriet Lane would
be a tine opportunity to invite his lriends ol
the Cabinet, of the foreign legations and his
acquaintances generally to enjoy with hiui a

short bail down the Potomac. 1 be prepara¬
tions were made accordingly and the invitations
issued, and all arrangements completed with¬
out the knowledge of the President. W hen
Mr. Buchanan learned of this " frolic, ua

he cliaraetei izjd it, he was very wroth aud sent
lor his Attorney-General, lhat officer found
hiui fuming aud swearing, and the first greet-
mg he received was a dv unle-barreled interrog¬
atory. "Are you,' siid the President, going
on this frolic?" VVhat do you think ol
such a conversion of public propelty to private
use?" As soon as the Attorney General could
get his breath, he replied that he was uut go-
ing on the Harriet Line, and further, that
while he felt a delicacy m criticising the acts of
his colleagues, he nevertheless could not hesi¬
tate in expressing his emphatic disapproval of
the whole affair. "But," said he, "Mr.^Pres-
ideut what are you goiug to do about it.

#

"Do about it," exclaimed old&Buck, in a

great passion-1 Do about it ? Why of course
I will stop it. It is all wrong ; it is scandalous,
and 1 will be held responsible for it. Of course
I will uot suffer it to go on." "But." said the
Attorney General, "the invitations have been
issued; foreigu Ministers have been invited
and have accepted. They, of course, thought
it was all right and proper, and if you interfere
uow it will be to a certain extent a reflection ou

them; moreover, a great many goo-i people
have thoughtlessly agreed to accompany the
Secretary of the Treasury, and it will cause
them useless and causeless mortiBcation if you
make a row about it now. L have no idea that
Mr. Cobb has thought anything about the
morality of making use of a Government vessel
in this way. 1 am sure that if he had reflated
a moment he would have been the last mau in
the world to take such a step, but he has taken
it. and I can see no way in which you cau inter-
tcrv uow without eausiuga great deal of scan¬

dal, and doing moro harm than good. Is there
uo way of remedying the wrong after it is
done?" '

.

Mr. Buchanan, after a little reflection, said
yes there was a way. lie would pay the
expeuses of the trip himself out of his own
pocket.
At the next meeting of the Cabinet after the

excursion,Mr.Buchanan, just before the confer¬
ence concluded, turned to Mr. Cobb, aud aaid :
"Mr. Secretary, 1 want you to bring me an

itemized bill of the expeuses incurred during
the trial trip of the Harriet Lane. I want a

full and detailed statemeut of everything.the
c>al consumed, the salaries of the officers, the
wages of the scameu, and the cost of supplies
of every nature and description."
Cobb was thunderstruck. He could not con¬

ceive what such a demand meant, but ho knew
Mr. Buchanan too well to manifest any sur¬

prise or ask any questions. He replied: "Cer¬
tainly, Mr. President. 1 will do so."^ But us

the members of the Cabinet retired, Cobb took
the Attorney General by the arm, and walked
along toward the Treasury, without saying a

word. When they bad traversed about half
tnc distance, he suddenly stopped, aud ex¬
claimed : "What in the thunder does the old
'Squire mean?"
The Attorney General made no reply, and

Cobb said, locking him square in the face:.
"Y«iu know what he means, 1 know you do;
and now I thiuk you owe it to me to tell me
frankly what fie is up to."
The Attorney General, thus appealed to, of

course eould not refuse, aud explained the mat¬
ter to him in detail, and concluded by saying :

"lie has asked you for the bill because be
means to pay it out of his owu pocket."
Cobb gave a ioug coutinued whistle, as was

his habit wheu he wished to mauileat great
surprise, aud said: "That's what the od
'Squire is up to, is it ? Well, I'll see whether
1 can't surprise him."
The conversation on this point dropped,

hut every once and awhile, as they con¬
tinued their walk to the Treasury, Cobb
would utter a prolonged whistle. At the next

regular Cabinet meeting Cobb was as bright
and cheerful a« a iark ou a sunny morning. He
was iu extraordinary humor, and kept cracking
hisjokes at everybody. The business ot the day
was concluded, aud the u-ual friendly chat on
curreut topics was indulged in, aud stiil no al¬

lusion was made to 41 that bill. " But the in-
staut there was a move maile by some one to
take his departure, Mr. Buchauan, who had
been rather taciiuru during the meeting, turn¬
ed to Cobb aud said nit her sharply, " Mr. Sec¬
retary, where is that bill ? " Cobb, assuming
an iuuocent air, answered, " What bill do you
mean, Mr. Presided ?" " 1 mean the bill of
expeuses tor the trial trip of the Harriet Line, "

replied Mr. Buchanan, very steruly ; " have
you got it with you ? "

" 0. that bill, " said Cobb, " Yes, I believe
1 have it somewhere about my clothes, aud
be fumbled first in one pocket aud then anotb
er, aud finally drew out a crumpled paper,
which he handed carelessly to^ the President,
sajiug : " 1 guess that s it. Mr. Buchanan
took it and carefully read it, scrutinizing each
item closely until he reached the end, wheu he
exclaimed : " Why, it is receiptei-paid in
full by Howell Cobb." '/And who in the
thunder should have paid it but Howell
Cobb?" broke iu that iudividual with_ an air

of injured iuuoceoce. " It was my tiolic; who
shouid have paid for it ?" " Sure enough, sure

enough; who should, "
was all that Buck said.

But he brightened up immediately and joined
in the conversation with that peculiar gusto
which he coul f so well add to a fricu dly chat,
and it was hours before the meeting broke up.
As the Attorney-Geueral was taking his leave,
Cobb caught him by the arm, aud as they were
going down the steps into the yard, he said :
"lhd'ut 1 come it over the old 'Squire that
time ? '

That was the first and only time the Harriet
Lino was used during Mr. Buchanan's admin¬
istration as a pleasure yacht.
