The Board of Arbitrators appointed by the
S:utes of Maryland and Virginia to dispose of
s long peoding controversy, cobsisting of

Hlous., Jerewiah 8. Black, of Penosylvunia ;
Ww. A, Grabam, ot North Carolina, and
Charles J. Jeokivs, ot Georgia, with A. W,
(iraham, Secretary to the Board, was in ses
«on lust week at the Metropoiitan Hotel, in
Washivgton.

I'he couosel for Virginia, Attorney General
lavicl avd Judge Robertson, aod for Mary-
land, ex-Attorney Geperal Jopes, and ex-Gov-
¢roor Whyte, made openiog statements, set-
tine lorth the respective claims of the States,
aud guve outlines of their future arguments.
Prioted briefs, copies of dgpositions and of im-
portant colooial and other papers trom the pub-
lic urchives of Great Britain, waps of various
ks, published as far back as 1612, down to
ibe preseot period, voluminous legislative re-
ports and agreemeats, were furaished in print-
ed form to each of the Comuwissioners, to be
read duriog the recess.

The Board then adjourned to meet at New
York oo the 30th of Juue, 1875, to hear full
arcument of the case. In the meaowhile, it
i= probable that more witoesses to prove tra-
dittlops aod reputation as to the boundary
live, 48 noderstood by the *‘oldest inhabitants,”
will be examined io Sowmerset county, Md.,
sod in Accomwae, Va.

Tue Poroyac Fisaery.—The Washington
Star says : *‘I'he shad and berring fishing sea-
son in the Potomac river, which terminates
within a fortoight, bas proven a failure, and
some of the parties running the fisheries find
themselves out of pocket to a considerable
smount as the result of their spriog work,
Taking a geoeral view of the situation, it is
thought that not a siogle landing on either side
of the river, from Jackson City to the lower
Potomac, will ever pay the expeoses that bave
been iocurred in ruvning thew. It is the gen-
erul belief that the catch will be iess than one-
third the usual aonual average, and all agree
that they have pever koown so disastrous a
rcavon. The immediate cause assigned for it
the present season is th: cold north winds
which set in about the 15th of April and con:
tivued for twelve days without cessation, head-
ing the fish off aod driviog them to the crecks
and rivers pear the mouth of the bay.

“The well-known fish desier, Wm. E.Stewart,
who has the experience acquired by beiog en-
gaged io the trade fir mavy years past, is of
the opioton that the catch in the Susquehaona
river and at the shores and creeks in Balti-
more, Hartford, Cecil and Keat counties, Md.,
has been very good, aud the price for both
shad and herring is Baltimore sod Philadel-
phia has been much below that hereaod at Al-
exaodria. His theory is that the steady north
wind which set iv about the time the fish
commwenced ascending the Putowae, drove
them back wod forced: them into the creeks
aud streams indicated. No shad or her
ring have been sent from this Distriet to
Northero markets, as has heretotore been douve,
Herring, in our own market, now sell readily
at 312 per thousaod, which Jast year went slow
al 84485, aod shad at $144$15 per bucdred,
which last year were sold ur $6. It is estimat-
ed that the total loss in ou fits for the thirty or
mure landiogs on the Polowace in excess of the
returns will awount to about $50,000. It is
stuted by some that the proprietors of High
Puint, Stony Point avd Moxley'r lasdings bave
ubout paid expepses thus far. Freestooe
Point, operated by Mr. J. D. Fauoce so suc-
cesstully last year, has proved a failure this
vear, It is thought there will oot be a seine iv
the river by the coming week.”
