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RUGKESS IN IRON AND STEEL
MAKING.

The aouual meetivg of the Iron avd Steel

[ustitute was held in Loodon on May 5th.  Oun

gwuwiog the chair the new Presideat (Mr. W,
Meuelaus) delivered ao address, ie which be
deult chifly with the progress of mechanical pud-
dlioe aud the improvement of the waanfacture
o steel.  He said for the conversion of piz into
wrought iroo the rotary puddliog mwachige, in
oue or other of its forms, had occupied the at-
reation of iroomakers for mauy years, aod va-
rious attempts have beev ‘made frome time to
tiwe to perfeet the machine. W hen. uoder the
anspices of that lostitute, the Daoks wmachine
wis introduced ioto this country, success scem-
ol certain; several machines were erected,
wostiy at and pear Middlesborouch, but they
«emwed to have failed chiefly from the defects
in weehanical construction.  These defects had
he was told, beeo rectified, and several impor-
tact improventents have been madeio the coo-
struction and mode of workiog the machiver.
fle thought that they might now fairly expect
¢hat wechanical puddling, io the hands of the
waoy distinguished meo who were at work up:n
it, would sooo be brought into successtul opera-
tion, and, further, he thought that it bad been
early demoostrated that the revolving pud-
Jlug waehine, of whatever type, if properly
jettled and maoaged, produced far better re-
sults thao haod puddliog. By that method
iron of very exzcellent quality could be made
from pigs contaioing a large quantity of phos-
phorus, sod he thought it oot unlikely that the
puddling macbive would-very suco enable them
to vse largely some of the commoner qualities
of pig iron for making steel.

Io the maoufacture cf steel, there was beiog
made in Eoglaod, by the Bessemer process
alone, 10,000 tons per week, aod the produc-
tion was rapidly increasing. Various mechapi-
cal improvements bad been made, which en-
able larger quantities to be turped out. lao
some cases as much as 1,000 tons per week
bad been wade from a pair of convertors. The
Americans had set an excelient example io the
wauy ingeoious arrangements which they bad
introduced for getting a large amouaot of work
out of a comparatively swall plaot. He be-
lieved that io this respuct they stood at present
uonivaled. The Eoglish makers were follow-
iog their lead, aod would soon, be hoped, be
abreast of them. Mr. Edward Williams was
s present desigoing 8 large Bessemer steel-
works for his compaoy. ¢ proposed to ruo
the metal dircot from the blast furpaces into
the convertors. By treating the iron io this
way Bessemer steel would be produced cheaper
than wrought iron could be made from the
ssme quality of pig iron by the processes now
io use. He was speaking, of course, of the
wavufactare of Bessemer steel for ordinary
purpuses. The idea of producing steel by melt-
g together cast and wrought iroo, or cast
iron and ores, in suitable proportions, was of
course old; but it was ot uotil Mr. Siemens
brought his scientific and practical kncwledge—
aod a no less wonderful amouot of persever-
auce—to bear on the subject that the mode of
waking steel known as the'*Siemens Martin pro-
cess'’ was perfected. The most impuriant ele-
wmentin the successful accomplishment of the
Sicmens- Martin process was unquestionably the
“Sicwens, or regeoerative, gas furnuce.”’ By
its means any degree of heat, even (o the fusiog
puist of the most refractory materials, could be
obtained economically. The steel made by the
Siewens-Mariio process was used for ail the
purposes to which soft steel is cowmmonly ap-
plied. Speakiog as a maoufacturer, he was of
opivion that, with our preseot kuowledye, in
wo other form could iron or steel be produccd
at the same cost, and of a quality equal to that
of the steel made by the Bessemer aud Siemens
processes. [laviog a high opinion of the value
of the matcrial for eopstructive purposes, and
seciog with how much suceess it had been ap-
plicd 10 our leadiog railways, and how it bad
alwost completely superseded the old forws of
wrought iron, where it had been introduced
with skill and a full kvowledge of its proper-
lies, he wondered, and woodered much, that
wuny of our leading engioeers and shipbuilders
hsd 1guored this material as if it did oot exist.
Su wany distinguished mechanical eogioeers
had used Bessemer steel that in speakiog of
their varied experience he hardly knew where
to begin.  Sir Joseph W bitworth was makiog
from the Bessemer couvertor some of the fiuest
waterial koown. By his process ol compress-
i the steel while it is in a hquid condition he
produced a quality far superior to aoythiog
which could be wade by the ordinary methods
of trestent.  Sir Joseph wrote : **Duriog the
last twelve months we bave been workiog vight
aud day, prineipally on guns, oylindurs for hy
draule purposes,eylinder linings,torpedoes, &e.;
the welung has beco by the Bessewer and eru-
uble processes, and we are just aboat to use
the Siewens Martin process also. The state of
0y health bas prevented us from commenciog
vew works, but we hope to do so before lovg.""
I'lus material was as yet too expensive for use
in ordivary works, bat Sir Juseph bad shown
that out of ihe Bessemer coovertor could be
}- 'ueed some of the finest material koown.
Mr. Rawsbottom, wheo at Crewe, began to
Use Bessewer steel in the construeiion of loco-
wotives aud lor other purposes, aud bis uble
suceessor, Mr. Webb, had greatly distinguishi-
rd himselt by his care io the maoufactare of

