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THE DUTY OF WIVES.

The number of divorces sought for and ob-
tained in our couotry of late years has become
an apalling reality. Where the fault lies is a
question worthy of thought and consideration.
‘I'hat there are "“‘marriages de convenance’’ and
ill-mated pairs is indisputable; but these are not
always the divorce cases. Maoy real love-
matches are in a short time dissolved, but if the
dutiesand respousibilitiesof wives and husbands
were fully understood, respected and perform-
ed, would vot this growing evil in a measure be
prevented ?

The young wife usually enters very thought-
lessly this new state of existence, and frequent-
ly exacts all the homage from the husband that
the lover offered. This is a mistake in the be-
gionning, and yet a patural one. But she should
remember that a prize when once gaived is
loved and cherished as our own, but the ardor
and zeal of the pursuit is over. Itisthis ezact-
10g selfishness at first that so often inaugurates
trouble between, perbaps, two really noble na-
tures, Ao ioordinate self love is apt to imagine
slights and indifference which were never meant
or existed.

We bave many examples in history, which
should serve as warnings to the youog aud in-
expericoced. The married life of Empress
Josephine, of France, to Ler first husbacod, Vis-
couat de !,Beauharnnis, is filled with tragic in-
terest. She left her island howe, Martinique,

very young and unlearned in the world’s ways. .

Journeying to Paris, she there met ber be-
trothed,and they were immediately married. At
first it seemed the ‘*‘oid, old story” of true

love, but only too soon for the happiness of |-

both the Viscount tired of his artless child-
wife, She resented his negleet, and bickering,
discord and fipally separation eosued. Ten
years after leaviog her island home, with gor-
geous dreams of a lofty destiny, she returns to
it a disappointed and unloved wife. Bat the
poble natures of both finally couvquered, and
they were reunited, both hearts strengtheued
aod purified by suffering. Not many, we hope,
have had such sad experiences.

Io the Bible we find instances of representa-
tive wives. There are Sarab, the deferential
wife; Abigail, the superior wife; and Elizabeth,
the believiog wite,

Can we wonder at the many broken matri-
mooial vows when we hear the light tooe in
which the marriage relation is mentioned in
the present day ? Some seemiogly good Chris-
tian p2ople asserc that incom patibility of tew-
per and other triflesis a sufficient cause for
separation. But a solemn vow, uttered before
God and man, should not be waotonly made or
broken. Therefore, let young people consider
well and prayfully before taking this important
step in life; but baviog passed the Rubicon,
let it be irrevocable. Metastasio tells us that—

*“The kiodest and the bappiest pair
Will fiod oceasion to forbear,

And something every day they live
To pity, acd, perbaps, forgive,”

And this is generally so. A wife to do her
daty faitbiully must, above all thiogs, be uo-
selfish; must cultivate herlove for her busband,
and endeavor to increase his affeciion tor her-
self, avd oot drift into mutual indifference, as
80 many do.

Beware of irritability aod impaticoce, and
the first cross word. A wife's wost powerful
weapoos are her gentleness, devotion, unsel-
fishness and forbearance. Let ot Time be the
iconoclast to destroy the bousehold gods, ard
set op discord and estraogement in their place.
Let wives perform their duties as Ruskin de-
scribes them. There is no more besutiful de-
lineation of witely character in our lavguage
than from his pen. Let husbands be faithial
to their vows, kind, patient, and, above sll,
kezp in remembrance that—

"The time was once when thou ubpurged
wouldst vow,

That never words were music to thine ear uo-
less I spake.”

A MEXICAN BULL FIGHT.

As Mexico was a Spaaish colony, says a cor-
respondent writing from that couutry, its
amusements arc very like those of Spain. A
bull fight is everywhere recognized as the most
gratetul amusement to the ordivary Spaniard.
The same may be said of the Mexican. A bull
fight was advertised at Flaloepaotila, 8 small
village about nine miles from Mexico. The
bulls were reputed to be of the most savage
description and quite sure to kill some of the
matadores, This, of course, added to the at-
traction. The amphitheater in which the fight
was to take place was very like that of an or-
dioary American circus, with the exception
that the front seat was elevatad at least five
feet to prevent the bull from jumpiag in the
crowd of speotators, and then also a rope is
stretched about two feet above the front seat
in which his horos would be caught should he
attempt to leap. There were at least three
thousand spectators prescot—price of admis-
sion seveoty-five cents.

The arcna was a circus of two hundred feet
io diameter. Punctuslly at 4 o’clock p. m.
the first bull was turned into the areps. Io
order to render the bull more furious, the rule
15 to cast a small javelio ioto his hide as he is
let out of his cage. This javelin bas a barb,
which, ooce fastened, csnnot be shaken out by
the tortured animal. The matadores then ad-
vance with red blankets to flaunt in his face;
he makes a rush; the matsdore ruos; if the
bull pursues he drops his red blanket; the bull
stope to smell it; if he contioues to pursue the
matadore runs behind a wooden shield, where
be canoot be seen. The animal is thus bafled.

e is similarly annoyed by the other mataaores
until. perhaps, be gores a horse; then he is
lassoed by horsemen, throwo dowo and butch-
ered, His carcass 18 drawo out by mules.
Aoother bull is let in—seven or eight mata-
dores and four horsemen are, as previously,
pitted against cne bull. The whole affair is a
cowardly barbarism, and could only delight a
cowardly race.

There would be something mauly if. there'

were.but one -matadore and one horseman, or
three or four bulls were let ioto the arecos at
once upon the twelve humans; then there
would be some real maolivess 10 the amuse-
ments, but now it is so cowardly that the bull is
by far the nobler apimal. The Romans evinced
a grand barbarism io their amusements, When
the gladiators fought haod to hand with swords
uotil one or the other fell dead, there was a
8avage grandeur in the cootest; even wheo men
were thrown into the arena to contend with the

wild beasts for their lives, there was something
terrible in this sport. But the Mexican-Spao-
ish mode of torturing and killing a half-starved
and infuriated bull excites contempt only. 1n

| this bull-fight five horses were gored, four bulls

were killed aod one matadore who could not

rup fast enough was punched by a horp of the

bull, in his seat of honor, but it did not harm

him, as he was 3000 again scanipering about.
