Tae Way TtHEY TELL IT.—I0 its notice of
the visit of the Sixth Muryland Regiment to
Mouot Veroon, and under the head, “*Alexan-
dria does oobly,” the Washington Chrooicle
says: “Wheo the Pilot Boy passed Alexandria
the entire populuce of the town was guthered
oo the wharf and the streets adjacent io the
expectation that the Sixth would land and pa-
rade as had been anoouoced. But owing to the
lateness of the bour, and the fact that the es-
corting companies were supposed to be io wait-
ivg at the Seveoth street wharf in this city,
this plan was oot carried out. The Alexao-
drians were a little disyppointed, no doubt, but
the national salute fired, and the hearty cheers
teadered would oever have betrayed the fact.”
The population of Alexandria is about 15,000
persons. They were all aoxious to do honor to
the gallant Marylanders, but at least 14,500 ot
the populace were busy at the time the Pilot
B y passed, and did not o down to the wharf.
The Sixth took the Alexandrians by rurprise on
their way down to Mount Veroon, for oo notice
bad beeo given of their iotention to stop here,
aod maoy who expected they would pass on
the Arrow. aod bad gone down to the wharf to
see them, left there after that boat weot by.
Io the afterooon, as stated in the Gazastte of
that day, the coon killer saluted thewr vo their
returo, Christ Cboreh was opened for their in-
spection, and the flags of all the shipping in
port were flyiog io their honor, and bad they
landed, arraogewments had been made to enter-
tain them at Portoer’s Gardeo, and the mem-
bers of St. Jolin’s battalion remainiog in the
city would have acted as their escort.

CORONER'S | imuzsr.—D:. R. C. Powell,
Corouer, held an inquest this moroiog, at Fish-

town, upon the dead body of William Quigley,
and the jury, of which W w. Williaws was fore-
wan, rendered a verdiet of death from acci-
dectal drowning. “The following are the par-
ticulars of the case : The deceased was a sailor,
and belooged to the crew of the sechooner Joho
A. Lord, vow lying at Smoot’s wharf. He
was about twenty-three years old, and hailed
from Columbia, Muioe, but shipped on board
the Lord at Portland, sailed thence to Wind-
sor, N. 8., and from theoe2 to this port, arriv-
iog bere on the 21st inst. Qo the following
eveoing, afier work, he, with others of the
crew, got sowe woney [row the Captain aod
cume ashore, oo a lark, returning aboard the
vessel about midvight, but was pever seen
alive after that nme. As his eletnes were fouud
pear his buok, it was supposcd that io walkiog
abont durivg the oight be had fallen overboard,
and as he could vot swim, was drowoed, avd a
search for him -by dragging, which was eowm-
weoced yesterdsy, terminated this morning,
wheo Wm. Williawms drew his dead body up
with a grapocl, from under the bow of the ves-
gel, dressed only in shirtand draw rs.

I um re-
luctant to say, but it ought oow to be said,
thut there wer: circumstances attending the
last and fisal trial, cooviction and serteace,
which may justify wore than a doubt, “'im‘tl.er
he is loonger entitled to such torbearanece. l‘ll_e
trial proceeded, as it could lawtully proceed, if
the purpose was a cooviction aud pupisiwent,
for ooly io a siogle crime this prisover aud  his
counsel were entrapped ioto the beliet that on-
ly one conviciioo and ooe senteoce were intend-
ed. No chavze io ths opinion of the Judge,
as apoouoced oo the first trial, was suvzested
by him until the jury, uodoubtediy laboriog
uoder the same beliel as the prisoner avd bis
counsel,reodered their geoeral verdiot of guilty.
Tben the ma-ked battery was uneovered. The
letter of Judge Davis presents the upusuoal
spectacle of a subordinate Judge in publie re-
bellion agaiost the highest court of the State,
olothed by th: constitution and laws with au-
thority to review aod reverse his owa decisions.
I have less to suy of O'Conor’s letter. I have
bearl many expressions of professional opinion
and they bappen to have beco unitormly in ae-
cordauce with the decision of the court.
