LOUCAL NEWS.

THe Fruir CANNING ENTERPRISE.—For
some weeks past ao effort has been made to or-

ganize a compaoy for canniog aod packiog fruit
and oysters in Washiogton. To a suggestion
that » similar enterprise might well be uoder-
taken io Alexaodria, one of the Washiogtoo
papers responded with a slur, not upoo the en-
terprise of Alexandria, for vowhere in the
world has more eoterprisz been showo [:han_ in
this eity, but upoo the poverty of this city,
that paper allegiog that there was not mooey
enough in town to start such a factory.

And pow it tarps cut that Washington has
failed at the start. The Republican thus de-
seribes the break-down :

** A fatile aud last attempt to organize the
fruit, vegetable and oyster-packing house op
the joiot-stock-cowmpaoy plan, heretofore pro-
posed aod supported by some of our prominent
merchants, was made last pight at the Board
of Trade roows. There was a very small at-
tendance, and those who were most interested
and who had takeo a very coospicuous part
were absent, with the exeeption of Mr. Joseph
A. Swith, !

**The discussions which have been had and
the facts elicited at the various meetings io the
interest of the enterprise bave provad beyond
doubt that Washiogton presents a field of pe-
culiar advantages and facilities for the carrying
on of such a business, But Washington men
are chary of stock companies and give them a
wide berth unless headed by old aod tried oiti-
zen as the working elemeot io the objects
sought. There was no lack of good names—
which carry gold edges with them —among the
stockbolders. The list presented a substantial
array of our solid men, whose names will be
found in last Friday's Republican. But these
wen took oo active part avd could not even be
brought together to encourae others to fall in-
1o line and make up the deficit of some $12,000.
There is evideotly wo disposition on the part of
the small capitalists to go into anything of this
kiod, however advantageous to them and to
the city in the fosteriog of home interests, uo-
less it be oo the spur of the moment, and there
being vo spur there was no investment mavia
on the part of the small capitalists. There
are mapy persons with 3100 to $500 which
they would put in if they could deteot a gener-
al disposition to gobble the stock.

** It is wow too late in the season to expect a
fresh attempt to organize a company this year.”

Oae thiog is certaio, if our enterprising men
vodertake such an eoterprise they will not give
it up uotil the work iy accompiished, We re-
gret, however, Washington's failure. There
is ample work for boith Alexandria aod Wash-
ingtou to do io that line, and more room for
friendly rivalry than for ill-natured talk.

Tne Luwser TrRaDE,—The lumber trade

bere is a business of very considerable import-
aoce, and adds much more to the prosperity of
the towo thao wany 1wore conspicuous eoter-
prises, The lumber which is delivered here
comes alwost entirely from Peonsylvania, the
Hastern Shore of Maryland and North Carolipa,
aod is brought here by large schoopers. There
are two measurers and iospectors of lumber—
Messrs. Thos. E. Kemp and James L Adams,
the fees reaching about $800 per aopum. The
duty of these officers is thus deficed by the law
as follows :
. That it shall be the duty of each mensurer and
mngpector of lumber to attend at all reasonable
times, when required, for the purpose of mess-
uring and inspecting lumber, and he shall mark
all boards, plank and scantling, with & marking
iron, in strong and legible marks, according to
the quality and true number of feet contained
In oach piece, making such sllowance for decay-
ed or split lumber as to him shall seem reason-
able. And in case the seller or the purchaser
shall object to the same, two disinterested per-
sons shall be called in, one by ench party, who
may call in a third person as umpire, whose de-
cision shall be final. All unsound, wormeaten
or irregular sawed boards, plank or scaatling.
and all wind shnken boards and plank, shall be
deemed of inferior quality, anfmu be con-
demned, and marked with a round 0, with &
cross thereon, and the rotten parts shall not be
included in the measurement, and all clear
boards or plank to be marked with the letter C.
All plark, boards or scantling, not exceeding
eig. t inches square, that are sound, shall be
mensured by the rate of board messure, except
boards under three fourths of an inch, which
latter shall be measured on the surface, and
marked, and shull be deemed merchantable
Each of the snid measurers snd inspectors shall
be allowed a tee at the rate of twenty cents for
every thousand feet mesasured by him, to be paid
by the seller, and a further fee, at the rate of
ten cents for every thousund feet inspected by
bim as aforesuid, to be paid by the purchuser.

They are furnished with proper instrumonts
for makiong these marks. The amount of lom-
ber brought here ar nually is between 2,500,000
and 3,000,000 feet. I'bis does oot include lathes,
shiogles, pickets, &e.

Dear Sir :—1I send you a box of iron cre from
our iron mouotain in Hardy couaty, West Vir-
ginia, as follows: No. 1, fossil ore or red oxide
of iroo, 1 veio 38 inches, 1 vein 24 inches, and
one vein 12 inches, and some others not opened.
Anpalysis, 65 pounds pure iron. No. 2, red
bematite ore, as far as we have opeved, is 20
feet thick. Analysis, 59 pounds pure iron. No.
3, brown hematite, 14 feet vein opened 6 miles
from towo. Analysis, 58 pounds pure iron.
No. 4. brown hematite, from top of ledges or
¢liff of ore, stands 300 teet hight. We have
the veins opened now aud are prepared to show
them to any person who wishes to see them.
We bave plen:y of coal about 20 or 25 miles
from our ore lands, Mr. Maury, a geologist at
Charlestos, Kanawha county, said the red oxide
of irop is as fice ore as the Iron Mounnotaio ore
of Missonri.”
