buvia, cte, aod spoke of the secuery hke one
whose whole idea was 1o see the trees and rocks
and to hear the birdssiog. Hespoke of various
Eugiish buoks he had reak, avd withal proved
50 pleasant a cowpanion that I really forgot that
he was the terror of the Kuoghsh tourist, the
redoubrable Vusile Carubas, aod we chatted
whiie the caprain’s weo prepared 2 supper for
usall. I ate with the robber chicf, avd the cap-
tuio aod bis sou and duughter, aod the rest all
ate at a hiule distaoee.

Atter this meal was cooeluded, Vasile Cara-
bas rose to go, and waking a low bow to we,
and takiog a told oo wmy lioen travelling-dress
and pressing it to his iips, he begged 1 would
cot thiuk quite so hardly of bim as others did,
s0d he begeed me to ace:pt, as a slight token
of his pleasure in haviog seeo me, a beautiful
ciamond ring. I somebow could vot make up
wy wod to doso (or perbaps required a lictle
urging), aod so 1 coupled wy refusal with s re
yuest tor ope of the stlver buttoms he had on
his jacket.  He cat it off und gave it to we
with a pleased smile and with the other hand
threw the rog away as far as he could, 1
will contess that 1 was just alittle sorey I hadu’t
tuke ', it for it’s a pity to waste diamoonds like
fears, |

We were soon on our way again, and it w.s
dark. The oid captaiv told me the siory of ihe
robber ehiet.  Some four years ago he bad. a
position 1o society asthe ooly sou of a wealthy
aud respectable father, und was himself respect-
ed as a young mwan of courage and intelleet.
He had one sister, a lovely young girl of four-
teer and a half years. A certain waa io high
position in Athens stole the maiden and kept
her hidden from her people for two weeks,
Vasile loved his sister tenderly, and he search-
ed tor her far and wide, and at last suceceded
iu findiog her 1o the retreat in which this man

hiad confived ber, and oo learnivg the story of

outrage and disgrace, he beeame almost beside
hiwseil’ with rage against the cowardly villain
who hud perpetrated it, acd swore vengeance
against him to the death, He embraced his
sister tenderly, and said, *“My sister is dishon-
ored, and wy sister dishooored must die, that
the fruit of that dread disgrace way oot rest
forcver a rejroach to all ot her kin,” apd
with these words he pluoged his koife io her
heart.

It he bas robbed the rich, he
has also given to the poo; if he has been the
meaus of death to wawy, he has also given the
means of life to as wany more, and his hand
has also been raised for the poor and oppressed,
but never aguiust a woman,

Yast resourees so close at hand, jostead of go-
10g 5o far afield as Australia or America.
