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THE ROYAL VISIT TO INDIA.

A correspoudent of the London Standard,
writing from Portsmouth August 3 in regara
to the Prince of Wiles' visit to Lodia, says :

Fur some time past a large staff of workmen
have been ewployed upon the Serapis, lodian
troopship, seleeted for the conveyanee of the
Prince of Wales to and from lodia. Conside-
vuble progress has been made, but though at
the present time upwards of 400 men are cn-
paged upon the big white-hulled trooper, which
now lies alongside the southern jetty of the
dockyard, the authorities have a somewhat ar-
duous task to complete her ready for departure
{frem  this port early in October. ‘The ’rinee
and Prinecess of Waies, who, with their two
eldest children, have been oo a visit to the
Queen, at Osborne, lett yesterday moroiog,
vrossivg over to ’ortsmouth io the Alberta,
Staff Commander Weleh, and as she peared
hier destination a royal salute of twenty-one
guns was fired frow the garrison saluting bat-
tery, which commapds the parrow eotranee to
the capacious harbor, followed by a salvo of
artillery from the Duke of Wellington, flagship
of Adwiral G. Elhot, Commander-in-Chief.
The Princess and her two sons, with Miss
Knollys, took their scats in a two-horse open
curriage, while the 'iinee of Wales, nccompan-
ied by Admiral Klliot, went on foot to the Se-
rapis, the distance being only a lew hundred
yards. The route was lined with hundreds of
workmen, who were returping from dioner
when the royal yacht steamed alongside. The
royal suite 1weluded Lords Aylestord, Charles
Derestord and Cloomel, General Probyn, Lady
Alfred Churehill and Miss Knollys. The royal
party entered the Scrapis by a prow leadiog
to the main deck, where they were recvived
by Captain the Hoo. Henry Carr Glyo, C. B.
(who has becu appointed to the ecommand of
the Serapis), aod the officers of the ship.
About a quarter of an hour was devoted tothe
waio deck, oo which fifteen cabios are being
fitted up for the suite of His Royal Highness.
Mr. W. B. Robinson, chief constructor of the
duckyard, was in attendaoce to afford the royal
visitors any information that might be requir-
ed. Frow the main deck the royal party as-
eended 2 new handsowe stairease to the saloou
on the after part of the upper deck—a noble
apartment, which has been extended back to
the stern windows, and enlarged by the removal
of five of the aft cabins oo either side. The
saloon is ncw undergoiog refitting and re-cmbel-
lishwent, and on two tables in the forepart of
the saloon were plans and drawings of the pro-
posed alterativns and additions, which . were
carclully examioed by the Prioee of Wales.
Specimens of water bottles, deeaaters, barome-
ters, carpets, curtaios, &e., were submitted for
the inspectiou of the royal visitors. The ordi-
nary saloon tubles are to be replaced by one
which can Le so arranged as to accommodate
cither twelve or twenty-four persons, and this,
on special oceasious, will give place to another of
horse-shoe sliape at which no fewer thao sixiy
can be scated.  The saloon i3 to be fitted with
six punkabs, the Hisdoo pame for large re-
volving fans, which will io all probability be
worked by puokah wallahs, Some little time
was spent by His Royal Highness, accompanied
by Captaiv Glyn, io an inspection of his sleep-
ing apartments, which are situate on either side
of the saloon, the inoer bulkheads of the eab-
ins, hitherto devoted to the officers of the ship
having deen displaced in order to provide the
necessary accommodation, The suite of LUis
Royal [Tighuess will have the whole of the ait
part ol the wain deck appropriated to their
use, and the servaots of the Privee and suite
wiilhﬁnd sleeping accommodation on the lower
deck,

[t may oot be generally kuown that aspar:-
gus was a dainty espeeiully prized by the sap-
cient Grecks, and it is not impossible that it
way have been grown on Olympus and been
s-rved at the banquets of the gods, with am-
brosial sauee. Lt i3 supposed that the Muses
on llelicon had beds of asparagus which they
watered from Agaoippe and Hippocrene.  But
this is ooly covjectured. It is certaio that the
(Greek philosopbers and heroes fed on aspara-
gus, and Epicurus was espeeially fond of it,
The Athenians cultivated it as devoutly as the
arts aod letters,  Awoog the aneiznt Romans,
with whom the art of cooking was something
slmost ns sacred as the priesthood, asparagus
was a fuvorite vegetable, and Apicius taught
how to cook it in his famous cookery books,
Julius Ceesar loved it, and Napoleon [ and Na-
poleon 111 rescmbled him in having the same
love for it.

Plioy speaks of asparagus in his writiogs as
a very choice dish, [t was much liked by He-
liogabalus, the eruel monster, but good liver,
awong whose erlebrated events in life was the
iuvention of a famous pic made of peacocks'
braios and pheasants’ wuognes.  When Leotel-
lus was conseerated o priest of Mars, Lucius
Cecillius Metellus gave a banquet, the bill of
fare of which has been preserved io history.
Amouog the guests were the Vestal virgins, and
smong the choice viands asparagus figured
most honorably. Io the muscum of utensils
unearthed io Pompeii is a kuife that was used
tor cutting asparagus plants, which is a2 model
for such koives to-day. The mode of eating the
cooked vegetables was that of the present lime,
with the fingers'which preceded forks in Roman
table furniture. Juvenal celebrates the sueculent
ylant in his writiogs, and Cato the Censor pre-
lerred it to cabbage, in the cultivation of which
he was a devotee.

To eowe dowa to more reeent times, William
the Silent used to open his mouth with alaerity
boetore a dish of asparagus. His deseendant, King
William UT,of Eaglaod, brought to that cuuotry
the '.hn_ch wethod of cutting and eatiog it, and
tuught it to Dean Swift,who, of course,imparted
It toStella and Vanessa, so it became the fashion
awong all exeept Jacobites. 1t any reader doubts
