Poisoned Stockings..The receot intro¬
duction aud extended use of colorcd stripedstockings, and the evil effeots experienced by(he wearers of them, have served to dircct the
attention of the physician and analyst to the
question of the dyes used io coloring them. ThePall Mall Gazette, in noticing the evil effect.-of wearing colored hose, cites several instanceswhere the first symptoms were intense irrita¬
tion in the skin of the fact, swelling, and aninflamod appearance; then an outbreak of
watery blisters of all sizes, from groups ctthe size of hemp seed to single blisters on the
sole of the foot larger than a five shilling piece.Thisconduioo wasaccooupanied by general fever¬
ish ness, rigors, loss of appetite aud a.sensation of
pervading malaise. Io a severe attack the pa¬tient was really unable to walk for three weeks,and after one attack passed off it was often fol¬
lowed by auother of a milder type. In one
case a gentleman was obliged to wear cloth
shoes for upward of eight months, and with
other patients the system has been so impreg¬nated with poison that blisters have reappeared at intervals, not ouly on tho feet, but on the
hands, ears, &c., for more than three year*There was no doubt as to the cause and method
of this blood poisoning, for the blisters first
came in stripes corresponding to the co'oreii
stripes on the stockings,and the laundresses com¬
plained of the irritation aud inflamed condition
of their hands after washing those poisouou.-articles. A Scotch lady, who suffered from a
like cause, brought a successful suit again.>t t In¬
firm which supplied her with the good.-', au:J it
was formally announced by thorn that hence¬
forth the use of arsenio in the oompositiou ol
the dyes would be discontinued.
Although having no wish to appear as

"alarmists," yet it is evident that the occa¬
sion is one oalling for watchful care on the partof both purchaser and manufacturer. As w.
have suggested above, theso facts are worthyof special consideration at present. For where
the tashion of wearing striped stockings will
without doubt, soon be confined to gentlemen
alone, yet the use by them of questionable col¬
ors may result in the disastrous effccts above
described.