Sessemer and Siemens steel, and by bis skill-
ful and spirited application of the metal to
alwost every purpose, aod particularly in cases
whero material of the very highest quality is
ldispeosable.  Mr, Sharp, of Bolton, was one
of the first to produce excelleat boiler and ship
plates of steel, and to make boilers of stecl
plates,  Mr. Adamsoo ioformed him (the
ln-mdent} that in his steam enogines, when tite
¢hoiee of materials was left with him, all the
principal parts were wade of Bessemer steel,
4ud that the results bad been most satisfactory.
Mr. Adamson bad used various kiods of steel
1 boiler work, but since the introduction of
\r-"u‘cmur steel plates he had used vo other.
Messrs. Galloway, of Manchester, who have a
arge experience in boiler making,and who were
oted for the excelleace of their work, .ioformed
hiw that wheo they commenced usiog Besse-
wer steel plates about 1861, the results were
“}01 satisfactory, the plates being too hard, but
that of late they have used steel plates exter-
81v¢ly, and that the conlelusion they bave come
10 was that when the annealing was carefully
terformed the plates were perfectly trustworthy.

Slructive purposes, he said Mr. Loogsden bad

—

informed him that they were making at Essen
at the present time 14-inch guos of steel,
ycluch weighed when foished 574 tons, carry-
ing a shot of 9 ewt. 9} Koglish wiles, usiog a
charge of 210 pounds of gunpowder. They
were about to make steel guos of the following
capacities and weights : 153-ioch bore, 30 feet
long, weighing 82 tons, usiug 300 pounds of
powder, with a shell of 1,500 pounds weight;
2uos of 18-ivch bore, 32 feet 6 ioches loog,
weighiog 124 tons, usivg 440 pounds of pow-
der, with a shell of 2,270 puuods weight. Mr.
Loogsden demurely added : *‘It is caloulated
for the present that these guns will be heavy
enough to destroy aoy armor a ship cao carry.”
At our last anoual meeting, Mr. Bell cooclu-
ded his address with the following hopeful and
spirited remarks: ‘‘Whatever difficulty may
beset us at the preseot mowent, it can only be
of a temporary character, OFf raw materials
we have an abuodance; of cur skill as maou-
facturers, whatever may be said to the coutiary,
we bave po reuson to be ashamed; and it will
be a strange thiog if, with these advuntages,
British epergy is upable to hold its own against
any people in the world.” 1f Kogland bad a
fair field she would, beyood doubt, hold her
owo; and, farther, would coutinue to be for a
loog period, as far as iron is cunceroed, the
workshop of the world. But from many im-
porraot markets io Iarope, and from the U.
S. of America, Koglish iron and steel were
practically excluded. Heavy iwport dutics
were imposed with the avowed purpose of en-
couraging vative wanulacture, which means
excludivg the maoufusctures of Hogland. The
effect of this policy was being severely felt at
the prescut moment, for they had but little de-
wand from Burope, and we scemed to have
lost our Awmerican warket enurely.  We must,
he thought, fravkly accept the position in
which we were placed, and prepare to scek new
markets for our produce in countries which,
even if they had the will, bad ot yet the pow-
er to impose restrictions oo our trade.
